GLOBALIZATION OF THE MODERN WORLD:
PROSPECTS AND CONTRADICTIONS

The term globalization is derived from the word globalize, which
refers to the emergence of an international network of social and economic
systems. It is the worldwide movement toward economic, financial, trade, and
communications integration.

Globalization is the system of interaction among the countries of the
world in order to develop the global economy. Globalization refers to the
integration of economics and societies all over the world. Globalization involves
technological, economic, political, and cultural exchanges made possible
largely by advances in communication, transportation, and infrastructure.

In 2000, the International Monetary Fund (IMF) identified four basic
aspects of globalization: trade and transactions, capital and investment
movements, migration and movement of people and the dissemination of
knowledge. There are two types of integration — negative and positive.

Negative integration is the breaking down of trade barriers or protective
barriers such as tariffs and quotas. The removal of barriers can be beneficial for
a country if it allows for products that are important or essential to the economy.

Positive integration on the other hand aims at standardizing international
economic laws and policies.

The prospects and contradictions of globalization.

Prospects of globalization:

— integrating with different cultures, meeting and learning from various
people through the medium of education is all due to globalization;

— consumers to get much wider variety of quality products to choose
from;

— consumers get the product they want at more competitive prices;

— companies are able to procure input goods and services required at
most competitive prices;

— contributes to the spread of information technology and easy
transportation;

— provides employment opportunities and generates income;

— companies get access to much wider markets;

— promotes understanding and goodwill among different countries;
businesses and investors get much wider opportunities for investment;

— leads to foreign direct investment, which helps in promoting economic
growth in the host country.

Contradictions of globalisation:

— increases unemployment.The MNCs employ machines to reduce the
number of employees: they are capital intensive rather labour;

— some experts think that globalization is also leading to the incursion
of communicable diseases. Deadly diseases like HIV/AIDS are being spread by
travellers to the remotest corners of the globe;



— multinational corporations are accused of social injustice, unfair
working conditions (including slave labour wages and poor living and working
conditions), as well as a lack of concern for the environment, mismanagement
of natural resources, and ecological damage;

— companies face much greater competition. This can put smaller
companies, at a disadvantage as they do not have resources to compete at global
scale;

— increases the gap between the poor and rich.-income inequalities-
poverty trap.

— globalization destroys the environment in the name of economic
development, environment is blindly destroyed;

— economic depression in one country can trigger adverse reaction
across the globe.

Former President Clinton told students at a university in Brazil that for
globalization to be truly successful, it must include «positive interdependence»
so both rich and poor nations can benefit. «Globalization is going to proceed
and you can’t stop it even if you want to. But you cannot have a global economy
unless you also have a global economic empowerment policy, a global health
care policy, a global education policy, a global environmental policy and a
global security policy», Clinton said.

Today, globalization is an evolutionary necessity, and it is open and
deliberate process of individual and collective choice for progress and
development.

BASIC TRANSFORMATION IN THE CONSTITUTION OF UKRAINE

In 2013 president Viktor Yanukovych created Constitutional Assembly
that has developed a draft of the Concept of amending the Basic Law. The
Constitutional Assembly includes 94 people. The President of the Assembly is
the first President of Ukraine Leonid Kravchuk (1991-1994). Up to September
1, 2013 members of the Constitutional Assembly, experts, scientists, public
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associations, political parties and citizens could make proposals for the draft
amendments to the Constitution.

The Concept authors suggest the Ukrainian constitutional foundations
should respond to European aspirations. It is important to emphasize the
priority of international contracts in the sphere of human rights and freedom
with respect to national legal acts. The Basic Law should take into account the
recommendations and conclusions «Democracy through Law» of the European
Commission (Venice Commission), the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council
of Europe, developments and trends of modern constitutionalism.

A lot of deputies support a return to the Constitution of 2004. In this case
the key problem is the difference between the two Constitutions. Therefore, we
have to examine the fundamental distinctions between these two Basic Laws.

According to the articles No.76 and 77 of the Constitution of 2004 the
term of authority of the Verkhovna Rada (VR) is 5 years; the next elections to
the Verkhovna Rada are held on the last Sunday of the last month of the fifth
year of its authority. At the same time, the Constitution of June 28, 1996 and
October 1, 2010 states that VR is elected for four years. Regular elections to the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine are held on the last Sunday of March, during the
fourth commission of the Verkhovna Rada.

According to the concept, the Constitution will not determine any specific
form of government. Since Ukraine is not an abstract «republicy» (article
No.5), and it is a republic with a president, this is the definition of the form
of government in the state («parliamentary», «presidential», mixed). In the
context principle of the separation of powers, this definition will depend on
some powers assigned to the President of Ukraine, the Verkhovna Rada and the
Cabinet of Ministers.

The term of authority of The Attorney General is proposed to increase
from 5 to 7 years in the draft update of the Constitution. It is offered to delete
the position of the VR about distrust of The Attorney General from the text
of the current Constitution, because it leads to his resignation from the post.
According to the current Constitution, The Attorney General is appointed to
the post with the consent of the Verkhovna Rada and retires as a result of the
decision of the Ukrainian president. The term of authority of The Attorney
General makes 5 years in the current Constitution.

Pursuant to the article No.85, the President represents and the VR appoints
the prime minister, defense minister and foreign minister. At the same time
Parliament appoints the prime minister and other members of the Ukrainian
Cabinet of Ministers. But according to the Constitution of 1996, only approval
of the appointment of the Prime Minister of Ukraine, made by the President of
Ukraine, refers to the powers of the Verkhovna Rada.

In its draft of amendments to the Constitution of Ukraine, the Constitutional
Assembly proposes to change the status of local administrations, to deprive
them of the functions of local government and transform them into the control
and supervisory agencies with the subordination to the president. Under the
project, local state administrations should focus «on a clearly defined range of
public issues.» It is proposed to introduce a three-tier system of administrative-
territorial structure: regions (Autonomous Republic of Crimea, areas, cities
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of Kiev and Sevastopol), districts and communities. The right of forming
integrated territorial communities will be given not only to rural but also other
communities that have a single administrative center. Local self-administration,
local government administrations operate in cities with special status, like Kyiv
and Sevastopol, in accordance with special laws.

In case of a return to the Constitution of 2004, the VR and the
Cabinet of Ministers take a significant amount of the current powers of the
President. Currently a considerable part of Ukrainian populace clearly
support redistribution of powers between authorities. That’s why taking into
consideration the awareness and responsibility of society, citizens of modern
Ukraine prefer the maximization of safety and deprivation of any opportunity
to concentrate all power in one’s hands.

DEVELOPING COUNTRIES VERSUS DEVELOPED COUNTRIES
IN THE GLOBALIZED WORLD

In the 1960s it was very relevant to divide the countries of the world into
two distinct groups. These two groups of countries were labeled «developed»
and «developingy, or the two were just referred to as «the Western World» and
«the Developing Worldy». The two groups of countries differed in almost every
way.

Western countries were rich and people had long education, long lives
and small families. Developing countries were poor and the people had meager
or no education, short lives and large families.

More than two decades after the disappearance of the Soviet group, we
are in urgent need of a new system to group and label countries. Two groups are
not enough. The World Bank did a promising attempt by creating four country
groups by using cut-offs in Gross National Income per capita at $1,000, $4,000
and $12,000. The cut-offs defined low-income, lower middle income, upper
middle income and high income countries.

However, this division into four groups did not change many mindsets.
The concept of a developing world ranging from Turkey and Brazil all the way
to Somalia and Afghanistan still forms the mindset used by most people to sort
information about the world.

According to Kofi Annan, former Secretary General of the United
Nations, «A developed country is one that allows all its citizens to enjoy a free
and healthy life in a safe environment». However, United Nations Statistics
Division claims that, «There is no established convention for the designation
of «developed» and «developing» countries or areas in the United Nations
system... The designations «developed» and «developing» are intended for
statistical convenience and do not necessarily express a judgment about the
stage reached by a particular country or area in the development process».

Developed countries are also called Industrialized and more economically
developed countries. The main reasons are:

— form of government (democracy);
free market development;

— lack of corruption;
more dependent on manufacturing than agriculture;

— prevalent technology.

Developing countries have low standards of living, undeveloped industry,
lack of modern technology, low level of literacy, healthcare and life expectancy.

From 2010 in the first place the competitiveness of USA decreased due to
unwillingness to further innovational growth. South Korea become one of the
big developed economies, the mark of competitiveness was improved by the
result of crisis.

In the preface of the report Klaus Schwat, stresses that: «developing
economies have far the most part forced competitively well during the crisis
countries such as Brazil, China and India are expected to grow at rates of
between 5.5 and 10 percent in 2010, with growth holding up well over the next
few years. Indeed, the world increasingly looks to the developing world as the
major engine of the global economy.

The WEF’s Global Competitive Indexes is based on 12 «pillows of
competitiveness», divided into three sub-indexes that emphasize different
aspect of market efficiency.

As a country becomes more competitive, productivity will increase and
wages will rise with advancing development countries will then more into the
efficiency enhances stage of development, when they must begin to develop
more efficient production processes and increase product quality because wages
have risen and they cannot increase prices.

The World Economic Forum (WEF) defines national economic
competitiveness as «the set of institutions, policies and factors that determine
the level of productivity of a country».

To conclude, I would like to say, that each developing country would like
to be developed, but it is not so easy. Developing countries always compete with
developed countries. Both struggle for «the best piece». To become developed
country it is necessary to have strong economy, high wages, high standards of
living, good relations with other countries. It is very important to use labour
resources rationally. Developing country should go through «pillows» to
become developed.

GLOBALIZATION AND ITS INFLUENCE
ON THE INTERNATIONAL TRADE PATTERNS

Globalization can be viewed as the leading trend in the modern world
economy. Economic globalization is determined in reasonably precise terms
as the emergence and operation of a single, worldwide economy. Economic
globalization is referred to the increase in worldwide trade and exchange in
interconnected, opened and borderless world economy.

As a result of globalization the intensification of trade flows have grown
rapidly for the last several decades. According to the data of WTO, the value
of world merchandise exports has grown up from 2.03 trillion dollars in 1980
to 18.26 trillion dollars in 2011, which is equal to 7.3 per cent growth per year
on average in current dollar terms. Commercial services trade is growing even
faster with the rate 8.2 per cent annually, namely increasing from 367 billion
dollars in 1980 to 4.17 trillion in 2011 [2]. The fact that the world trade is
growing more rapidly than world output since 1980 is of great importance for
analyzing the worldwide trade tendencies within globalization terms. This fact
can be confirmed by analyzing the graph 1.
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Graph 1. World merchandise trade volume and real GDP, 1980-2011 [2]

Since 1985 the rate of trade growth was almost twice as much as the GDP
growth rate. In particular, the average trade growth comprised 5.6 per cent per
year between 1985 and 2011, while average GDP growth rate accounted for
3.1 per cent annually. It is possible to conclude that world trade grew 1.8 times
faster than world output.

The fact that world trade was growing faster than the output can be
explained by the emergence of supply chains, which rely on goods to be
produced in several or more consecutive stages and firms using more imported
material inputs. However, there are some measurement issues as the value of
intermediate goods can be calculated more than once when goods cross the
borders at different stages of production. At the same time, these goods are
taken into account only once in GDP statistics.

The next most important change in trade patterns in recent years has been
the increase share of developing economies in world trade and the corresponding
decline in the share of developed economies. The newly industrializing
economies (NIEs) become world factories. The share of developing countries in
world merchandise export has increased significantly within last two decades.
In 1980 the share of developing countries in world export was 34 per cent
comparatively to 47 per cent in 2011. Consequently, the share of developed
countries has fallen from 66 per cent in 1980 to 53 in 2011. This trend can be
seen on the graph 2.

In 1980 China’s share in world merchandise trade was only 1 per cent
making China the tenth larger exporter in developing. However, in 2011 China’s
share had grown up to 11 per cent and China became the largest exporter among
developing countries and the largest world exporter if the share of EU countries
is counted separately for each member state. In 2011 The Republic of Korea,
India, Thailand and Malaysia were included in the list of largest developing
exporters and their share comprised 3per cent, 2per cent, 1per cent and 1 per
cent respectively, while in 1980 they were not among ten top countries. The
shares of EU, United States and Japan have all reduced within decades. The
shift in export patterns was accompanied by significant intensification of trade

between developing countries (South — South), which had increased from 22.9
per cent to 40.9 per cent of their total exports.

Taking into consideration all the above mentioned, it is clear that the
newly industrializing economies (NIE) became important elements of global
trade and it is argued that the South is gradually moving from the periphery of
global trade to the center. Moreover, it can be concluded that the growth in the
global economy will be powered increasingly by developing countries.

DISADVANTAGES OF BUDGETARY POLICY OF UKRAINE
IN TERMS OF EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

European integration and EU membership is a strategic goal of Ukraine —
it’s the best way of safeguarding the national interests, the construction of
economically developed and democratic nation, strengthening the position in
the global system of international relations.

For Ukraine, European integration — a way to modernize the economy,
technological catching, attracting foreign investment and new technologies,
create new jobs, improve the competitiveness of domestic producers access
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to global markets, especially the EU market. As an integral part of Europe,
Ukraine is focused on operating in western democracies model of socio —
economic development.

Integration of Ukraine into the EU has its advantages for Ukraine and the
European Union. For our country’s importance is as a process of successive
approximation to the EU and the strategic outcome of this process — full
membership in the EU.

The political benefits of integrating Ukraine into the EU related to the
creation of reliable mechanisms for political stability, democracy and security.
Rapprochement with the EU guarantee and fulfillment of its requirements — an
instrument of development of democratic institutions in Ukraine. In addition,
EU membership will open the way for a joint collective security structures of
the European Union, will provide effective coordination with other European
countries in export controls and non — proliferation of weapons of mass
destruction, will step up cooperation in the fight against organized crime,
smuggling, illegal migration, drug traffickin [2, p.26].

European integration will improve productivity and the rate of
technological modernization under the influence of competition in the single
European market and free access to the latest technology, capital, information,
improving workforce skills under conditions of free movement within the
single market, creating a more favorable investment environment, a significant
increase volume of trade in the EU market, the creation of conditions for
accelerated growth in interchange areas with high levels of science, improving
the quality of regulatory institutions in the public, banking, financial sector and
corporate governance. Economic integration will also provide the opportunity
to use EU funds for regional development to accelerate the release of a higher
level of economic development, typical of more developed countries of the
European Union [3, p.64].

It should be noted that Ukraine imports from the EU dominated the supply
of machinery, equipment, machinery (28% of total imports from the EU),
chemicals and allied industries (14.6 %), which are unique among domestic
production and therefore did not threaten domestic producers.

Furthermore, it should be stressed the importance of EU — Ukraine
partnership, which is due to the fact that in 2012 Ukraine ranked 22th among
the largest trading partners of the European Union and the 19 th place among
importing countries of the EU [1].

Also, the EU is a major investor in Ukraine’s economy, as foreign direct
investment, about 80%, among the countries of the European Union. Direct
investment from the EU Member States in 2012 amounted to 40,065.2 million.
USA.

Social benefits of EU membership are associated with existing high levels
of social standards and humanitarian spheres, effective protection of workers.
Integration of Ukraine into the EU will be significant changes to ensure the
right to freedom of employment, adequate remuneration and safety, guarantees
social security, adequate conditions of life, health, education, culture, social
security and social insurance in accordance with European standards.
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The very goal of integration, as the experience of almost all new EU
member states, has become a powerful incentive for the necessary socio —
economic transformation. Following the expansion of Ukraine becoming a
direct neighbor of the EU, which define the growing influence of the EU
on Ukraine, particularly in the context of the further democratization of
Ukrainian society and strengthening the European orientation of Ukraine’s
population [4].

Therefore, to integrate into the EU, Ukraine should significantly change
the process of implementing economic and financial policies. We’re actually
abandon protectionist measures in the field of export- import operations,
legalize the shadow economy, to comply with human rights. Not the biggest
changes take place in the financial market. We must change the instruments
regulating the foreign exchange market and create conditions for the merger
of our globalized financial market in the world. In practice, this can radically
alter the financial services market in the country and especially — the banking
system. This requires, in our opinion, fundamental research.

The main directions of the integration process in Ukraine is the
adaptation of Ukraine’s legislation to EU legislation, the development of
trade relations between Ukraine and the EU, the integration of Ukraine
into the EU in the context of European security, political consolidation
and strengthening of democracy, strengthen the financial component of
Ukraine’s integration movement, adaptation to Social Policy of Ukraine
EU standards, cultural — educational and technological integration, regional
integration Ukraine, industrial cooperation, cooperation in the field of
environmental protection.

Thus, the current priorities of Ukraine in relations with the EU Association
Agreement. Formation of a deep and comprehensive free trade area with
large-scale approximation of Ukraine to EU standards will promote gradual
integration of Ukraine into the European Union, of which Ukraine will net
long-term economic gains. In addition, closer economic ties with the EU allow
better access to Ukrainian exporters solvent market.

PENSION FUND OF UKRAINE:
PROBLEMS AND WAYS OF THEIR SOLUTION

The Ukrainian pension system faces a number of problems that,
considering the demographic situation in the country, threaten its financial
stability.
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Nowadays the problems of the Pension Fund of Ukraine are asfollows:

1. The shortage of money in the Pension Fund of Ukraine (budget deficit).
According to the opinions of experts the «hole» in the budget of the Pension
Fund will grow up to 40 billion of hryvnia next year. This fact is directly
related to the level of unemployment in the country. According to the 2013
data this indicator constituted 8.6%. As money comes from working citizens
the government should solve the unemployment problem firstly. According to
the statistics of Pension Fund of Ukraine in 2013 the amount of people who
paid contributions to the pension fund in Ukraine amounted to 14.4 million,
while the number of pensioners was 13.7 million. Thus, the ratio of pensioners
and those who pay to the Pension Fund in Ukraine is 95%. This means that
every employee takes care for one pensioner. At the same time, in developed
countries there normally two workers per a retiree.

2. The collapse of thesolidarity system (demographic problem).

According to the history of pension reforms, the first man to officially
introduce solidarity state pension for all workers was Otto von Bismarck,
Chancellor of Germany in 1889. 20 years later, this system was picked up
by the UK and Australia, the United States and the USSR. Ukraine inherited
this solidarity pension system. The pension insurance system is based on
the so-called pact between the generations. Money moves from younger
people to older ones, thus the pension system is based on the principle of
intergenerational solidarity. Unfortunately, the genius system of Bismarck is
irrevocably outdated and does not correspond to the demographic and economic
realities. As a result, gains in life expectancy and declining birth rates have led
to aging of population that cause an imbalance of solidary pension system.
Working population can no longer sustain the growing number of pensioners. If
current trends continue, then the solidarity system will collapse. So, there will
be only two possible solutions:

a) the reduction in pension payments;

b) increase in the Pension Fund deficit.

These solutions apparently will not help to settle current problems of
Pension Fund of Ukraine, moreover, these measures will only compound the
situation. Covering the deficit of the pension fund is usually carried out at the
expense of other important social expenditures such as medicine, education,
culture, etc. Considering given demographic and economic factors the existing
solidarity pension system in Ukraine is not able provide decent pension
payments for all pensioners.

3. The evasion of citizens from paying taxes (shadow economy).

Since taxes and, in particular, the single contribution to the compulsory
state social insurance are too high individuals would prefer to «put the business
into shadow», reducing costs by non-payment of taxes.

Therefore, it is necessary to solve the problem comprehensively, offering
to the public a new model of construction of pension system, which would
absorb the best in this field from world experience. Consequently the country
needs a pension reform. To begin with it should be noted that the problem of
fund shortage cannot be solved by linear solutions such as raising the retirement
age of the citizens. In Ukraine an increase in retirement age might be sound
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only in case of an increase in life expectancy and the improvement of living
standards.

It is impossible to increase the retirement age for men up to 65 years, if
the average male life expectancy in Ukraine is only 62 years. People simply
do not survive to the retirement, so this proposal is not good solution for this
problem. It should also be emphasized that with reducing the size of pension
payments the government hopes thereby to patch a «hole» in the budget of
Pension Fund, but doing so will doom the pensioners to struggle for survival.

Therefore, to solve the problem with Pension Fund, more rational
decisions should be taken such as:

1. To incite business to «step out of the shadow», due to creating a
system in which paying taxes will be gainful. Then the money will go to the
Pension Fund. It is a possible way out of the «shadow» for a certain part of
money since the pension reform would motivate workers to refuse wages in
envelopes. Employers will have to reject currently popular schemes of reducing
contributions to the Pension Fund.

2. To create the incentive mechanism for citizens. It means that they
should be feel free to decide when to retire.

3. To implement anti-corruption reforms and reforms will ensure fair
revenues distribution.

4. To reconsider the consumer basket and the minimum subsistence level,
as well as bringing them into line with real life.

To do this, the government should overcome economic turmoil, develop
a model of the future pension system, accepted by the society, and consistently
put the reform into practice.

GLOBALIZATION OF MODERN WORLD:
PROSPECTS AND CONTRADICTIONS

Globalization is the principally new step in the development of the long-
term process of internationalization (transnationalization) of the economic,
political, cultural, legal and other aspects of the society’s life, at the point when
interrelationships between the national socials have reached such a level, when
some drastic changes within the entire world community gradually transforming
into the integral society institute, became inevitable.

The level of economic, scientific, technological, legal and informational
interrelationships of the national industries have reached a point, when at least
three principally novel features are imminent. First, the world’s economic
community, formerly seen as loosely connected multiple countries, is gradually
transforming into the integral economic system, with national societies now
representing the constituents of the integral world’s economic body.
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Second, while conditions of globalization, national and global economic
issues are swapping roles. With the development of international financial
and other markets as well as production-sale structures, the global economic
relationships more and more acquire the role of leading and governing
structures. Even internal affairs of large and powerful countries, not to mention
the remaining ones, are forced to adapt to the realities of the global economy.

Third, globalization process objectively leads to elimination and
weakening of the regulatory functions of the national state, which is now not
able to protect the national interests from the undesirable influence from the
outside effectively. Neither various countries are able to regulate economic,
social and cultural processes, which became more than narrow national
issues and to a larger extent have transformed into rather independent and
unmanageable ones.

During the second half of the 20th century, humans were confronted
by previously unknown task — to discover the new tools that would regulate
the global economy, environment and other aspects of modern life. Thus, the
painful process of reconstruction of the previous national-state structure of the
world, which evolved over millenium, into some novel shape, has started.

Uncertainty of the future and fear of the unknown, thoughtless reloading
the responsibility for all the world’s problems on globalization itself born
the entire surge of anti-globalization ideas and mass ralliesThere are, at
least, three main varieties of globalization negativism. The most radical and
most vulgar attitude is the one that claims that all evil stems from the USA
which, by means of the controlled institutions such as International Monetary
Fund, World’s Bank, International Trade Organization etc. are gradually
transforming the developing regions of the world into the neo-colonial estate,
in order to exploit the natural and people’s resources. The other variant of anti-
globalization ideology stems from the fact, that globalization is an objective
process, justified by the technological advances, informational revolution,
development of international industrial, trade and financial relationships.
However, only highly developed western countries could benefit from this
process, while the remaining countries of the world are destined to continuous
lagging behind.

The third ideological paradigm of the antiglobalization activists is that
the process itself is not only objective, but could be of benefit to all countries,
though to a different degree. The developed western countries have the
opportunity to utilize the globalization process entirely, while only scraps and
pickings are left to others. Thus, it is necessary to force the West to shape
the benefits of globalization with other regions in the world. However, since
it would be rather impossible to do during the official summits, this should be
performed by means of mass rallies..

Globalization is an objective process, and is an outcome of all the
preceding development of the world society. It cannot be cancelled, just like
the history cannot be reversed. As any historical process, globalization has its
benefits and challenges for all people. The entire range of countries — poor and
rich, small and large are forced to adapt to both negative and positive aspects of
globalization. In order these adaptive changes be more dynamic and occur with
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less costs, coordinated efforts and integral collaboration of the entire world’s
community are clearly required.

INVESTMENT ATTRACTIVENESS ANALYSIS
OF UKRAINIAN ENTERPRISES

Investment is the development basis of any economic system. The
global experience shows that without investment country has no ability
to develop effectively. The national investment market formation and the
market of goods and services revival are generated by this component.
Also, investments contribute to macroeconomic stability and provide
an opportunity to solve some of the social problems in the economic
transformation period.

As investments is the daily basis of economic activities of market subjects
and basis of world economic growth. The investment sphere is the focus of
economic thought.

The term «investment» means the exercise of certain economic projects
at the moment, in order to get income in the future. This term became dominant
in the domestic and in the foreign literature. This term has large number of
interpretations because in different sections of economics and in different
practice branches, this term has its own characteristics.

The investment attractiveness evaluation can be seen at the country level,
industry, region and enterprise. Namely, the enterprise is the final component in
this system. Political and economic stability of the country are the main factors
for the potential investor. Also, the development level of the industry in which
the funds will be invest. That is why the company needs to quickly respond to
changes in the economy and adjust their actions.

Among the scientists who study this analysis, there are many methods of
investment attractiveness analysis. But it should be noted that every investor
uses its own set of methodologies and approaches. Usually, it’s the financial
condition analysis of the investee. This approach has both theoretical and
practical grounds. One of the most common analysis is based on a single
analytical indicator of return on assets, which fully meet the primary goal of
investment — profit. The advantages of this method are efficiency and no need
for large amount of data. But disadvantages are high probability of inaccuracy
evaluation and the lack of a common information base.

There are various views of scientists on methods of analysis of investment
attractiveness, which can be divided into the following groups:

— methods based on the analysis of the life cycle of an enterprise;

— methods, based on an analysis of the economic viability of the issuer
and the risk and return on equity in the market turnover;
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— expert rating methodology for the evaluation of investment
attractiveness;

— evaluation methods based on reliability securities.

The problem of investment attractiveness evaluation can be resolved only
after determining all factors which influence on the activities of the investee
both outside and inside. Owners, investors, lenders and other participants in
the process of investing have different interests. It is need to have an integrated
view of the effectiveness and appropriateness of investing it in the selected
object.

To answer some of these important questions as: what factors influence
investment attractiveness; what is the value of future earnings; period of
revenue and other; what comprehensive methodology is need and the use of
which will attract the attention of the investor.

Thus, summing up the existing methods of investment attractiveness
analysis, we can conclude that nowadays there is a need to use multiple
methods. The simplest financial analysis did not meet the requirements of
investors. In this regard, it is necessary to develop new methods and approaches
to the definition of investment attractiveness and making decision.

Ukraine has a very large potential that is why additional investment funds
from investors is a necessary condition for sustainable economic development.

It is necessary to implement a focused public investment policies to
facilitate the process of attracting foreign direct investment to the companies.
Realization of this policy will strengthen accumulation process of investment
resources and increase the investment attractiveness of the country.

EUROPEAN INTEGRATION OF POLAND:
CASE FOR UKRAINE

In the uncharted post-cold-war environment Poland at first floundered
both politically and economically. But it embraced the win-win cooperation
over zero-sum confrontation in international relations. By 1999 it was admitted
to the transatlantic alliance. By 2004 it met the European Union’s economic
and democratic criteria for accession. Backed by this double assurance of
Poland’s security, President (and former Communist minister) Alexander
Kwasniewski played a crucial role in the non-violent success of the Orange
Revolution in neighboring Ukraine. And backed by this support, Poland finally
felt sufficiently confident of its security to pursue friendly relations with its
former hegemon of Russia.

Ukraine on its path toward European integration should be «infinitely
convinced» of no alternative to the chosen policy and ignore sometimes
acrimonious statements by EU eurosceptics towards it, and create inside the
country mental readiness of its citizens to become part of a united Europe. Kyiv
also has to consider the mistakes and experience of the «new» countries of the
Community, Poland in particular, on the way to the EU.

First, the Polish politician notes, Kyiv should clearly declare that there is
no doubt of unambiguousness of the European choice of Ukraine.

Second, Ukrainian think tanks and academic institutions should explain
and make closer for Ukrainians, as well as local businesses, the mechanisms of
the EU. This is important, because Polish farmers, for example, thought that
they would be taken away the land that they could lose markets, but it turned
out to be untrue.

Third, Kyiv also should convince the EU states and European officials
of what added value Ukraine can bring into the EU as a potential new member
of the Community. In this context, he cited an example of Poland on the eve
of the big wave of EU enlargement in 2004, when the European Union added
10 countries. The politician recalled that some of the «old» EU countries then
discriminated against Poland because out of more than 50 million potential
new citizens of the EU, in 10 candidate countries nearly 40 million came from
Poland. Of 10 new EU countries 52% of European aid fell on Poland, and
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therefore there was the idea that the EU should be enlarged by 9 countries, and
leave Poland until later.

In Poland’s tenth year in the EU, the overall situation of the EU continues
to be dominated by the crisis affecting selected eurozone countries and
efforts to counter it. The gradual overhaul of EMU structures (including the
especially rapid agreement on the single banking sector oversight mechanism)
inscribed into the wider perspective of deeper integration, national-level
reform efforts supported by bold European Central Bank interventions (LTRO
bank refinancing operation, OMT bond purchase programme) have begun to
bear fruit. Consequently, the existential crisis experienced by the common
currency has been averted. Efforts are underway to implement permanent and
systemic solutions, and well as add new growth impetus to the economy. But
the laboriously constructed state of relative balance remains fragile due to the
short-term costs of reform, social tensions and unresolved problems in the
banking sector (e.g. the situation of the Cypriot banking sector). Despite the
collapse of the banking sector in Cyprus, 2012 may be seen as a turning point
in the fight against the crisis.

A major Polish achievement was the consolidation of the euro+ format
in the work on reforming the Economic and Monetary Union. The possibility
for non-Eurozone countries to participate in the new structures is a fact, as
exemplified e.g. by the establishment of the possibility of close cooperation with
non-Eurozone countries in the framework of single banking sector supervision
and ensuring that states-signatories to the Fiscal Compact participate in
preparatory meetings in the run-up to euro-summits devoted to the overhaul of
EMU structures, as well as the political consensus on the open nature of further
EMU reforms.

The progress made in 2012 on EMU reform undoubtedly helped renew
trust in the common currency and stabilize the financial markets. In December
2012, the yield on synthetic 10-year Eurobonds (weighted by GDP) fell below
3% for the first time since August 20101 (this falling trend was revered upon the
emergence of the Cyprus crisis). There has been increasing pressure, however,
to subordinate key EU decisions to the interests and needs of the Eurozone, as
exemplified by the further institutionalization of the Eurozone to include new
areas.

Due to the inevitability of this process, Poland intensified measures to
have countries with derogation — so-called pre-ins — considered as fully-fledged
participants of the EMU restructuring process and ensure the openness of the
new structures. This change helped dispel doubts of Eurozone countries with
regard to the interpretation of postulates to retain EU integrity as an effort
to block the necessary remodelling of EMU architecture. A consensus was
achieved according to which all interested states should have the possibility of
taking part in deepened integration.

Implementing this strategy, Poland tried to build its position on the basis
of its advantages, e.g. good economic standing, optimistic growth prospects,
political stability and a positive attitude towards the EU among both the
political elite and the public at large. The debate initiated in Poland regarding
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Eurozone membership and the changes in Poland’s economy necessary for that
to go ahead also lent credibility to the strategy.

UNEQUAL GAINS FROM TRADE

Gains from International trade refers to that advantages which different
countries participating in international trade enjoy as a result of specialization
and division of labour. The Gains from trade are the benefits from trading rather
than producing i.e. the benefits that accrue to each country to a transaction over
and above the benefits each would have derived from producing the goods or
services themselves.

We may now briefly enlist the gains resulting from international trade:

1. International specialization and geographical division of labour lead
to optimum allocation of world resources making it possible to have the most
efficient use of them.

2. Increase in the exchangeable value of possessions, means of enjoyment
and wealth of each trading country.

3. As Ohlin states, the disadvantage of disproportionate geographical
distribution of productive resources are mitigated by international trade. In
other words, the loss attributed to the immobility of factors is overcome by the
product movements between the trading countries.

4. Foreign trade for a country widens the size of market and thereby,
helps in reducing the risks involved in huge investments undertaken for the
growth of home industries. It also enlarges the scope for large-scale production.
The economies of scale so realized would reduce the cost of production,
consequently goods may cheaply be available to domestic consumers than
otherwise.

5. Under international trade each country will get more of each variety of
goods, more varieties and qualities of goods to consume.

6. International trade causes enlargement of world’s total output.

7. International trade thus, leads to an increase in the world’s prosperity
and welfare of each trading nation. The living standards of trading countries in
turn improve. Hence, the world at large becomes a happy world.

Sources of gain:

— expansion of the size of the market;

— division of labour;

— gains from specialization;

— gains from increased product variety;

— gains from increased competition;

— gains from increased economies of scale;

— productivity gains.
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Determinants of gains from international trade.

1. Terms of trade: terms of trade refers to the rate at which the goods
of one country are exchanged for the goods of another country. Country with
better term of trade gains more.

2. Reciprocal demand: If the demand of a country for the production of
another country is inelastic, terms of trade will be unfavorable.

3. Difference in cost ratios: more the difference in the cost ratios of two
countries, more is the gain from international trade.

4. Improvement in productivity: with improvement in productivity, costs
and prices fall in both countries leading to enlargement of productivity gains.

5. Stage of development: an industrialist advanced and capital rich
country generally enjoys a larger share of the gain of trade than an economically
backward and labour-abundant country.

6. Size of the country: Inverse relationship between size of the country
and gains from trade. A smaller country gains more from specialization.

According to the classical theory, specialization based on the principle
of comparative costs advantage is the major source of gain from international
trade. An additional source is the possibility of exploiting economies of scale
when the size of the market is extended through the free foreign trade of a
country.

Adam Smith’s dictum is «Division of Labor is limited by the size
of markets.» Obviously, when the size of the market expands as a result of
international trade, the scope for large scale production and thus for complex
division of labor and specialization, increases. Under economics of large scale,
when specialization occurs, the output per unit of input may rise so that, costs
per units of output fall. This is a further source of gain from international trade
which makes goods cheaply available.

The theory implies that comparative costs are different in different
countries because the abundance of factors which are necessary for the
production of each commodity does not bear the same relation to the demand
for each commodity in different countries.

Thus, specialization based on comparative costs advantage clearly
represents a gain to the trading countries in so far as it enables more of each
variety of goods to be produced cheaply by utilizing the abundant factors fully
in the country concerned and to obtain relatively cheaper goods through mutual
international exchange.

Further, the principle of comparative cost-difference of gains in
international trade should not be looked upon merely as a possibility theorem,
but as a positive hypothesis relating to the real world.

The doctrine of comparative costs predicts that in the real world, there
will be gains from trade in terms of increased world production. As such, each
trading country will gain by getting relatively more and cheaper goods and
no one will lose by having less to consume than it would have if it were self-
sufficient.

Though, the validity of the theory of comparative costs has not been
conclusively proved, its general hypothesis that production and consumption
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in the real world and in each country would be higher under international trade
than what it would be without it if all countries were forced to be completely
self-sufficient, cannot, for obvious reasons, be rejected even by any empirical
tests.

PROBLEMS OF UKRAINE’S INTEGRATION INTO THE WORLD
COMMUNITIES: SYSTEMIC CORRUPTION

Corruption is a widespread and growing problem in Ukrainian society.
In 2012’s Transparency International Corruption Perceptions Index Ukraine
was ranked 144th out of the 176 countries investigated (tied with Bangladesh,
Cameroon, Central African Republic, and Syria). Back in 2007 Ukraine had
taken 118th place (179 countries investigated that year). Ernst & Young (in
2012) put Ukraine among the three most corrupted nations of the world together
with Colombia and Brazil.

United States diplomats have described Ukraine under Presidents Kuchma
and Yushchenko as a kleptocracy, according to Wikileaks cables.

Since my first trip in 2000, I have been impressed by the incredible
potential of Ukraine and its people. Ukraine possesses an educated work
force, low labor rates, natural resources, a large domestic market (46
million people), proximity to a huge marketplace in Eastern Europe, and
acceptable infrastructure. With all those factors working in their favor, why
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then has Ukraine not prospered since independence, while others (Poland,
Czech Republic, etc.) have? In my opinion it is largely the cancer of systemic
corruption. In almost every visit I have heard stories how corrupt businesses
and corrupt government officials (tax police, judges, etc.) collude to restrain
trade and protect their business interests. Capitalism and fair competition
should combine to transform the economy — to make products and services
«better, faster, and cheaper». But this deadly systemic corruption only results
in the opposite, to the detriment of Ukraine and its people.

As a university student in 1969 I had the privilege of studying in Ireland.
I have been back many times since, doing business and visiting. From 1969 to
the turn of the century Ireland was transformed from a poor economy to the
Celtic Tiger, with the highest GDP in Europe. How did that happen? They had
the advantages of an educated work force, low labor rates, natural resources,
proximity to a huge marketplace in Western Europe, incentives for foreign
capital, and acceptable infrastructure. They only had a small domestic market
(4 million people). But they had one thing that Ukraine has lacked: respect for
the rule of law.

What would it take to shake this corruption in Ukraine? I think about
the widespread disgust of the American public in the 1930s, reacting to Mafia
violence. Out of that disgust the modern Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI)
was born. One of their biggest obstacles was the collusion between the Mafia
and the government (police and judges).

I also think about Singapore. In 1952 they established the Corrupt
Practices Investigation Bureau in order to identify corruption and to attract
foreign businesses. Public officials are under intense scrutiny. Corruption
leads to heavy fines and imprisonment. Singapore also keeps the salaries of
politicians and public servants high in order to reduce incentives for corruption.
Professor John S. T. Quah contends that there are four lessons that can be
learned from Singapore’s example: political will is the key ingredient for
success; the anti-corruption agency must be independent from the police and
political control; the anti-corruption agency must be incorruptible; minimize
corruption by tackling its major sources (low salaries, ample opportunities, and
poor policing); neither of the organizations cited above are perfect. But they
both offer important lessons.

Ukraine could be one of the greatest success stories in Europe. If they
could shake this systemic corruption and embrace the rule of law, investors
would flock to Ukraine, exports would soar, quality of life would increase, and
young people would see no reason to leave.

GLOBALIZATION OF MODERN WORLD

The feature of the modern world is the fact that our industrial civilization
and technological, but at the end of XX — beginning of XXI century, it gradually
transformed into information. Prospects of development will be positive only
if in the middle of the XXI century will be no cars, and people. Personality
development, creating conditions for its initiative to ensure that people feel
happiness and joy — that’s the only progressive way of humanity.

This is possible if today will set the stage for a compromise solution to
human problems to overcome confrontation to resolve social conflicts through
non-violent. In the history of humankind, unfortunately, it was a lot of violence
and physical and ideological and moral. Violence is often seen as the only way
society. For example, take the idea of» social Darwinism « that most strong,
viable society and social communities win the weak and dominion over them,
or the idea of Marx’s class struggle and the use of a certain class of different
forms of coercion in relation to other classes in order to acquire and preserve
economic and political domination. However, at the end of XIX century.
Engels noted «perfect shifty conditions and did not exclude the possibility of
a peaceful society growing old in the new. Violence can not be attributed a
decisive role in the history and the current stage of development shows that
only nonviolence can save humanity. Even if we do not go into the moral and
ethical aspect of this issue, suffice it to say that global problems, the risk of a
worldwide nuclear carnage that would lead to «perpetual peace only on a giant
graveyard of humanity» (Kant ), make intelligent people of our time trying not
to go violence in any case. Gandhi wrote: «The only hope for the suffering of
the world is narrow and straight path is not violence.»

A characteristic feature of the modern world is its multi-polarity,
sehmentnist. Humanity realizes itself in different types of societies, ethnic
groups, cultural spaces, religious beliefs, and spiritual traditions — all poles
segments of world civilization. The integrity of the world does not contradict
his bahatopolyusnosti. There are values that we attribute to human: morality,
lifestyle worthy of humane human nature, kindness, spiritual beauty, etc. But
there are values that belong to a certain company or a social community: classes,
nations, generations, sectors, individuals and others. In a rational society, we
should talk about a harmonious combination of those and more.

The modern world is peculiar and contradictory. Contradictions
superposed on each other, as the floors rise building: between man and nature,
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the state and the individual, strong and weak countries, opportunities and
needs of mankind as a natural, material and energy resources, raw materials
and so on. The contradictions of the modern world generate global problems,
that the problems that affect the vital interests of all peoples of the world and
threaten its survival, and therefore require urgent solutions, and the efforts of
the peoples of all countries. Among the most serious global problems should
be called the problem of preventing global carnage, environmental disaster,
development and improvement of education and health, providing the world’s
population of natural resources ( raw materials, food, energy sources ) or
presence of substitutes, to overcome the growing gap in income levels and
different countries, eradication of hunger, poverty and so on.

Reasonableness of civilization (« noosphere «) — a necessary feature of
the modern world. During the biosphere usually refers shell of the Earth, which
is focused lives, but human activity can destroy it, and can sustain and expand
its diversity, its ability to adapt. Vernadsky opened French scientists introduced
the concept of «noosphere». For him, the noosphere — a new evolutionary state
of the biosphere associated with the emergence and development of human
society in it. This — the interaction of nature and society in which intelligent
activity is the main factor of development. Humanity is seen in unity with
nature as a holistic system of « terrestrial planet — mankind «, and the viability
of the system depends entirely on the human mind. Academician N. Moiseev
uses the term «rational society», which he understands society dating back to
the epoch of the noosphere, the condition that needs humanity to preserve the
possibility of future development.

GLOBALIZATION OF THE MODERN WORLD:
PERSPECTIVES AND CONTRADICTIONS

Globalization is a form of international relationships which implies
widening connections between countries in economic, cultural and political
aspects.

The science-technical revolution and improvement of the world
information network Internet have become major preconditions for globalization
development.
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Globalization is a complex geopolitical, geoeconomical and geocultural
phenomenon, which powerfully influences all areas of social activity.
Globalization is a certain stage of development of human civilization, when
national economies cannot develop properly within one state/ and international
economic connections have led to formation of transnational corporations and
global (world) markets.

Currently all countries of the world are interconnected. None of the
countries can exist without economic relationships with other states. Let’s say
that Russia, the richest country in the world as for its natural recourses, couldn’t
operate properly, if it didn’t have the opportunity to sell these recourses, namely
energy carriers, to many countries including Ukraine. Another example: the
global financial-economic crises in2008-2009 covered practically all countries
of the world and no state could protect itself against it.

All countries to some extend suffer from global problems of human
development: worsening of ecological situation, global warming, uneven and
uncontrolled increasing of population in some countries and its catastrophically
decreasing in others, illegal migration, human traffic, drug addiction,
contraband, unevenness of social-economic development of states, periodical
global financial-economic crises, lack of food and drinking water, armaments
drive and proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, namely nuclear one,
spread of religious extremism, terrorism and international crime.

Ukraine as part of globalized world faces the whole spectrum of the
abovementioned global problems. To overcome them and risks humanity
combines its efforts and recourses. At the same time globalization implies for
Ukraine both positive and negative sides. The advantages include fast spread
of information technologies, enhanced opportunities for search of partners in
the world, and not among the nearest neighbours, free movement of Ukrainian
citizens in the world, the opportunity to get education and job abroad. Among
the disadvantages of globalization are intensification of economic, political
and cultural dependence from super states, gradual loss of national-cultural
identification and uniqueness, and even national independence at the expense
of voluntary delegation of some sate functions to such international alliances as
UNO, European Community, CIS.

As for the main vector of civilization development of our country, it must
be eurointegration without doubts. And not only because the geographical
centre of the European continent, according to some calculations, is located near
town Rakhiv of Zakarpaska oblast. And not because of the fact that Ukraine has
ancient historical, economic, political and cultural connections with European
nations and earlier championed European civilization influence at Moskovia. In
current pragmatic world everything is determined by calculations, which show,
that the total GDP of eU countries, as has been mentioned above, is 16,1 trillion
dollars a year, and the number of population is 400 million people, and at the
same time the similar indicators of Customs Union states (Russia, Kazakhstan,
and Belarus) is only 3 trillion dollars and nearly 180 million people. By the
way, the membership of Kazakhstan in Customs Union and OACS doesn’t
prevent this state from formation of the main international directions in such
succession: European Union — Russia — China.
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Currently, politicians connect the future of Ukraine with its movement in
certain direction — Europe or Eurasia. But Ukraine has to come back to itself and
activate huge potential powers, not only economic, but sociocultural, spiritual
forces of Ukrainian nation, without which even considerable economic growth is
not able to provide automatically political stability and consolidation in society,
entering of Ukraine the international scene as strategically influential player.
So far as particularly today foreign policy orientation is the most controversial
aspect in relationships between the East and the West of Ukraine, in our opinion,
just concentration on the problem of «building Europe in Ukraine» can become
the idea that will favour the consolidation of Ukrainian community from Lviv
to Lugansk, and from Chernihiv to Sevastopol, and respectively strengthening
of Ukrainian positions on the international scene.
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PROBLEMS OF AN INTEGRATION OF UKRAINE
IN THE WORLD COMMUNITY

Ukraine as the young sovereign state has no sufficient experience of
adjustment of economic relations with the world countries. This results from
the fact that it had no opportunity to gain such experience in structure of the
USSR.

World economic relations are necessary for Ukraine quicker to overcome
deep crisis, for stable and fast development of productive forces and a raising
on this basis of a standard of living of the population.

Ukraine takes the first steps on a way to entry into the world economy. It
is promoted by creation of a certain legal base, adoption of the relevant laws.

For Ukraine today’s within the world economy such questions are
important as the organization is export — import operations, the practical
of currency regulation, stimulation and protection of foreign investments,
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problems and prospects of development of free economic zones, the
organization of activity of the international commodity markets and many
others questions which do imperfect a control system of foreign economic
activity of our country.

In the past Ukraine had, economic relations with 123 countries of the
world, but the main decisions on their development were made in Moscow.
The same concerned foreign economic activity about 1400 enterprises of
Ukraine.

Objectively the reason preventing now to occurrence of Ukraine as the
full partner in the world economy, low competitiveness of its production in
the world markets is. Besides, even those goods on which there is a demand in
foreign markets do not conform to the international standards.

What reasons lead to it?

First, rupture of economic communications with the countries of the
former USSR. Thereof Ukraine lost many sales markets, many enterprises
stopped due to the lack of components. Moreover, Russia substantially lost
interest to make in our country of devices, cars, etc. Because of significant
increase in power consumption, and consequently, and costs and production
prices. Therefore, even those products in which Russia is interested cannot be
realized in its market, as they are more expensive than foreign analogs for 30-
50%.

Secondly, prevalence in export of Ukraine fuel — raw groups. Its share in
1994 exceeded 72%, and together with consumer goods made more than 90%.

Thirdly, in export a low share of cars, the equipment, objects of intellectual
property (patents, licenses). According to data of the ministry of statistics of
Ukraine, in 1993 only 0,5% of total of the made new types of cars and the
equipment on the technical characteristics were competitive.

Fourthly, an insignificant share in export of goods, which made according
to contracts on the international specialization and production cooperation.

Fifthly, the share of barter operations considerably increases. If in 1992,
it made about 13%, at the end of 1994 — more than 80%. High level of a barter
of foreign trade is caused by removal of restrictions. That barter trade extends
even on those goods which are highly liquid former is characteristic also were
implemented mainly for currency, have crucial importance for obtaining the
currency income of the state. The share of such production in barter trade in
1995 made about 75%.

The considerable part of those baskets, which earn the enterprises —
exporters, settles in banks of foreign countries. So, in 2008 when exporting
production abroad on 3,2 bln. dollars. In treasury, only 165 million arrived. In
2009 in Ukraine 20% of currency revenue returned only.

Here it is possible to include and lack of system regulation of the external
economic relations, conceptually wrong approaches to the principles of
currency control, subjective approaches to the principles of currency control
and an all-economic crisis to Ukraine led to considerable reduction of volume
of the external economic turn, catastrophic decrease in efficiency of export,
destruction of the state currency fund, emergence the massive of abuses and
corruption.
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The Ukrainian producers need to pass more widely to creation of the
branches and the mixed societies abroad as to effective and developed forms
of the international economic communication. It allows to bypass many
restrictions and barriers on a way of export of the Ukrainian production to
member countries of the CIS, to the European Union, East — the European
states. Distribution of a national treatment on foreign investments into Ukraine
at the same time needs to be supported with stimulation of inflow of resources
from abroad to certain regions of the country, broad involvement of foreign
investors in process of privatization and stabilization of a legal framework of
activity of investors. At the same time, it will allow to legalize export of shadow
economy reaches, by some estimates, 30 — 40% of export volume that officially
is registered.

In general, a problem of attraction of foreign investments into Ukraine
actual today, it should be considered closer that all understood for a long time
their need, but the corresponding legal base was not created yet.

So, need of active integration of Ukraine in the world community defines
special importance of formation of its foreign economic relations with the
world countries among which one of leading places belongs to the foreign trade
communications.

The most effective and effective strategy of integration of Ukraine in the
world economy is a combination of restructuring of economy to its orientation
to the active growth of export and differentiation of its capital. It can be reached
by the general improvement of investment climate and attraction of investments
into the relevant branches, creation of the mechanism of stimulation of export
and formation of viable competitive export productions.

THE UKRAINE CRISIS

Events have moved rapidly in Ukraine over the last few days, but the
uncertainty about the country’s political and economic future remains.

There are also still doubts about who, if anyone, will provide the financial
assistance Ukraine needs to avoid a default on its foreign debt.

But the changing political situation has been followed by tentative signs
that Europe, the United States and the International Monetary Fund may be
willing to provide financial assistance.

The European Union Commissioner for Economic Affairs, Olli Rehn, has
said that substantial aid could be on the agenda. US Treasury Secretary Jacob
Lew said the best approach would involve «international support through the
IMF and bilateral support».[1]
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Amid the rapidly changing situation in Ukraine, the finance ministry has
said that $35bn (£21bn) will be needed over the next two years.

Many economists believe Ukraine is heading for financial collapse, with
almost a quarter of its estimated $73bn due for repayment over the next 18
months.

It had been relying on Russia to buy some of its debt, but those bond
purchases have been shelved amid tension between the neighbours. [2]

Senior economist from IHS Global Insight Lilit Gevorgyan told BBC
World that Ukraine was in desperate need of financing: «It doesn’t look
good for Ukraine unless they manage to get that foreign currency as soon as
possible.» [3]

The mantra in official Washington is that this crisis is not a zero sum
game — Russia doesn’t have to see itself as the loser in a power struggle.

The trouble is it does, it will, and that, sadly, ensures more problems in
the future.

Ukraine, seen by some as the birthplace of Russian Orthodoxy, has been
pulled between East and West for centuries: First subsumed into Europe, then
buried beneath Russia, occasionally emerging as an independent nation in
charge of its own direction and destiny.

This is what those bullets and Molotov cocktails are all about. Ukrainian-
born Ariel Cohen of the Heritage Foundation told me this is a battle for an
important country’s European future.

«It is a big country, 15% larger than France,» he said. «It produces, inter-
continental ballistic missiles, space launchers, some of the largest transport
aircraft, bigger than jumbo jets. It has highly educated workers and probably
the best agricultural land in Europe. «It could be on a par with the economies
of France and Germany eventually, but clearly it is corrupt, mismanaged and
underdeveloped today.» [5]

Ukraine has a large potential consumer market, an educated workforce,
a significant industrial base and good natural resources, in particular rich
farmland.

The European Union’s top foreign policy official, Catherine Ashton,
urged Ukraine’s new government to work out a reform program so that the
West could consider financial aid to the country’s battered economy. [6]

DESCRIBING COMPARATIVE ADVANTAGE THROUGH
PRODUCTION POSSIBILITY CURVE

The theory of Comparative advantage states that each country has to be
specialized in production of such commodities, in production of which this
particular country has comparative advantage. It is the ability of a party to
produce a particular good or service at a lower marginal and opportunity cost
over another.

The idea of comparative advantage has been first mentioned in Adam
Smith’s Book The Wealth of Nations: «...If a foreign country can supply us
with a commodity cheaper than we ourselves can make it, better buy it of
them with some part of the produce of our own industry, employed in a way
in which we have some advantage.» But the law of comparative advantages
itself has been formulated by David Ricardo in 1817. He investigated in
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detail advantages and alternative or relative opportunity in his book »On
the Principles of Political Economy and Taxation» in an example involving
England and Portugal.

To understand Ricardo’s argument, we must have a firm grasp of the
notions of production possibilities and opportunity cost.

If there is no increase in productive resources, increasing production of
a first good entails decreasing production of a second, because resources must
be transferred to the first and away from the second. Points along the curve
describe the trade-off between the goods. The sacrifice in the production of
the second good is called the opportunity cost (because increasing production
of the first good entails losing the opportunity to produce some amount of the
second). Opportunity cost is measured in the number of units of the second
good forgone for one or more units of the first good.

Opportunity cost usually varies depending on the start and end point. Let
us take as an example a country «Z» which produces only two goods: guns and
butter. In the diagram above, producing 10 more packets of butter, at a low
level of butter production, costs the opportunity of 5 guns (as with a movement
from A to B). At point C, the economy is already close to its maximum potential
butter output. To produce 10 more packets of butter, 50 guns must be sacrificed
(as with a movement from C to D). The ratio of opportunity costs is determined
by the marginal rate of transformation.

Ricardo’s argument is essentially a demonstration that remaining in a
state of autarky or isolation from the rest of the world will lead to production
at a point inside the world PPF; and that each country will experience a shift
outward of its post-trade PPF similar to the shift that goes along with technical
progress.

Given two countries, Austria is more productive in both goods than
Bulgaria, we have to show that failure to trade leads to inefficiency, and trade
leads to mutual gains.

The numbers are of course arbitrary, but they do show that Bulgaria is
less productive in both goods: One Austrian worker produces 6 units of good
X (say machinery) while a Bulgarian worker produces only 1/2 unit. One
Austrian worker produces 4 units of good Y (say wheat), while a Bulgarian
worker produces only 2 units. Austria has an absolute advantage in both goods,
since absolute advantage always goes to the country with the higher labor
productivity (Fig. 1).

Along lines of comparative advantage, Bulgaria will therefore specialize
in good Y (wheat) and Austria in good X (machinery). Specializing along
lines of comparative advantage will lead to greater productive efficiency. The
demonstration is a simple matter of graphing the world production possibilities.
One possibility is that both countries produce X only; another possibility is
that both countries produce Y only. The outcomes here are calculated to give
us the intercept points on the graph; neither is likely to be actually chosen.
The row labeled «Specialize» shows the results of both A and B devoting
all their resources to the good in which they have a comparative advantage.
Austria would produce 300 units of X and Bulgaria would produce 400 units
of Y.
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Fig. 1. Translation of comparative advantage into PPF

The last row, labeled «Autarky» shows that this would lead to a world total
of 200 units of X and 300 units of Y -- that is, less Y and less X than could have
been obtained by specialization.

Both Austria and Bulgaria therefore gain from trade, just as if both countries
had discovered a more efficient production process. In a very real sense, they
have production not directly by applying labor to raw materials, but indirectly
by exchanging the good in which they have a comparative advantage for a good
that they do not themselves produce so efficiently.

FORMS OF INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION
OF UKRAINE

Necessity of native technical and technological modernization of
industrial and agricultural production of Ukraine, on higher world standards
with the purpose of providing of competitiveness of domestic products requires
the maximally effective use of present scientific and technical and economic
potentials of country, wide development of international cooperation, in the
area of science, education and production. Productive forces of Ukraine are
characterized large enough potential possibilities, however on their modern
state a socio-economic crisis influences to a great extent, that it is presently
experienced by Ukraine.

In modern terms international cooperation of Ukraine takes place in such
basic forms:

 scientific and technical cooperation;

» mutually beneficial international trade (foreign trade);

+ allotting credit and loans, including gratuitous;

+ creation of joint ventures;

+ specialization and cooperation of production;

+ trading in technologies, or specialization, is on the production of
complete equipment;

 the general participating of the interested countries is in development
of rich natural resources;

» foreign investments as major form of stimulation of development of
economy of country;

e international tourism;

* cultural copulas are between the countries of the world.

International economic connection (for every concrete country they
come forward as external) carry out in form international trade, international
specialization and co-operation, investment of capitals, exchange labour force,
scientific and technical information, services.

Intense development of inter-economic relations on the international
level in the context of world economic globalization activates scientific
researches which are to define the priority trends of Ukrainian foreign
economic policy and the place of the country in the global economy.
Integration into the European structures will break new grounds for effective
cooperation between the EU members and Ukraine. Broader opportunities
are implied for capital flows and movement of qualified labor force, as
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well as other cooperation areas which can have a positive effect on all the
partners. As far as the European integration prospects are concerned, it
will be expedient to dwell upon the issue of international cooperation. The
major forms of cooperation under present conditions include foreign trade,
international investment activity, and finance and credit partnership. But
in addition to the named forms of cooperation, there is, in fact, yet another
realized — international cooperation. It is corroborated by the practice of
foreign economic relations, including that with Germany.

Nevertheless, we find both theoretical developments and practical
measures of cooperation rather scarce. First of all, the connotation of this term
itself is rather contradictory; therefore, the cooperation [including the one
among the subjects on the international level] is generally viewed as production
cooperation. Even the Law of Ukraine «About Foreign Economic Activity»
interprets it as purely micro-level production cooperation.

Underestimation of this form of international cooperation can
produce undesirable results, including, firsz, limited search for scientifically
substantiated directions of Ukraine’s role intensification in new trade and
investment segments of the globalized area and, second, disuse of opportunities
provided by state support to subjects of entrepreneurial activity in the area of
international cooperation.

In our opinion, encouraging the development of effective cooperation
on the international level by employing the instruments of foreign trade,
investment, finance and credit interaction could become the practical filling of
the mechanism for open economy functioning in Ukraine.

SCIENCE AS A FACTOR OF ECONOMIC GROWTH

Analysis of the conditions affecting economic growth rate shows that an
increase in social production is inextricably linked with the use of the results
of scientific research and higher level of general education and vocational
training. According to a study of the famous American economist E. Denison,
economic growth of the U.S. economy and the economy of Western Europe in
the postwar period for 10-32% was determined by using the results of scientific
research in various fields of engineering and technology, for 2-15 percent —
by improved education. Many modern scholars emphasize the special role of
knowledge in economic development of industrialized countries.

Knowledge begins to play a special economic role in a country’s
development when the economy is saturated with means of production and
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is characterized with high capital-labour ratio. Scientists and highly qualified
staff are becoming a major source of economic and technological progress, an
important factor of production.

In the major capitalist economies expenditures for research are now
comparable to the capital expenditures, and sometimes surpass them.

This not only allows to save on material costs of production, but also use
the forces of nature, including previously unknown resources (new forms of
energy and raw materials). Historical experience shows that the acceleration
of scientific and technical progress was primarily due to the accelerating
pace of development and accumulation of scientific knowledge. It is known
that today half of all available information has been collected over the last 15
years. Doubling the number of scientific and educational publications occurs on
average every 14 years.

Many Western economists advocate the thesis of greater economic
efficiency of spending on education as compared to investments in production.
The well-known American economist E. Hansen contended that $ 100 invested
in the development of education provided higher productivity growth than $
100 invested in industrial buildings, structures, machinery and equipment.

With the amount of scientific research the U.S. outpace the rest of capitalist
countries, which underpins «technology gap» between Western Europe and the
U.S., Japan and the U.S.

Nevertheless, the question arises: if the major capitalist countries spend
so impressive funds for R&D, how, through which channels are these costs
repaid?

First, intense and well-organized R&D allows these economies to quickly
update the range of products.

Secondly, massive spending on research significantly saves social costs
due to a sharp reduction of period of mass use of inventions.

Third, R&D expenditures are intended to raise the technical and
organizational level of production which determines the competitive position
of individual firms in the domestic market and entire countries in the world
market. Therefore, today firms and even countries struggle for scientific and
technical progress. This is a new area of competition, which will be of utmost
importance in near future.

In modern capitalist economies a leading role is inexorably played by the
one who creates a new product, new technology and develops them quickly
in mass production. Today, the creation and rapid adoption of technological
innovations are decisive factors in competition and economic policy of private
companies and states. Continuous and large-scale process of innovation has
been the main result of scientific and technical progress and scientific and
technical revolution.

Today the efficiency of production is increasingly determined by the
conformity of products with constantly changing customer demand, flexibility
of production, share of new products in total output, competitiveness,
technological and organizational level of production. Innovation, the emergence
of fundamentally new products and technologies which breathe life into new
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industries and sub-sectors in the system of social production are especially
prized.

The new economic role of science in the modern world is stipulated by
the new economic role of education, both professional and general. Significant
improvement of the scientific and technical level of production in recent years
and increased competition underpin requirements for higher level workforce
skills. These needs of current production are satisfied by system of education,
the expenditures on which have increased significantly in recent years.

With the development of education, the quality of the workforce
also increases which is reflected in the higher quality of products, more
complex works performed per unit of time and enhanced value added. At this
conjuncture price and cost of labour increase. Facts show that the price for
one labour unit (one hour) normally increases faster than the price for one
unit of equipment. As a result, the reproduction of labor force begins to play
an increasingly important role in the economy. Therefore, consumer demand
appears to be a major factor in the development of modern mature market
economy and determines the whole social production.

GERMANY - THE EUROPEAN «BIG BROTHER»

Germany, having past all stages of the European integration has evidently
been the European regional, economic and socio-political power house in
recent years and has invariably been committed to the unity and stability of
the economic atmosphere of the EU. This has been demonstrated through their
efforts made in curbing the high level of unemployment in the PIGS (Portugal
Ireland Greece and Spain) countries, giving financial support through the EU
bailout plans and also through the commitment of the German chancellors that
essentially helped establish the signing of the Treaties of Nice and Lisbon.
Germany have over the years campaigned for the development of a single
market system of trade, with the use a normalized system of laws that is
acceptable in all member states within the European union and most especially
Within the Schengen region.

The Germans in all ramifications crave for a Europe that is capable
of acting in transparency and legitimacy, with a distinguished European
Parliamentary system, and plainly outlined areas of its responsibility. Ironically
speaking, Germany by no fault of hers is considered poor in natural resources
and procures 41 percent of its natural gas, 34 percent of its oil and 21 percent
of its coal from Russia but still boast of one of the most stable economies in
the world and as luck may have it and by the reason of their country’s gross
domestic product, the Germans account for 20 percent of the EU budget.

Ever since the early 90s Germany- Ukraine foreign relations have been
strengthened through economic, political and bilateral diplomatic ties. These
relations carry strategic relevance that is undeniably beneficial to both countries.
Germany has been one of the most important trade and investment allies of
Ukraine. The major products of German exports are machinery, vehicles,
chemicals and electrical products. The major products of Ukrainian exports
are textiles, clothing, metals, alloys, hardware and chemicals. Many German
companies have offices in Ukraine.

As circumstance requires, in 2005, the former German Federal Chancellor
Schroder and President Yushchenko inaugurated a German- Ukrainian High
Level Group on Economy (High Level Group) to promote the development
of bilateral economic relations. This group consist of representatives from
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various ministries and department with the aim of exchanging information on
all aspects of economic relations. It provides assistance to specific projects and
furthermore seeks solutions to pressing economic challenges.

Germany has deliberately supported Ukraine’s efforts to establish a
comprehensive and stable state on the platform of the rule of law according to
the European standards. In so doing, Germany has continually stated its concern
about the political irregularities especially the criminal cases levelled against
former Ukrainian Prime Minister Y. Timoshenko and other high-ranking
officials of her political portfolio. The EU and other human rights organizations
await the demonstration of the government commitment to democracy and
the rule of law, so as to curb the cancerous effect of corruption in its political
verandas.

The invisible hand of Germany is equally observable in the prevailing
Ukrainian unrest which has remarkably heated the polity between Ukraine,
Russian and the west, leading to the rise in sporadic violent activities in
different regions. Germany in its own sovereignty, believes it is in a better
position than other Western countries to deal with Russia and has launched a
series of diplomacy toward Kiev and Moscow.

If Germany desires to remain as an amalgamating influence in the
European Union, it has to retain what has been fundamental to both Germany
and the other nations in the Union over the years: that unique combination
of national and international elements in governmental decision-making.
Striving to build a relationship with Russia, with respect to Ukraine’s European
aspirations and desire to live independently from Russia. Germany, in its
capacity must build an array of joint international ventures and institutions that
anchor not only Russia within the Euro-Atlantic region, but nations such as
Belarus and Ukraine as well. This unification of European heavy weights will
invariably determine the destiny of the European Union.

PRODUCT LIFE CYCLE AND INTERNATIONAL PRODUCT LIFE
CYCLE ECONOMIC AND MARKETINGPERSPECTIVES

The international product life cycle is a theoretical model describing
how an industry evolves over time and across national borders. This theory
also charts the development of a company’s marketing program when
competing on both domestic and foreign fronts. International product life
cycle concepts combine economic principles, such as market development
and economies of scale, with product life cycle marketing and other standard
business models.

The four primary elements of the international product life cycle theory
are: the structure of the demand for the product, manufacturing, international
competition and marketing strategy, and the marketing strategy of the company
thatinvented or innovated the product. These elements are categorized depending
on the product’s stage in the traditional product life cycle. Introduction, growth,
maturity, and decline are the stages of the basic product life cycle.

During the introduction stage, the product is new and not completely
understood by most consumers. Customers that do understand the product
may be willing to pay a higher price for a cutting-edge good or service.
Production is dependent on skilled laborers producing in short runs with rapidly
changing manufacturing methods. The innovator markets mostly domestically,
occasionally branching out to sell the product to consumers in other developed
countries.

The international product life cycle consists of three stages:new product,
maturing product and standardized product.
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New products are manufactured, produced and consumed in the
developed (inventing) countries. Then, other high-income countries import
it. Production spreads to other advanced countries. The standardized product
begins to be produced out of advanced countries into low-wage nation.
Advanced countries import it from the low ‘wage countries and Next
generation product invented in the advanced countries.

The product life cycle paradigm helps businesses make decisions based on
a shared archive of industry knowledge and strategy. By structuring the product
development process, it can be analyzed over the course of time to identify
patterns. The results of business decisions made during life cycle stages can be
quantified and compared to decisions made by competitors.

There are many advantages of the product life cycle structure. Under
this approach, products are viewed as going through four stages: introduction,
growth, maturity and decline. By breaking product development into four
components, decisions made to impact each component are more easily
tracked and evaluated. Since the product life cycle approach is a standard
methodology throughout industry, companies can benefit from watching
competitors make decisions that affect their own products within a common
analytical framework.

Business managers are always striving to make better decisions for the
present and the future. Other advantages of the product life cycle include the
knowledge of what to expect and the ability of managers to plan for the future.
Managers do not have to develop the product in a vacuum, wondering what
will happen over the course of time. A declining market share does not have to
catch them unawares. By planning around the concept of the product life cycle,
managers can control the future trajectory of a product.

Other important advantages of the product life cycle stem from the
common context of an analytical approach to business operations. The ability
to study how other companies have controlled their product cycles can enable
managers to implement strategies to change the course of development or
prolong a product’s profitability. For example, a company that studies the
decisions made by market leaders might find a way to apply a new innovation
to an existing product to prolong the maturity stage or resist product decline.
There are numerous strategies that have been tested by businesses over the
course of time and can be applicable to another company’s operations simply
because there is an analysis structure that standardizes the process.

Internally, some of the advantages of the product life cycle paradigm go
to staff management and accountability. With a component structure in place,
it is easier to assign staff to specific product development stages, identify
staff that have talent in certain areas and evaluate performance based on goals
and objectives that are tied to a stage, rather than the product generally. For
example, there may be staff members who are particularly adept at new product
launches or others who excel at innovative brainstorming for product add-ons
to prolong the maturity stage.

By integrating the life cycle perspective in overall management and
bringing product and process development in a more sustainable direction, the
organization can harvest the benefits of environmental, occupational health
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and safety, risk and quality management, as well as developing and applying
cleaner process and product options. Incorporating life cycle and sustainability
management will improve image and brand value for both world market players
as well as smaller suppliers’ andproducers.

Governmental initiatives will not only secure and strengthen the position
of the industrial and service sectors in regional and global markets, but also
ensure overall environmental benefits to society (balanced with economic
and social aspects). By engaging in supportive programs and initiatives
and implementing life-cycle approaches, governments can show global
responsibility and governance by sharing and disseminating sustainability
options worldwide.

Life cycle approaches will help point consumption in a more sustainable
direction by offering better information for purchasing, transport systems,
energy sources, to guide consumers. It offers a platform for multi-stakeholder
dialogue and public involvement with industries and governments, going
from local agenda to national and international strategies for sustainable
development.

THE IMPACT OF GAS AGREEMENT BETWEEN UKRAINE
AND GERMANY

Nowadays, the topic of gas resource is highly important for all the
countries, especially for Ukraine, that is using Russian gas for a long time.
It was always extremely difficult to arrange, what price for gas should be set
for Ukraine, because of Russian pipes to Europe are located at the territory of
Ukraine. Consequently, our country had a low discount and was able to buy gas
a bit cheaper than European countries. However, having tensions with Russia,
Ukraine was not satisfied with settled price, deciding to purchase gas from
Germany. At the moment, Ukraine decided almost abandon Russian gas, prefer
cheaper one from Germany.

First, our country announced about reducing purchases of Russian gas at
57,9% or 13,9 billion cubic meters during period of January-may in the year
2012. Compared with declining to 10,1 billion cubic meters in 2011. Thus, in
May the purchase of Russian gas decreased from 3 billion cubic meters up to
1,5 billion cubic meters comparing to May 2011. Recall that during the second
quarter of 2012, «Naftogaz» buys gas from Russia at $ 425 per thousand cubic
meters.

Thus, since beginning of November 2012 Ukraine started to import gas
from Germany through Poland by the agreement with the company RWE
Supply & Trading GmbH (Germany). Buying gas in such a way, deals to
Ukraine in $100 for 1000 cubic meters cheaper, then Russian gas.
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According to the State Statistics Service, the average price of imported
to Ukraine gas in January 2014: the Russian natural gas bought at the border
amounted to 408.6 dollars per 1,000 cubic meters, from Germany — 390 dollars
per 1,000 cubic meters. It was changed in February in such way: the price of gas
from Russia amounted to 426.2 dollars per 1000 cubic meters, from Germany —
390 dollars per 1,000 cubic meters. Finally in March, the price of gas from
Russia amounted to 452.6 dollars per 1,000 cubic meters, from Germany — 390
dollars per 1,000 cubic meters. Thus, the difference between buying gas from
Russia and Germany is 62,6 dollars per 1,000 cubic meters.

Ukraine already signed a preliminary framework agreement with RWE in
2012 making gas deliveries possible. RWE has so far committed to delivering
10 billion cubic meters of gas per year to Ukraine with the aims of filling the
country’s reservoirs for next winter.

Although Germany draws around 35% of its natural gas from Russia,
RWE receives its natural gas supply from the Netherlands and Norway.
Currently, Ukraine receives more than half of all its natural gas reserves from
Russia.

To conclude, it can be seen that it is not beneficial for Ukraine to import
gas from Russia itself and the tendency to buy gas directly from Russia
becomes lower. That may result to complete reduce of import gas in this way,
establishing business relations with Germany and political crisis with Russia.

FORMS OF INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC INTEGRATION

Free trade area is a type of trade bloc, a designated group of countries
that have agreed to eliminate tariffs, quotas and preferences on most (if not all)
goods and services traded between them. It can be considered the second stage
of economic integration. Countries choose this kind of economic integration
form if their economical structures are complementary. If they are competitive,
they are more likely to choose customs union. Free trade zone between the
U.S., Canada and Mexico; European Free Trade Association (EFTA).

A customs union goes further than a Free Trade Area and requires its
members to implement a common external tariff on imports from outside the
Union, whereby the aim is to facilitate goods to move freely throughout the
union.

The customs union offers improved access to the countries of the European
Union. The free circulation of industrial goods and processed agricultural
products is guaranteed, there are no more customs duties, and quantitative
restrictions such as quotas are prohibited. (Central American Common Market;
Community and Common Market Caribbean; Andean Group (Bolivia, Chile,
Colombia, Ecuador, etc.).

European Economic Community (EEC), association designed to integrate
the economies of Europe. Official name of the Common Market.

The main aim of the EEC, as stated in its preamble, was to «preserve
peace and liberty and to lay the foundations of an ever closer union among
the peoples of Europe». Calling for balanced economic growth, this was
to be accomplished through: the establishment of a customs union with a
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common external tariff; common policies for agriculture, transport and trade;
enlargement of the EEC to the rest of Europe.

EurAsian Economic Community (EurAsEC) is an international
economic organization of the Member States aimed to form common external
customs borders, to develop common external economic policy, tariffs, prices
etc., and other functioning parts of a common market, adapted from European
Community, WTO, and other international norms.

EurAsEC is created in compliance with UN principles and international
legal principles. EurAsEC is an Observer in the UN General Assembly.

The Member States are: Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Russia,
Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan. The Agreement to create EurAsEC was signed
on October 10th, 2000 by the leaders of five of these countries. Uzbekistan
joined to EurAsEC in 2005. Moldavia, Ukraine and Armenia are Observers of
EurAsEC.

A political union is a larger and consolidated group of nations or states
that share a joint government that is internationally acknowledged. The most
common types of political union include an incorporating union or annexation,
a federal union or annexation, or mixed unions that have features of both federal
and incorporating styles. Also called a state union or a legislative union.

TRADE AND RESOURCES: THE HECKSCHER-OHLIN MODEL

The main factor influencing production of goods, as A. Smith and D.
Ricardo considered is work. They adhered to the labor theory of cost. With

the advent of various versions of the theory of factors of production which
allocates three major factors — work, the earth and the capital, followers
of classical political economy (so-called neoclassics) started explaining
international trade through the theory of factors of production. In the XX
century the greatest contribution to the theory of international trade was
made by the Swedish scientists Eli Heckscher and his pupil Bertil Olin. They
created the theory of international trade which later received the name of the
Hecksher-Olin theorem.

According to this theorem, each country exports those goods for which
production it has relative surplus of factors of production, and imports those
goods for which production she tests a relative lack of factors. Hecksher-Olin’s
theory includes some provisions which concern features of functioning of
factors of production. First it allows gradual reduction of size of limit usefulness
of each additional expense of a factor of production. We will tell if the number
of workers who grow up sugar beet grows by 10%, the output will increase on
smaller sizes. Than as much workers we have as less increasing productivity of
work we will get.

D. Ricardo, unlike Hecksher and Olin, proceeded from a constant of limit
usefulness of each additional expense of a factor of production. There are also
his followers who consider that in some cases, and first of all in the conditions
of mass production, limit usefulness of each of additional expenses of a factor
of production increase.

Secondly, Heksher-Olin’s theorem assumes identical structure of the
consumption, identical tastes and the population habits, identical working
conditions of producers, invariable tariffs, transport and others expanses.

Hecksher-Olin’s concept the known American economist Paul Samuel
developed. He established that mutual trade alignment not only results from
relative goods prices, but also to alignment of the absolute and relative prices of
homogeneous factors of production. In homogeneity of the capital understand
the capital which is characterized by the identical productivity and risk, and
under homogeneity of work understand work, it is characterized by identical
level of preparation, education and efficiency.

As the concept of alignment of the prices of factors of production is based
on Hecksher-Olin’s theorem so far as in economic literature it call Hecksher-
Olin- Samuel theorem.

The theorem of Hecksher-Olin-Samuel has a certain limitation as has
especially abstract character, based on assumptions that both goods are made in
both countries that technologies in both countries are identical that there is an
absolute mobility of factors of production and goods. Therefore it repeatedly
was exposed to empirical checks on the basis of statistical data and useful to
different countries, goods and factors of production.

So, the known American economist (of the Russian origin) Vasily
Leontyev did such calculations twice and came to a conclusion twice that the
theory of a ratio of factors of production of Hecksher-Olin isn’t confirmed as
the labour saturated countries export capital-intensive production and import
labor-consuming production. In literature this conclusion received the name
«Leontyev’s paradox».
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This model certainly has disadvantages as well and it isn’t exact. But
it is the most widespread theory which explains development of international
trade. Heksher Olin’s theory was checked in many countries and passed a set of
statistical tests. Heksher Olin’s theory successfully explains many regularities
of international trade.

However, we should not forget that this apathy, or rather inactivity, of
most people was connected to the fact that those in Ukrainian society who
sympathize with Europe basically accepted the growing deterioration of life
in Ukraine hoping that, after signing the Association Agreement, the President
and the Government would be obliged to reform the state according to European
standards. [1]

President Yanukovich’s decision to abandon economic talks with the
European Union gave the people a reason to mobilize, but the police brutality
and anti-protest laws that followed initiated the revolution. [2]

One of the main problems of Ukraine is weak economic policy. Over
the last three years, President Yanukovych repeatedly refused any attempts to
restrain deterioration of the economic situation. The Ukrainian government
keeps an artificially overstated exchange rate of the national currency, which
leads to a significant deficit. Ukraine’s economy also suffers from the decline
of exchange reserves, excessive exchange control, and high interest rates that
make both foreign and domestic investment almost impossible. Additionaly,
Ukraine has almost no access to international financial markets. The general
budgeted deficit makes up 8% of the GDP, which is predicted to decrease by
1.5% this year, while the industrial production has already decreased by 5.4%.

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SPECYFIKA POLSKIEGO BEZROBOCIA

Najnowsze dane statystyczne mowia o gwaltownym przyroscie
bezrobocia w Polsce i jego postgpujacym zrdznicowaniu terytorialnym. W
ciagu ostatnich 3 lat wzrosto ono z 10,4% do prawie 17,1%. Oznacza to,
ze bez pracy pozostaje 2,8 miliona Polakéw. W niektérych regionach
kraju jedna trzecia mieszkancéw w wieku produkcyjnym pozostaje bez
zatrudnienia. Troska napawa fakt, ze w najblizszym czasie do rzeszy tej
dotaczy ponadmilionowa rzesza absolwentow, mtodych ludzi wchodzacych
w samodzielne zycie. Dla nich problem bezrobocia jest szczegolnie bolesny,
gdy po zdobyciu przygotowania przez odpowiednia formacje kulturalna,
techniczna i zawodowa nie moga znalez¢ zatrudnienia. Marnotrawiony zostaje
ich entuzjazm, szczera wola pracy i gotowo$¢ podjecia odpowiedzialnosci
za rozw0j indywidualny i spoteczny.Prawie 3 miliony pozostajacych bez
pracy bezrobotnych oznacza pauperyzacje duzych kregow spoteczenstwa,
utrate bezpieczenstwa socjalnego, bezradnos$¢, poczucie beznadziejnosci i
bezsensu, niespetnienia i ,,bycia niepotrzebnymy». Stanowi zagrozenie pokoju
spolecznego i mtodej demokracji. Zaledwie 23% pozostajacych bez statego
zatrudnienia ma przy tym prawo do zasitku. Pozostali, tzn. dtugotrwale
bezrobotni zyja z pomocy socjalnej. Zyja ze $wiadomoscia, Ze z miesiaca na
miesigc malejq ich szanse ponownego zatrudnienia.

Bezrobocie nie zna granic. W bezpiecznym, jak si¢ wydawalo do
niedawna — bo uprzemystowionym — wojewddztwie slqsklm W cmgu
ostatnich dwoch lat liczba bezrobotnych wzrosta o 75% 1 powigksza si¢ w
zastraszajacym tempie, o 10 tys. kazdego miesiaca. Niemal przez caly rok
2000 wskaznik dynamiki bezrobocia w wojewddztwie Slaskim byt wyzszy od
$redniej krajowej wielkos$ci tego miernika. Oznacza to, ze liczba bezrobotnych
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w naszym wojewodztwie rosta szybciej niz w skali calego kraju. Nierowne jest
takze roztozenie bezrobocia. Stopa bezrobocia zawiera si¢ od 5% w Katowicach
do ponad 26% w Zorach. Wigkszo$¢ z bezrobotnych to kobiety (57,9%).
Niepokojace jest, ze ma ono tendencje wzrostowa we wszystkich powiatach.
Spada jedynie w Jastrzgbiu, i to glownie na skutek migracji. Nasileniu ulega
proces bezrobocia dtugotrwatego. Co trzeci bezrobotny (39,1%) pozostaje bez
pracy dtuzej niz 12 miesigcy. Wérdd nich prawie potowa to kobiety poszukujace
pracy. Ponad potowa bezrobotnych (56,9%) nie ukonczyta 35 lat. Za suchymi
liczbami kryja si¢ indywidualne i rodzinne dramaty.

Nalezy takze zwroci¢ uwagg na to, ze dane statystyczne, wskazniki
bezrobocia nie obrazuja bynajmniej catego rozmiaru zagadnienia. Obok
bezrobocia jawnego, ujgtego w statystykach i obejmujacego jedynie
bezrobotnych zarejestrowanych, istnieje zawsze wezszy lub szerszy, a niekiedy
nawet bardzo szeroki margines bezrobocia utajonego. W naszym na przyktad
kraju w okresie migdzywojennym liczba bezrobotnych niezarejestrowanych
w rolnictwie byla zapewne wigksza, anizeli liczba zarejestrowanych, a
powodowata te same skutki spoteczno-moralne a nawet spoteczno-polityczne.

Nie mniej znaczaca forma bezrobocia utajonego jest pozorne
zatrudnienie, ktorego zakres jest rowniez trudny do ustalenia. Idzie tu
o zjawisko polegajace na tym,ze zwlaszcza w administracji zatrudnia
si¢ znacznie wigeej ludzi, anizeli wymaga tego dobra organizacja pracy
oraz bardziej zaawansowany postep techniczny. Powoduje to niemale
szkody ekonomiczne i spoteczno-moralne, cho¢ na pozér to nieracjonalne
zatrudnienie wydaje si¢ korzystne, bo wchlania bezrobocie, a nawet niekiedy
stwarza pewien rzekomy niedobor rak do pracy. Z ekonomicznego punktu
widzenia pozorne zatrudnienie jest oczywistym marnotrawstwem sity
roboczej 1 hamulcem postepu technicznego; naturalng konsekwencja jest niska
wydajnos¢ pracy, a nawet jej spadek, powodowany nadmiarem biurokracji
oraz spadkiem morale pracownikow, ktorzy przestaja szanowac swoja prace,
lekcewaza ja, spychaja na innych itp. Musi temu towarzyszy¢ obnizka plac
realnych, ktora w wyniku swojego rodzaju sprzgzenia zwrotnego oddziatuje
na stosunek pracownikéw do pracy, spadek ich kwalifikacji i niewtasciwe ich
wykorzystanie. Wszystkie te zjawiska stanowia splot wzajemnie powiazanych
zalezno$ci, ktorego rozsuptanie staje si¢ w pewnym momencie bardzo trudne.
Interwencje administracyjne w postaci systemu nakazow i zakazow staja
si¢ w takim uktadzie mato skuteczne; jedynym ich niezawodnym skutkiem
jest dalsze poszerzanie administracji, czyli pozornego, bo ekonomicznie
niecuzasadnionego zatrudnienia.

Stopa bezrobocia w styczniu wyniosta 14,0 proc. wobec 13,4 proc. w
grudniu — wynika z danych ministerstwa pracy przekazanych PAP.W styczniu
2013 r. Bezrobocie wzrosto o 0,8 pkt.proc.

Perspektywy dla lutego sa lepsze niz byty dla stycznia. Spodziewamy
sig, ze ten wzrost bgdzie nizszy niz obserwowany w styczniu. Napewno
bezro bocienie wzrosnie o 0,6 pkt. proc., jaktobylo w przypadkustycznia. Ze
nadalrealnejest, aby nakoniec 2014 roku stopa bezrobocia byla nizsza niz
13,0 proc. Wzrost stopy bezrobocia rejestrowanego o 0,6 pkt. proc. w styczni
unlebyl duzym zaskoczeniem.

DEVELOPING COUNTRIES AND WORLD TRADE:
PERFORMANCE AND PROSPECTS

The world economists and organizations classify countries by level of
economy development. As usually there are three types of countries: developed,
developing and countries of third world. In this essay I would concentrate at the
second type of countries, at the developing countries.

According to definition of Princeton University e-library developing
country is a term generally used to describe a nation with a low level of material
well-being (not to be confused with third world countries). Since no single
definition of the term developed country is recognized internationally, the
levels of development may vary widely within so-called developing countries.
Some developing countries have high average standards of living.

There are some arguments for the importance of manufacturing for
growth.

First, there is an empirical correlation between the degree of
industrialisation and per capita income in developing countries.

Second, productivity is higher in the manufacturing sector than in the
agricultural sector.

Third, a further aspect of the structural change bonus argument focuses
on the dynamics of sectors.

Fourth, the transfer of resources from manufacturing to services provides
astructural change burden in the form of Baumol’s disease.

Fifth, compared to agriculture, the argument runs that the manufacturing
sector offers special opportunities for capital accumulation.
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Six, the manufacturing sector offers special opportunities for economies
of scale, which are less available in agriculture or services.

Seven, the manufacturing sector offers special opportunities for
both embodied and disembodied technological progress (Cornwall, 1977).

Eight, linkage and spillover effects are stronger for manufacturing than
for agriculture or mining.

Finally, as per capita incomes rise, the share of agricultural expenditure in
total expenditure declines and the share of expenditure on manufactured goods
increases (Engel’s law).

Trends in economic growth depended on the well-known domestic
factors, including the accumulation of capital, improving workforce skills and
the use of technological advances. In the mid-90s about 60-70% increase in per
capita GDP in developing countries, reflecting the increase in capital, provided
10-20% improvement in education and investment in human development, 10-
30% is associated with improvements in technology. Also, it can be argued that
these indicators as at 2013 only increased.

Increased productivity allows relative impact on output growth in most
developing countries. The differences in the dynamics of the factors promote
wide fluctuations in production growth among regions and individual countries.

Transition of world economy to the new techno-economic model of
development associated with the widespread use of electronic technology and
computer science, poses new problems both to individual countries and to
developing countries in general. Achievement of the current level of production
confronts them not only the task of transferring their entire economy on the
machinery, but also simultaneously developing it into a self-sustaining
industrial, scientific and technical basis.

Some large countries by scientific potential occupy a special place in the
world. Thus, India by numbers of scientific personnel, the absolute scale of
investment in science on a broad range in the 80 years ahead of many middle-
income countries. The structure of R & D in it comes close to matching the
structure of industrialized countries of the West. At the same time, the relative
performance of R & D in India is discarded by the least developed countries.

The combination of increased competition among developing countries
to attract foreign direct investment as locations for labour-intensive processes,
crowded markets for labour-intensive manufactures, weak growth and
protectionist inclinations in the advanced industrial countries can mean that
what might be good for an individual exporter might not be good for all
exporters. Increased participation in world trade is conventionally seen as the
single most important key to rapid economic growth and development. The
analysis undertaken by the UNCTAD’s economists has revealed that, while
developing country exports have grown faster than the world average, and
include a lot of manufactured goods, the developed countries have actually
increased their share in world manufacturing value added over this period. At
the same time, developing countries’ share in world manufacturing value added
over this period has lagged considerably behind their share in world exports of
manufactures. It means that the key challenge confronting developing countries
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today is not more trade liberalization on their part, but improving the terms of
their participation in trade and increasing the still limited and unstable benefits
they derive from it.

BEZROBOCIE JAKO PROBLEM SPOLECZNY

Bezrobocie ma swoj nie dajacy sig¢ zlekcewazy¢ wymiar ekonomiczno-
spoteczny. Ludzie, ktorzy nie pracuja, nie powigkszaja dochodu narodowego, a
zabezpieczenia socjalne, jakie trzeba im zagwarantowac¢ (nie tylko ze wzglgdu
na wymogi sprawiedliwo$ci, ale po prostu w trosce o pokoj spoteczny),
nieuchronnie obciazaja budzet. Kazdy 1 % wzrostu bezrobocia to powigkszenie
deficytu budzetowego. Juz choc¢by ta niepokojaca, czysto ekonomiczna
przeciez zalezno$¢ powinna uswiadamia¢ nam wszystkim, ze bezrobocie nie
jest wytacznie problemem tych, ktorych bezposrednio dotkneto — posrednio
dotyka ono kazdego z nas, jutro za§ moze si¢ sta¢ osobistym doswiadczeniem
kazdego.

Masowe bezrobocie prowadzi do dualizacji czy nawet antagonizacji
spoteczenstwa. Grupie, ktora materialne podstawe swej egzystencji zawdzigcza
wilasnym kwalifikacjom i wysitkowi, przeciwstawia sig inna, ktorej uzytecznosé
gospodarcza zostaje sprowadzona do mozliwosci konsumpcji, grupa nie
doswiadczajaca dobrodziejstw wzrostu ekonomicznego, niesamodzielna,
catkowicie zalezna od réznych form opieki spotecznej. Jest to oczywiscie
sytuacja konfliktogenna. Do tych dwoch grup mozna tez dodaé trzecia — na razie
nieliczna, lecz rosnaca z dnia na dzien i wylaniajaca si¢ wlasnie z ogromnej
rzeszy bezrobotnych. Ta trzecia grupa to bezdomni, ludzie, ktdrzy — utraciwszy
pracg — z czasem utracili tez prawa do jakiejkolwiek opieki spoteczne;.

Trzeba tu zda¢ sobie sprawg z faktu, ze dualizacja wydaje si¢
nierozerwalnie zwiazana z dominujacym w spoteczenstwach modelem postgpu
ekonomicznego, ktéry eliminuje prac¢ niewykwalifikowana. Dlatego nowym
obliczem tego spotecznego podziatu staje si¢ wykluczenie, odlaczenie od
dokonujacych si¢ przemian technologicznych i profesjonalnych, degradacja
kulturowa. W ten sposob juz nie tylko bezrobocie staje si¢ zrodlem ubodstwa;
zaleznos¢ okazuje si¢ dwustronna i réwniez ubdstwo zaczyna generowac
bezrobocie. Zyjace w niedostatku materialnym i wykluczone z aktywno$ci
gospodarczej grupy spoteczne utrwalaja bedacy ich udzialem model
egzystencji. Ksztaltuje si¢ spirala ngdzy: bezrobotni nie potrafia rozbudzi¢ w
swych dzieciach aspiracji kulturowych i spotecznych, nie sa w stanie zapewnic
im odpowiedniego wyksztalcenia, wyposazy¢ na przysztos¢, przekazaé etosu
pracy. Bezrobotne dzieci bezrobotnych bgda mialy jeszcze mniejsze niz ich

rodzice szans¢ na aktywne wiaczenie si¢ w zycie gospodarcze, lecz takze
mniejsze skrupuly w korzystaniu z opieki spolecznej i silniejsze postawy
roszczeniowe. Nawet gdyby spoteczenstwu obce byly wartoSci moralne i
nieegoistyczne pobudki dziatania, to trzeba przyznaé, ze w swoim wlasnym
interesie powinno ono zabiegac o przerwanie owej spirali nedzy; spoteczenstwo
i jego instytucje polityczne, ekonomiczne oraz kulturowe nie przetrwaja, jesli
stopa bezrobocia bgdzie wzrastac.

II Synod Plenarny wylicza niektore ze skutkow takiego stanu rzeczy:

,Orupy najslabsze, szczegolnie osoby o niskim wyksztatceniu,
pracownicy Panstwowych Gospodarstw Rolnych i spétdzielni produkeyjnych,
rolnicy gospodarujacy na niewielkich skrawkach mato wydajnej ziemi oraz
mieszkancy matych miast okazali si¢ bezradni wobec przeksztatcen spoteczno—
gospodarczych. Nawet jesli sytuacja robotnikéw jest nieco lepsza, to i w tej
grupie dokonato si¢ rozwarstwienie na pracownikow przedsigbiorstw ,,z
przysztoscia» oraz tych, ktérzy drza przed utrata, badz juz utracili prace.

Wysoka stopa podatkdw podnosi proég optacalnosci dziatalnosci
gospodarczej, hamujac dynamiczny rozwdj przedsigbiorczosci prywatnej, a
w konsekwencji ogranlcza]qc wzrost zatrudnienia i ptac. Nadmierny fiskalizm
panstwa Wywokuje umacnianie tzw. szarej strefy w gospodarce, anechqca do
inwestowania i oszczedzania, powoduje odplyw kapitatu za granice i wplywa
negatywnie na kondycjg materlalna rodzin i calego spoieczenstwa

Powstaja nowe formy zr6znicowania spolecznego i nowe obszary biedy.
Wystepuja one zarowno w srodowiskach wiejskich, jak i w miastach.

Pod wzgledem bezrobocia Polska znalazta si¢ na jednym z czotowych
miejsc w Europie. Proces tworzenia nowych miejsc pracy zdecydowanie nie
nadaza za redukowaniem starych — w niektérych regionach co czwarty dorosty
Polak pozostaje bez pracy. Szczegodlnie niepokojace jest bezrobocie wsrod
milodziezy.

Okoto dwoch milionow ludzi zyje w warunkach skrajnego ubodstwa.
Ponad milion 0s6b w Polsce nie posiada wlasnego mieszkania. Brak mieszkan
dotyka szczegdlnie osoby mtode, pragnace zatozy¢ wtasng rodzing.

Poteguje si¢ zjawisko ,,wykluczenia spotecznego», czyli gwattownego
powigkszania przedzialu migdzy tymi, ktorzy korzystaja z dokonujacych sig
przemian, a tymi, ktérych przemiany te niszcza. Coraz wigksza liczba ludzi
najubozszych zyje w poczuciu ogromnej niesprawiedliwosci. Ich gorycz jest
tym wigksza, ze na skutek ,,wymieszania dobrego i ztego» gldéwni winowajcy
nieszczg$¢ spotecznych stali si¢ beneficjentami w wolnej Polsce. Sytuacja ta
grozi utratg identyfikacji sporej czgsci Polakow z panstwem polskim.

W  Polsce systematycznie spada przyrost naturalny. Jest to
spowodowane nie tylko zmniejszajacym si¢ wskaznikiem urodzen, ale takze
wzrastajaca nadumieralnoscia, zwlaszcza mezczyzn w mtodszych grupach
wiekowych. Liczba urodzen osiagneta pod koniec lat dziewigédziesiatych
poziom najnizszy z notowanych po II wojnie $wiatowej. Nie sposob nie
taczy¢ tego zjawiska z niezmiernie trudna sytuacja ekonomiczng rodzin i
brakiem prorodzinnej polityki panstwa. Obnizajace si¢ wskazniki urodzen
nie zapewniaja juz reprodukcji biologicznej i zapowiadaja starzenia si¢
spoteczenstwa.
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Wysokie wskazniki nadumieralnos$ci sa rezultatem ztej kondycji
zdrowotnej Polakow, a ta z kolei jest nastgpstwem niekorzystnych warunkéw
ekologicznych, ztej organizacji pracy, stosowania szkodliwych dla zdrowia
technologii, a takze stres6w spowodowanych niedostatkami zycia codziennego.
Duza liczba zgonow w miodszych grupach wiekowych powoduje migdzy
innymi powigkszenie si¢ liczby rodzin niepelnych. Pociaga to za soba nasilenie
probleméw socjalnych i wychowawczych.

Od rodzicow, w por()wnaniu z osobami bezdzietnymi iqda si¢ wigkszych
wyrzeczen ekonomlcznych p0z10m zyc:1a rodzmy z dwojgiem i wigksza liczba
dzieci jest znacznie nizszy niz poziom zycia 0sob bezdzietnych. Rodzice sa
czgsto krzywdzeni na rynku pracy.

W ostatnich latach intensywniej zmienia si¢ mentalno$¢ Polakow.
Rehgljnosc wydaje si¢ mie¢ niewielki wptyw na ksztattowanie zasad i modeli
zycia spoleczno-gospodarczego. Powaznym problemem jest ostabienie etosu
pracy. Rodzaca si¢ konkurencja i dazno$¢ do sukcesu gospodarczego powoduja
nieraz, ze Srodowisko pracy staje si¢ coraz bardziej brutalne. Bezkrytyczne
przejmowanie obcych wzorcow kultury powoduje rosnacy konsumizm i
utylitaryzm zyciowy».

Bezrobocie stato si¢ u nas prawdziwa klgska spoteczng mlqdzy 1nnym1
dlatego, ze spo%eczenstwo zostatlo nagle skonfrontowane z nieznanymi
dawniej problemami i po okresie panstwa nadopiekunczego jest zupetnie
nieprzygotowane do rozwiazania tego problemu. Wielu, zyjac z zasitku wpada
w apatig biernie oczekujac odgornego rozwiazania problemu. Trudno sig dziwic,
skoro przez lata przyzwyczajano spoteczenstwo hasltem, iz zagwarantowanie
miejsc jest wytacznie obowiazkiem panstwa.

Ten nowy problem spoteczny ma niewatpliwie wielorakie oblicza.
Trudna sytuacja na rynku pracy negatywnie rzutuje na stosunki pracy.
Pracownicy szantazowani grozba zwolnienia zmuszani bywaja do akceptacji
niegodziwych warunkéow pracy, wyrazaja zgod¢ na niesprawiedliwe
wynagrodzenie, brak zabezpieczen socjalnych, fatszowanie danych
dotyczacych zarobkdw, by obnizy¢ koszty ubezpieczen socjalnych.

Jesli bezrobocie dotyka wielkoprzemystowej klasy robotniczej musi mu
towarzyszy¢ poczucie niesprawiedliwosci spotecznej. Wiasnie stoczniowcy,
gbrnicy, hutnicy czuja si¢ dzi§ najbardziej sfrustrowani. Przeciez cale lata
wmawiano im petnienie przodujacej roli i sity w narodzie. Oni tez zainicjowali
przewro6t solidarno$ciowy podziwiany przez caly $wiat, a w stanie wojennym
cierpieli przesladowania dla sprawiedliwo$ci. Dzi§ znalezli si¢ bardzo czgsto
na marginesie zycia spolecznego. Cigzka praca w stoczni, kopalni czy hucie
stata si¢ mato potrzebna i ekonomicznie mniej warto§ciowa. Okazalo si¢ nagle,
ze przy gospodarce wolnorynkowej przemyst cigzki jest przestarzaly, wymaga
ogromnych naktadow inwestycyjnych i gruntownej restrukturyzacji.

W ciagu ostatnich 10 lat bezrobocie w Polsce stato si¢ przedmiotem
licznych badan naukowych. Na rynku wydawniczym dost¢pne sa monograficzne
opracowania w tym przedmiocie. Wynika z nich, ze przyczyna bezrobocia sa
nie tylko transformacje ustrojowe. Bezrobocie zalezy takze od cech osobowych
czlowieka. Prowadzone w 1980 r. badania w USA (Adelajda) wykazaty, ze
osoby, ktore dotkngto bezrobocie juz w szkole roznily si¢ pod pewnymi
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wzgledami od 0so6b, ktore po ukonczeniu szkoty znalazty zatrudnienie. Osoby,
ktére pozostaly bez pracy, juz w szkole nizej ocenialy swoje kompetencje,
wykazywaty wigcej stresow i depresji, miaty wyzsze wskazniki zewngtrznego
poczucia kontroli, byly mniej pewne tego, ze znajda prace, a przez nauczycieli
byty oceniane jako majace mniejsze mozliwosci. Mozna wigc stwierdzi¢, ze
wsrod wielu czynnikow istnieja i te, predyspozycje psychologiczne do ,,bycia
bezrobotnymy. Niska samoocena, mata aktywnos¢, apatia, sktonno$¢ do
depres;ji stanowia czynnik zwigkszonego ryzyka utraty pracy.

Wszystkie te czynniki powoduja zrzucanie winy za obecny stan rzecz, na
sprawujacych wiladzg, na innych ludzi, takze na Boga i Ko$ciot.

Nie mniej wazne i jeszcze bardziej niebezpieczne niz ekonomiczne,
spoteczne czy psychologiczne sa moralne skutki tego stanu rzeczy.

Praca w administracji lub na tzw. tanich stanowiskach pracy nie daje
satysfakcji pracownikom zdolnym, o dobrym przygotowaniu fachowym i
powoduje szybka degradacj¢ ich kwalifikacji. Nie stawia ona przed nimi
zadnych wymagan, jest znacznie ponizej ich mozliwosci, a nawet ich aktualnej
wiedzy zawodowej i nie tylko nie daje im $wiadomosci rozwoju, ale faktycznie
cofa ich w stosunku do wspotczesnosci. Jezeli dodamy, Ze jest ona nisko
wynagradzana, to staje si¢ zrozumiale, ze pracownik taki, zwlaszcza mtody,
dochodzi do wniosku, iz zamknigto przed nim perspektywy rozwojowe. Nie
ceni wigc swojej pracy, tatwo ja porzuca, a przynajmniej wykonuje ja zle,
bo ulega zniechgceniu. Poniewaz nie stawia mu si¢ wysokich wymagan, nie
jest w stanie sam sobie ich postawi¢ i czuje si¢ pokrzywdzony. Praca taka nie
osiaga ani tego celu, jakim jest rozwdj pracownika, ani nie przyczynia si¢ do
postepu spotecznego i gospodarczego. Z drugiej strony nie jest w stanie, takze
ze wzgledow ekonomicznych, na podnoszenie swoich kwalifikacji, a wielu
pracodawcow stawia nierealne warunki uzyskania zatrudnienia.

Na czym polegaja procesy degradacji spotecznej oséb, ktore traca
zatrudnienie? Jak ksztattuje si¢ sfera szeroko rozumianego ubostwa?

Najczestsza reakcja jest rosnace poczucie braku wartosci, z ktorym
laczy si¢ zwykle swiadomos¢, ze oto z dnia na dzien przestato si¢ odgrywac
jakakolwiek produktywna rol¢ w spoteczenstwie. Wewngtrzny dramat
bezrobotnych to permanentna konfrontacja z obojetnym spoteczenstwem,
ktore co dnia méwi im: ,,Nie potrzebujemy waszego talentu. Nie potrzebujemy
waszej inicjatywy. Nie potrzebujemy was».

Frustracj¢ poglebia poczucie winy wobec najblizszych i pewien rodzaj
wstydu, ze oto nie okazalem si¢ dos¢ fachowy, dos$¢ utalentowany, dos¢
»konkurencyjny», by 6w nowoczesny i ze wszech miar atrakcyjny s$wiat
gospodarki rynkowej, znany gltownie z telewizyjnych reklam, okazal sig
moim $wiatem. Bezrobotny, ktory ,,wypada z gry» w procesw przeobrazen
strukturalnych obejmujacych cala gospodarke spoleczna i jego wlasne
przedsigbiorstwo, nieuchronnie postrzega siebie jako zywy anachronizm,
przezytek nie z tej epoki. Jego stosunek do ksztaltujacego si¢ w Polsce
rynku moze mie¢ wszelkie cechy ,,zawiedzionej milosci», ktdra zmienia si¢
w nienawis¢, gdy si¢ odkrywa (urojona badz rzeczywista) nieprzekraczalna
przepas¢ migdzy soba a przedmiotem marzen.
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Masowe bezrobocie jest glgboka rysa w lansowanym przez media
obrazie szczg$liwych spoteczenstw. To rzeczywistos¢ ,,czwartego §wiatay,
o ktorym pisal Jan Pawet II w encyklice Sollicitudo rei socialis, przestrzen
spotecznego wykluczenia i zaktocenia normalnych relacji. W szczegodlnosci
odnosi sig to do bezrobocia dtugoterminowego, tzn. gdy kto$ traci pracg na
rok badz dwa lata (jest to za§ wzrastajacy procent wsrod bezrobotnych).
Wielu ludzi odczuwa woéwczas brak zainteresowania swoja osoba, ma
poczucie odrzucenia przez spoteczenstwo, dyskryminacji. Prowadzi to do
ksztaltowania si¢ postaw zamknigcia w sobie, nieuzasadnionego wstydu,
wrogosci i1 gniewu. Ci, ktorzy przez dtuzszy czas nie mieli zadnej pracy, staja
si¢ niezdolni do tego, by ponownie ja podjaé, zatracajq nie tylko nadziejg, ale
i dotychczasowe aspiracje. Wielu z nich staje si¢ odbiorcami haset ideologii
konfliktu spotecznego.

Przedtuzajace si¢ bezrobocie jest zatem zrodlem niepewnosci, frustracji,
braku odpowiedzialnosci i zaufania do spoteczenstwa oraz siebie samego.
W ten sposob zaprzepaszczone zostaja mozliwosci osobistego rozwoju
jednostek, ale i catych spoteczenstw. Ginie entuzjazm, umitowanie dobra,
upowszechniajg si¢ symptomy spotecznej frustracji — kryzysy rodzinne,
alkoholizm, przestgpczos$¢ i narkomania.

GLOBALIZATION OF THE MODERN WORLD

Even a casual observer of world financial markets will have noticed that
localized events often have much wider global ramifications. The collapse of
the US subprime mortgage market produced a ‘credit crunch’ that forced some
of the world’s largest financial institutions to write down billions of dollars and
eject their chief executives. News earlier this year that a patient with contagious
tuberculosis infection was out on international travel caused worldwide scare.
The health and economic fates of many, thus, depend on the ebbs and flows
of modern globalization. One in which wealth can be created and destroyed
in seconds, and in which ideas, information and products can be quickly and
cheaply disseminated to the furthest corners of the earth, and an uncontrolled,
contagious pathogen can wreak worldwide havoc. In this sense, we are all
bound together by globalization, a much talked-about but little understood
phenomenon that has polarized opinion from Davos to Dhaka.

With the collapse of the USSR, the ideological fault line lies along
globalisation, broadly dividing the Left and the Right. The division is not
unreasonable as modern globalization involves rapid expansion of capitalism —
and its problems. But an economic- and business-based explanation of
the phenomenon is like accepting a blind man’s description of the elephant
as a leathery column with big toes. As I have argued in Bound Together:
How Traders, Preachers, Adventurers and Warriors Shaped Globalization,
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globalization is best understood in its long historical context. The first steps
involved Homo sapiens leaving Africa and acquiring different shapes over
many millennia. Ever since they developed different lifestyles and cultures, an
enduring historical trend has been the desire to connect with each other. That
process has accelerated, and created an interdependent world in which we take
for granted our global tastes in music, film and even food.

While drinking Indian tea or Colombian coffee, one never considers that
only a few hundred years ago there was no tea or coffee in either country.
Kiwi fruit grew in China, not New Zealand. Before Portuguese and Spanish
traders introduced Mexican chilli pepper (called chile in Aztec) to Asia, there
was no hot curry or sizzling Sichuan dish. Imagine a time when Ireland and
Russia had no potatoes, Italian pasta had no tomato sauce, and Cuba, no
sugar. Not only food and beverages, but spices and condiments, and also the
most common products — from paper to paperclips, guns to porcelain — owe
their spread to globalisation. It took hundreds of years before Chinese paper-
making technology reached the West or India. Now globalisation delivers the
latest model of iPod to any part of the world within days. A curse of early
globalisation — bubonic plague — took 80 years to spread in Europe; in 2003, the
SARS virus, transported by passengers on jet planes, reached three continents
in as many days.

Although the motivations behind the transfers are essentially the same,
the rapid transportation of goods, services, information and culture has created
a new dynamic. Instant communication means that all socio-political and
economic impacts of interconnections are in plain view of the world’s public,
including the poor and marginalized. When thousands of Indian weavers, once
champion exporters, were displaced by the Industrial Revolution, few knew,
or cared, about their plight. Today, the decision of multinationals to lay off
workers in the US and hire thousands in India hit the internet instantaneously
and provoke outcries.

Another driver of globalisation has been migration. War, famine and
the search for a better life have led thousands to leave their homes. Earlier,
they faced many obstacles, but not high barbed-wire fences and border guards.
Still, the process continues. Emigrants remit billions of dollars home, closely
tying their economies to the world. On the other hand, the presence of large
unassimilated minorities in the West also provokes xenophobic sentiments.

This column, to be published fortnightly, will explore the many
facets of globalisation manifest in different aspects of life. By showing the
interconnections of the forces of globalisation, the column hopes to help
understand them, and point to the dangers and opportunities they bring.
Whether we like it or not, humanity is bound together by invisible threads of
connections born of the aspirations, desires, fears and ambition of billions of
people. Despite our differences, we are fated to sink or swim together.

GLOBALIZATION’S EFFECTS ON DEVELOPING WORLD
AGRICULTURE SYSTEMS

It is no secret that modern, industrial agriculture is based on a global
infrastructure. Globalization has changed agriculture almost everywhere that
food is bought, sold, grown, and produced, but its effects on local agricultural
systems in the developing world have been staggering. It has drastically affected
the environments, economies, and cultures of these nations in ways that are
already clear but will no doubt become even clearer as time passes.

One effect of globalization on the environments of developing nations
is the loss of native flora and fauna due to the conversion of wild lands to
farmland and pasture for industrial agriculture. El Salvador, for instance, was
covered in dense wood forests that stretched for miles in the early twentieth
century. This changed, however, when commercial coffee producers moved
in and pushed small subsistence farmers off their lands, forcing them to clear
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the forests to farm. The forests of El Salvador don’t exist any longer (Faber
1993b:85). El Salvador’s coffee processing plants release boron, chloride, and
arsenic into the environment there. Toxic chemicals, according to a USAID
report, build up «in soil, livestock, human and ecological food chain and urban
waste disposal» (Faber 1993a:53).

Globalization affects the economies of developing nations profoundly.
Laborers in these countries are hardly ever paid a living wage, making the
purchase of those necessities, not to mention food and shelter, difficult or
impossible. Contract farming, wherein smallholders produce for private
corporations, is used often in the developing world, and it certainly doesn’t
help the position of the small growers. The private corporations usually «loan»
the necessary capital to the growers, which is then subtracted from the payment
they receive for the end product when it is sold back to the corporations. In the
Dominican Republic, the prices for tomatoes are set by the government and the
corporations, often at harvest time. This means that sometimes, a grower will
get nothing for the tomatoes he grows. He may even end up in debt.

The globalization of the agriculture system and the previously noted
ecological and economic changes have led to cultural changes in the
third world. The rise of contract farming in the Dominican Republic has
led to a rise in nontraditional farming, which is supplanting traditional
farming. Thousands of peasant homes have gone into contracts with private
corporations, which changes the entire cultural dynamic of families and
population centers. In Malawi, where a majority of the citizens are farmers,
many of them farm tobacco. Sixty percent of Malawians live below the
poverty line. Gender roles are changing due to globalization, as well. In
some places, such as Central America, division of labor by gender has
changed. Whereas the women used to produce on the minifundio, or small
farm, along with raising children, they now also might have to work as
seasonal wage laborers (Faber 1993a:74).

The changes in their countries are driving many citizens to other places,
creating an «implosion of the third world into the first.» The number of
Hispanics in the United States grew by 70 percent in the 1980s, and ethnic
peoples are 50 percent of Los Angeles’ population (Alvarez 1994:256). In
the West Indies and elsewhere, those who leave become circular immigrants;
they leave their homes to make money then return successful and wealthy. In
the West Indies, traditional export crops such as arrowroot, coconut, cotton,
indigo, spices, sugar, and tobacco were grown for centuries. However, due to
lowering prices on the European market in the nineteenth century, the sugar
economy began to falter. This enabled smallholders to begin reducing their
dependency on the plantocracy and grow other crops (Andreatta 1998:416).

Though globalization isn’t inherently bad, it’s proven to be a problem
for third world agriculture and the ecologies, economies, and cultures of third
world nations. It has caused deforestation in Central America. It has forced
small farmers off of their lands and into debt. It has put power in the hands
of large corporations and corrupt governments and kept it from the citizenry.
When looking at the future of the global economy, we must keep these things
in mind.
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ECONOMIC CRISIS IN EUROPEAN UNION

The main problem of the modern European space, which directly affects
the situation in Ukraine, is the worsening of financial and economic situation
in the EU. After the long freeze a slow thaw is under way for the European
economy. Across the 28-strong European Union, GDP stagnated in 2013 (after
falling by 0.5% in 2012) and may expand by 1.4% in 2014,

According to new forecasts from the European Commission the situation
in countries of EU is the next: as was the case in 2013, growth in 2014 will be
strongest (4.1%) in Latvia, which joined the euro area on January 1st. Indeed
the three Baltic states—including Lithuania outside the euro zone and Estonia
within it-will be the three fastest-growing countries in the EU. But the main
impetus behind the euro area’s recovery will be a combination of German
growth of 1.7% together with a modest return to growth in Italy and Spain, the
region’s third and fourth biggest economies. Outside the euro zone, Sweden
and Britain are expected to do well in 2014, with growth of 2.8% and 2.2%
respectively.

2014’s worst performers will both be in the euro area, where GDP will
continue to fall in two countries. Cyprus’s woes will continue, with a further
contraction, of 3.9%. And Slovenia’s GDP will slip again, by 1%. Still, this
marks a big improvement on 2013 when GDP was expected to have fallen in
eight countries in the euro zone and ten in the EU.

The recovery will bring little joy for the jobless. Unemployment in the
euro zone is expected to stay at 12.2% in 2014. In the EU as a whole it will dip
only slightly, from 11.1% 2013 to 11.0% in 2014.

Experts say that Ukraine has a lot of problems because of entering the
European Union. And as usual there is the main problem. It is the political
turmoil is rooted in the country’s strategic economic position. It is an important
conduit between Russia and major European markets, as well as a significant
exporter of grain. Now, the government is in need of an economic rescue --
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and torn between whether Russia or the Western economies (including the
European Union) is the savior it needs.

Here are the next reasons the world’s largest economies are watching
what happens in Ukraine:

1. European and world trade could be impacted: The impact could be
felt beyond Europe if the world’s supply of grain is impacted. Ukraine is one
of the world’s top exporters of corn and wheat, and prices could rise even on
concern those exports could halt. And the current political uprising was fueled
by the government’s handling of a trade agreement that would have brought
Ukraine closer to the European Union. The government cut off negotiations in
November amid pressure from Russia, which offered discounts on natural gas
if Ukraine signed a pact with Moscow’s Customs Union.

2. Gas and oil prices have risen amid fears the Ukraine crisis could have
a damaging effect on one of Europe’s main energy supply routes.

Russia is Europe’s biggest supplier of natural gas, but the continent has
been weaning itself off dependence on its neighbor for the last decade. It now
imports less than 30% of its natural gas from Russia, compared with 45% in
2003, according to European Union statistics. Europe is also less reliant on the
Ukraine link, with improved gas infrastructure now meaning supplies could
go via alternative routes in the event of disruption. The Nord Stream pipeline,
which goes through the Baltic Sea to Germany or another route to Germany
via Belarus and Poland, are two options. Russian state gas producer, Gazprom,
also plans to build another sub-sea pipeline — the South Stream — to bypass
Ukraine by 2016.There are also doubts that Russia could afford to disrupt or
cut part of its gas supply to Europe, which is worth almost $100m (£60m) a
day. Analysts estimate it accounts for about 3% of Russian economic output.
Russia’s economy registered disappointing growth of 1.3% last year, and its
central bank has lowered its own forecasts, anticipating growth of below 2%
until at least 2016.

Concerns about one of Europe’s key gas supply routes have had a knock-
on effect on other commodities, especially oil, as demand for alternative fuels
increased.

The benchmark oil price, Brent Crude, rose to a peak of $112.10 per barrel
in early trading, its highest since 30 December. Its rise is also due to concerns
about oil supplies from Russia, one of the world’s largest oil producers, as
well as the impact of any disruption in the gas market. Meanwhile, on the gas
markets, UK prices for next-month delivery climbed as much as 10%, with
German and Dutch prices rising by a similar amount, according to ICE Futures
Europe exchange. The unrest in Ukraine also sent the Russian rouble to a record
low against the US dollar, prompting Russia’s central bank to raise its key
lending rate by 1.5%. As a result, the main index of Russian stocks, MICEX,
dropped by 11%, with Gazprom shares slumping by 13%.

After that I can say that if Ukraine becomes a one of the countries of EU,
it will be fueled tension with Russia. Russia — quite large sales market of the
Ukrainian goods. In case of the anti-Russian provocations it will be able to dare
to pass without economic losses to purchases Argentina «oil» and the Turkish
tomato paste. Russia will be able to dare to cancel by then a preferential mode
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for the Ukrainian workers. The Far East way of export of energy carriers which
will reduce dependence of Russia on the Ukrainian pipe ducts will take effect.
Expected rapprochement with Belarus even more will sate the Russian market
with agricultural products. Having lost the Russian market, Ukraine won’t get
the European.

UKRAINE PROBLEMS OF INTEGRATION
INTO THE WORLD COMMUNITY

One of the most important stages in foreign trade activity is Ukraine’s EU
integration policy.

Ukraine is interested in the realization of the idea of partial membership
in the EU countries of Central and Eastern Europe, which would include
primarily foreign policy and security. European choice of Ukraine is natural
and completely logical.

European integration — is the main direction of development of the
continent, which will determine how the situation in most of Europe in the third
millennium, and its place in the world. European integration and EU membership
is a strategic goal of Ukraine, because it is the best way of safeguarding the
national interests, the construction of economically developed and democratic
nation, strengthening the position in the global system of international relations.
For Ukraine, European integration — a way to modernize the economy,
technological catching, attracting foreign investment and new technologies,
create new jobs and increase competitiveness of domestic producers’ access
to global markets, especially the EU market. The main political gain consistent
European integration is to strengthen the stability of the democratic political
system and its institutions, modernization of the legal framework and to ensure
transparency in national legislation, to deepen the culture of democracy and
respect for human rights.

The development of trade and economic relations between Ukraine and
the EU hinder the unresolved issues related to the access mode of Ukrainian
exporters to the EU market. Unresolved problems of harmonization of standards
and procedures for certifying Ukraine and the EU are among the most important
obstacle to the clustering of industrial enterprises in Ukraine and Europe.

In order for Ukraine to become an equal member of the international
economic relations, it is necessary to implement measures to improve the
competitiveness of domestic enterprises in the global market. Implementation
of this task objectively requires comprehensive research and determine the
extent of the analysis and development for the improvement of the mechanism
of state support for Ukrainian companies and ensure their competitiveness in
the global market. However, the inadequacy of existing methods for assessing
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commodity and geographical structure of exports reduces the effectiveness of
the measures of foreign policy.

For a full integration of Ukraine into the European and global political
and economic environment is necessary, first, to build a democratic civil-law
state, which provided political, social and spiritual interests and rights of all
its members on the basis of possible and achievable in the present conditions
of wealth. The existence of Ukraine as a sovereign state requires reliable
protection of its interests, self-assured and progressive development in a
supportive environment.

European integration corresponds to the vital interests of the Ukrainian
people. It is a determining factor of the international activities of Ukraine and
its domestic politics for the long term, strengthen security and positive impact
on Ukraine’s relations with all countries of the world, first of all — neighbors.
The steady implementation of the course of integration into the European
Union will provide a guarantee of the rule of law, democracy, human rights,
development of civil society in Ukraine, a socially oriented market economy.

I think Ukraine is time to do an audit of their controversial achievements
of the last period and find the best way to improve their competitive capacity
and ability to be a full-fledged subject of international relations. The basis for
the success of European integration efforts could be no haste, and prudence, not
the pursuit of formal results, and taking into account the totality of the actual
circumstances and trends.

GLOBALIZATION OF THE WORLD ECONOMY:
POTENTIAL BENEFITS AND COSTS FOR UKRAINE

Globalization is a powerful real aspect of the new world system, and it
represents one of the most influential forces in determining the future course
of the planet. It has manifold dimensions: economic, political, security,
environmental, health, social, cultural, and others. The focus here is on the
concept of «globalization» as applied to the world economy. The term was
coined in the 1980s, but the concept is an old one that has different interpretations
to different people. Partly as a result of these different interpretations, there are
very different reactions to «globalization,» with some policymakers, scholars,
and activists seeing it as a force for advancing the world economy while others,
again all three, seeing it as a serious danger to the world economic system.

Globalization has involved greater openness in the international economy,
an integration of markets on a worldwide basis, and a movement toward a
borderless world, all of which have led to increases in global flows. There are
several sources of globalization over the last several decades. Technological
advances that have significantly lowered the costs of transportation and
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communication and dramatically lowered the costs of data processing and
information storage and retrieval comprise one such source. The latter stems
from developments over the last few decades in electronics, especially the
microchip and computer revolutions. Electronic mail, the Internet, and the
World Wide Web are some of the manifestations of this new technology,
where today’s $2,000 laptop computer is many times more powerful than a $10
million mainframe computer of twenty-five years ago.

A second source of globalization is trade liberalization and other forms
of economic liberalization that have led to reductions in trade protection and
to a more liberal world trading system. This process began in the last century,
but the two World Wars and the Great Depression interrupted it. Some
economists and historians have suggested that globalization is little more than a
return to the world economy of the late nineteenth century and early twentieth
century. At that time, borders were relatively open and there were substantial
international capital flows and migrations of people when the major nations of
Europe depended critically on international trade as part of the colonial system.

A third source of globalization is comprised of changes in institutions,
where organizations have a wider reach, due, in part, to technological changes
and to the more wide-ranging horizons of their managers, empowered by
advances in communications. Thus, corporations that were mainly focused on
local markets have extended their range in terms of markets and production
facilities to a national, multinational, international or even global reach.These
changes in industrial structure have led to increases in the power, profits and
productivity of those firms that can choose among many nations for their
sources of materials, production facilities and markets, quickly adjusting to
changing market conditions.

In its economic history, Ukraine has evolved first from an agricultural
to an industrialized, and then to a service-oriented country. Major industries
include coal, electric power, machinery, chemicals, food processing,
woodworking, and tourism. The industrialization of Ukraine started in 1930s
when it was a part of the Soviet Union. Having inherited a huge industrial
potential from the USSR, Ukraine, as an independent country, has lost
part of its industrial capacity due to ongoing inner political and economic
crises. Dependence on Russian energy supplies is also a problem as are non-
economic, social factors, including an under-developed institutional and
social infrastructure and corruption, which have further delayed Ukraine’s
transition to a fully developed industrial/service economy.

Current status and problems of small business in Ukraine in the context
of globalization, as well as identify prospects for its development in the light
of international experience and national identity management hadlnvestigated.
Modern trends in the world economy marked the new location, and non-
traditional forms of small business in the international division of labor and
integration of national economies into the global economy. Tools for selecting
priority forms and types of traders for the innovative nature of small businesses
adequate trends of globalization and internationalization of small businesses
had developed. It is proved that the use of the administrative structures of a
specific region for implementation of procedures forming regional development

programs of small business in foreign trade is the diversification of small
business in the direction of innovation, adapted to their foreign trade.

The good side of globalization is all about the efficiencies and opportunities
open markets create. Business can communicate efficiently and effectively
with their partners, suppliers, and customers and manage better their supplies,
inventories, and distribution network. Local producers can sell their products
in distant markets with the same ease and speed as in their home country.
The good side of globalization is also about easy credit and rising leverage,
as money flows easily across local and national boundaries, and creditors fail
to distinguish between good and bad borrowers, boosting aggregate demand;
setting the world economy into a virtuous cycle of income and employment
growth; and easy credit and leverage fuel financial bubbles that feed into a
euphoria that perpetuates the virtuous cycle.

The bad side of globalization is also about tight credit, deleverage, and
declining money flows across local and national boundaries, as creditors tighten
credit to both good and bad borrowers, depressing aggregate demand; setting the
world economy into a vicious cycle of income and employment declines; and
euphoria is succeeded by pessimism and a burst of asset bubbles, perpetuating
the downward spiral of the world economy.

The European Union is the most open to developing countries. The
EU is the largest economy in the world. Although growth is projected to be
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slow I believe that closer economic integration — in the overall context of a
political association — can be a key factor in economic growth for Ukraine.
Following Ukraine’s WTO membership in 2008, the EU and Ukraine
immediately launched negotiations for an agreement on a deep and
comprehensive free trade area.[1]

Ukraine’s WTO accession is a significant achievement, which is expected
to have a positive impact on the country’s economic development in the future
and result in further liberalization of the foreign trade, creation of transparent
business environment for foreign investments.[1]

The future Free Trade Agreement between the EU and Ukraine will cover
all trade-related areas (including services, intellectual property rights, customs,
public procurement, energy-related issues, competition, et cetera) and also
tackling the so-called «beyond the border» obstacles through deep regulatory
approximation with the trade-related EU acquis.[2]

The free trade area between the EU and Ukraine is designed to deepen
Ukraine’s access to the European market and to encourage further European
investment in Ukraine.

The EU is among Ukraine’s most important commercial partner and
accounts for about one third of its external trade. Ukraine’s primary exports to
the EU are iron, steel, mining products, agricultural products, and machinery.
EU exports to Ukraine are dominated by machinery and transport equipment,
chemicals, and manufactured goods.[2]

Through its European Neighbourhood Policy (ENP), the EU works
with its southern and eastern neighbours to achieve the closest possible
political association and the greatest possible degree of economic integration.
The EU is seeking an increasingly close relationship with Ukraine that goes
beyond mere bilateral cooperation, encompassing gradual progress towards
political association and economic integration.

Ukraine is a priority partner country within the European Neighbourhood
Policy (ENP) and the Eastern Partnership (EaP). [3]

Ukraine regards the EU as an important mechanism for integration to the
European economic and political space, and also for stability strengthening in
the region and further development of close relations between the EU member
states. Ukrainian experts participate in such EU focal points as cross-border
cooperation, transport, energy, science and technology, working on continuing
basis on intensification of Ukrainian enterprises participation in cooperation
projects within the EU framework.[4]

CORRUPTION IN EUROPEAN UNION

European Commission study showed that bribery of politicians,
bureaucrats and civil servants is common in all 28 EU countries. The total
economic damage from corruption in the EU estimates at € 120 billion a year

Despite the high legal and social development of Europe, corruption is
a major problem in European countries. It is difficult to measure the level of
corruption in the country, as both giving and receiving bribes all citizens try
to hide their actions carefully. The most authoritative Corruption Barometer —
index Transparency International — is not appropriate indicator and shows only
how corrupting citizens evaluate their country.
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Some days ago 27,786 people were interviewed — more than 500 in each
of 28 countries. The result shocked commissioners. It turned out that 76% of
EU citizens believe that corruption is widespread in their countries. 56% of
Europeans believe that the last three years the level of bribery has increased.
Also the result showed that every fourth European complained that corruption
affects their daily life, and approximately 8% of EU citizens have admitted that
in the last 12 month they were participants or witnessed acts of corruption.

All people understand that the scale of problem in Europe is rising.
Corruption in the European structures has reached unprecedented proportions.
If some years ago annual thefts from European funds were hundreds of millions
of euro, now it amounts to billions. Corruption undermines citizens’ trust
in democratic institutions and the rule of law, it does harm to the European
economy and it leaves state budgets without the necessary income.

Due to overpricing in government contracts, covert funding of politicians,
bribing doctors, teachers and law enforcement officers of European countries,
the economy of this countries lose a very big amount of money which would be
enough to fill the budget of the European Union.

There is a bad situation in Romania and Bulgaria, where domestic and
political corruption constitute a systemic problem. Also Italy, Greece, Czech
Republic and Croatia have a serious problem with corruption.

In Greece the majority of people think that corruption is common and
normal in their country. 99% of citizens from Greece and Italy and 95%
of citizens from Spain and the Czech Republic believe that corruption is
widespread.

In the same time, EU citizens mostly complain that they are forced to pay
bribes in hospitals in order to get a proper treatment. Europeans practiced much
less frequently a bribery of teachers and staff of auto inspection.

Four companies out of ten think that European corruption is a big obstacle
to doing business. Every other leader in the construction sector and every third
top manager of telecommunication or IT companies argue that corruption in
not a problem.

The most common obstacle for business is a dishonest conditions which
prescribed by corrupt officials for certain participants. 57% of companies which
operate in Europe reported that the existence of this problem in obtaining
contracts. The list of important EU corruption problems also contain the conflict
of interest in determining the price of the contracts (54%), collusion of bidders
(52%), failure in complaining the terms of contracts (47%), also the changes in
the conditions of the contract after its conclusion (44%).There are about three
thousand organized crime groups which closely linked with the corruption in
the European sector. The majority of organized crime groups are located in
Italy, Bulgaria and Romania.

Europeans lost their trust to the leaders due to the debt crisis, which
deprived of millions of Spaniards, Italians and Greeks. Experts point out that
policy makers need to reduce the degree of filament tension in society to prevent
social explosions.

Due to corruption EU countries annually lose 320 billion euros, which
approximately is one — third of the proposed seven-year EU budget for 2014-
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2020. Police and the prosecution of Union articles «Malpractice» and «Bribe»
has brought 67,800 criminal cases in 2013. This is a record number in the
history of the EU.

In frames of EU requirements to new members the abovementioned facts
could be solid argument for Ukraine to change the Association agreement.
Ukraine was famous with the corruption situation. As we can see in hospitals,
in some universities, and other national institutions people take bribes. The
majority of citizen or even all citizens in Ukraine face with this problem but
there was no qualified independent authority to change the situation in the
country. Nowadays we have some expectations from new government and
newly organized Comity in Corruption investigation.

Crimes committed in the same time in different countries, including
corruption and fraud, often do not even come to the attention of law enforcement
agencies that are considering similar crime only within a national competence.
We need to address the fight against corruption at multinational level which
will include creating the joint bureau to investigate these crimes.
