SUMMARY

Qualification work of the 4th year student, specialty "Psychology" (Bachelor's
format) (Alfred Nobel University, Dnipro, Department of Innovative Technologies in
Pedagogy, Psychology and Social Work) is devoted to the problem of theoretical
substantiation and empirical research of psychological features of primary school
children.

Conflictology is a theoretical and applied discipline that is studied from two
aspects: the theoretical explanation of conflict as a social phenomenon and the study of
specific types of conflicts.

Conflict is a real relationship ( interaction) between people or complex social
actors, in which the goals of some parties to the conflict can be achieved only through
some restriction, infringement of goals, interests, human rights.

It is investigated that in the research literature there are three levels of conflict
study: fundamental (methodological), theoretical and empirical. Among the causes of
conflict of junior high school students are screen analogies, dissatisfaction with basic
needs, inability to make a constructive decision and act in accordance with it, and the
inability to build relationships with other people. Emotional instability of children, which
occurs in difficult conditions of learning and socialization, causes conflict situations that
develop into conflict and require the right actions from the teacher to minimize its
development.

We found that interpersonal relationships are diverse and relatively stable system
of choice , conscious and emotionally experienced connections between members of the
contact group.The ability of preschool children to work together is studied in the context
of children's interaction in joint (or social) play. We have identified seven main causes of
conflict: the choice of the general theme of the game, the role, the spoilage of the game,
the composition of the participants, the correctness of the game, the toys, the plot of the
game.

Other participants in the game conflict can be called: physical influence, indirect
influence, psychological influence, verbal influence, threats and sanctions, arguments.

In younger students, conflicts arise in two dyads - "student-student"” and "student-
teacher”. . The external causes of conflicts include: learning overload of children, general
fatigue of students, leading to exacerbation of contradictions; change of school (or class)
team and there are difficulties in adapting newcomers; general unfavorable moral and
psychological atmosphere in the classroom.

Our study was based on the strategy of behavior in a conflict situation K. Thomas,
a questionnaire to identify relationships in the classroom, the method of subjective control
(RSC), diagnosis of interpersonal relationships T. F. Leary, a method of diagnosing the
socio-psychological adaptation of Rogers and R. Diamond.



All of the above methods allowed to obtain the necessary information about the
psychological characteristics of children of primary school age and proved to be quite
effective. However, it should be noted that for children of this age, the Roders and
Diamond questionnaire was the most difficult, because so many questions require a long
concentration, which is still quite difficult for them.

Methods of analysis helped to determine that this school team has a clear strategy
of behavior in a conflict situation and emotional relationships. The level of subjective
control is almost below the average for both girls and boys. But in interpersonal
relationships of children the limited type prevails.

The hypothesis of the study that the occurrence of conflicts among younger
students is due to the psychological characteristics of children and their propensity to
conflict has been confirmed. Analysis of data after 5 diagnostic methods allowed to
identify children with psychological tendencies to conflict and their behavioral strategies,
which indicated the level of conflict of this team of primary school children.

The practical significance lies in the fact that the results obtained can serve as a
theoretical basis for research on the problem of pedagogical correction of conflict in
primary school children.
