TEACHING ENGLISH TO FUTURE MANAGERS OF TOURISM:
PROLEGOMENA OF TEXTBOOK PREPARATION

Considered in the article are the basic theoretical assumptions for elaborating an
efficient textbook of English designed for training future managers of tourism. The author analyzes
the learning goals making the foundation for creating the textbook, as well as the skills that
students are expected to develop and the methods of teaching and learning to be used for
developing those skills.

The learning goals are formulated as developing students’ skills for professional oral and
written communication in English with foreign partners, including such communication when
participating in tourist exhibitions and fairs; as well as the skills of processing (by way of reading)
and compiling (by way of writing) different kinds of professional agreements and other written
documents in English pertaining to the field of tourism.

The learning content is considered to include mainly the three sets of communication
skills required for future managers’ efficient professional communication in English: skills of oral
professional communication, a set of professional reading skills, and a set of professional writing
skills. The importance of the latter kind of skills is emphasized.

Finally, in what concerns the methods of teaching and learning, the author advocates the
introduction of the constructivist blended learning approach. The constructivist blended learning
approach to ESP teaching / learning at tertiary schools gives students opportunities of
"constructing” themselves their own knowledge and communication skills in English through
experiential and interactive learning activities modeling the extra-linguistic professional reality
for functioning in which the target language is being learned. Knowledge and skills "constructing"
is done in such a way that from the very beginning those skills and knowledge serve professional
communication in English and improve and expand the information basis of that communication.
Besides, successful knowledge and skills "constructing” is achieved owing to students’ regular
Internet research on professional sites in English when that research becomes an organic and
unalienable part of the learning process no less important than more traditional in-class and out-
of-class activities (blended learning).

The formulated assumptions concerning the goals, content, and methods of teaching and
learning are interpreted as prolegomena of developing the textbook in question.
