SUMMARY

The paper deals with the problem of marriage at a young age, identifies the
relationship between role expectations and satisfaction with marriage in young
families. During the writing of the work, the scientific basis of the marital relations
problem in the psychological literature has been analyzed; the stages and the staging
posts of the formation of a married couple, the factors that influence marriage
satisfaction and family well-being have been determined; the importance of social
institutions in the formation of role stereotypes in young spouses that influence the
satisfaction of family relationships have been studied; the set of techniques for the
experimental study of role expectations and marriage satisfaction in young families
has been selected; the psychological training program for young couples has been
developed and further research prospects have been outlined.
