This qualification work is dedicated to the comprehensive study of
participants in criminal proceedings and their procedural status. The relevance of the
topic is determined by the need to improve legal mechanisms that ensure the
protection of the rights and freedoms of participants in criminal processes in
accordance with the norms of the Constitution of Ukraine and the Criminal
Procedure Code.

The study analyzes the main categories of participants in criminal
proceedings, their rights, obligations, and functions. In particular, the research
focuses on:

1. The Prosecution — including prosecutors and investigators, as
well as their role in maintaining public prosecution in court.

2. The Defense — including suspects, defendants, and their legal
representatives, such as attorneys, emphasizing their role in ensuring the
principle of adversarial proceedings and the presumption of innocence.

3. Other Participants — including victims, witnesses, and
experts, and their impact on procedural balance in criminal proceedings.
Based on an analysis of current legislation, particularly the articles of the CPC

of Ukraine, the essence of the procedural status of each participant is revealed. Key
aspects influencing the realization of their rights are identified, including:

1. Procedural equality of the prosecution and defense.

3. Adherence to the principles of legality and objectivity in
prosecution functions.

The practical significance of this work lies in the potential application of its
conclusions and recommendations to improve Ukraine's legislative framework,
safeguard the rights of all participants in criminal proceedings, and in educational
initiatives for training professionals in criminal law.
