ANNOTATION

This qualification work is aimed at the study of topical issues of the criminal
process that arise when the legal institution of private prosecution is applied.

The paper analyzed different approaches of scientists to the definition of the term
"private prosecution™ and its categories, analyzed the features of this proceeding, as
well as offenses that can be investigated in the form of private prosecution.

It was determined that the specificity of this proceeding lies in the nature of the
offense itself, which was committed, the degree of its severity, the fact of causing
damage to a certain legal or physical person, the peculiarities of the relationship
between the victim and the person who committed the offense, which also make it
possible to talk about, that there is a high probability of reconciliation of these parties,
in search of a balance between the interests of the person who suffered from a criminal
offense and the state.

The work considered offenses that can be considered by private prosecution,
which are enshrined in the Criminal Code of Ukraine.

It was established that the specifics of this type of proceeding are the following
points:

- the status of both parties;

- procedure for opening proceedings;

- features of proof;

- the possibility of closing at any time.

It is determined that, by its very nature, this type of proceeding is a means of
protecting the private rights of a person, which are violated during the commission of
some criminally punishable act, which imposes on the accuser the duty to support and
prove the legality of the accusation that he presented.

In this type of proceedings, the will of the victim is very important, who in a

certain way decides whether to bring the guilty person to criminal responsibility.



In the qualifying work, it was determined that the private prosecution has certain
special grounds for closing criminal proceedings, expanding the grounds provided for
public and private-public prosecutions, because they are determined by the dispositive
nature of the private form of proceedings.

Also, in the qualifying work, the issue of the institution of mediation and
reconciliation agreements in the context of criminal proceedings in the form of a

private prosecution was investigated.
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
