"Abusive relationships in the family and their negative consequences for the
child"

The qualification work of the 2nd-year applicant, majoring in "Psychology" (in
Master's format) (Alfred Nobel University, Dnipro, department of innovative
technologies in pedagogy, psychology and social work) is devoted to the problem of
theoretical substantiation and empirical research of abusive relationships and family and
their negative consequences for the child.

Abusive family relationships are a serious problem that can have negative
consequences for all family members, especially children. The work is devoted to the
study of abusive relationships in the family and their impact on the psychological,
emotional and social development of the child.

The study includes an analysis of the main forms of abuse in the family, such as
physical, emotional, psychological and sexual violence, and special attention is paid to
the consequences of abusive relationships for the child at different stages of its
development.

The consequences of abusive relationships for children's well-being,
psychological health, and social adaptation are clarified and analyzed. An overview of
psychological support strategies and intervention programs for children (in the form of
developed recommendations for psychologists) who have experienced, observed abuse,
or are in families with abusive relationships is also provided.

Attention is focused on awareness of the seriousness of the problem of abusive
relationships in the family and the importance of timely intervention to protect children
from negative consequences that may accompany them throughout their lives.

Based on the results of the experimental study, it was established in the work that

according to the results of the study, children who witness abusive relationships in the



family, as we can see from empirical calculations, may have serious psychological
problems. Such children have a high percentage of feelings of helplessness (Xsr. =
19.39%) compared to children from prosperous families (Xsr. = 9.61%), this indicates
the negative atmosphere created by an abusive family, powerlessness , an increased
feeling of anxiety (Xsr. = 21.04%) compared to children from functional families (Xsr.
= 7.96%) and such children more often feel fear (Xsr. = 20.39%) versus (Xsr. = 8 .61%)
of children from prosperous families. Compared to children from prosperous families,
children from violent families more often experience negative emotions, their own
inferiority, have unsatisfied needs and have a low percentage of psychological well-
being in the family.

The practical significance is that the obtained results can be used by specialists
(teachers, psychologists, educators) who work directly with children, to better

understand the situation and create favorable conditions for the child's development.
