SUMMARY

Master's Degree Project of the 2-nd year student, speciality “Psychology”
(Alfred Nobel University, Dnipro, Ukraine, Department of Pedagogy and Psychology)
is devoted to identifying the gender identity of young men and their parents.

The study found that there is a relationship between the gender identity of boys
and their parents, namely the less feminine the mother and the more masculine father,
the more pronounced the femininity of the daughter, and the less masculine the mother
and the more masculine father, the more pronounced is the son's masculinity. A link
between dominant role indicators and gender identity of boys and girls has also been
identified.

The practical significance is determined by the fact that the results of the study of
this work can be used by employees of social and psychological services for
educational and counseling activities in the fields of education, pedagogy, personal
counseling and psychotherapy.
