SUMMARY

The research conducted in this work examines the current state and development
trends of the French economy over the past fifteen years. It has been revealed that
France has been and remains one of the leading countries in Europe and the world due
to well-developed industries such as mechanical engineering, agriculture, chemical and
petrochemical sectors, and tourism. The country demonstrates high rates of economic
dynamism and success in international economic relations. However, France has certain
taxes and regulatory restrictions that may affect the profitability of investments and
increase financial costs for foreign companies. The country has strong labour laws and a
significant influence of trade unions. Additionally, high competition and saturated
markets can make it challenging for foreign investors to penetrate such markets and find
their place amidst fierce competition. Nevertheless, overall, the country creates
favourable conditions for organizing small business enterprises, where investment and
job creation for the investor can be combined, and attracting investors from around the
world. In this work, an international investment project has been developed for the
establishment of an English language school in the city of Limoges using the investor's
own funds from Ukraine. The calculations of investment resource requirements have
been provided, the organizational and legal form of the proposed enterprise has been
justified, and calculations of key indicators have been carried out, enabling an
assessment of the investment attractiveness of the proposed project.
