ABSTRACT

Vdovichenko Yelizaveta. Responsibility of states in international law: modern

problems of theory and practice

The work is devoted to modern theoretical and practical aspects of state
responsibility in international law. It is emphasized that in practice there are political
differences in the positions of states regarding responsibility for violations of
international law, because they are determined by a wide range of factors, such as the
political system, cultural features, geopolitical situation, interests and strategic goals of
each specific state. Currently, there are no single universally accepted and universally
binding rules that determine the conditions for the onset of international legal
responsibility. In practice, the policy of states often defends its national interests and
sovereignty. The presence or absence of external pressures, including possible sanctions,
can determine the extent to which a state is willing to accept its responsibility. It was
concluded that negotiations are the most common and effective means of settling
international disputes. In addition, arbitral justice (international arbitration) is singled
out as an effective tool for settling international disputes and it is emphasized that such
a tool has some weaknesses, such as the possibility of delaying the case and limited
opportunities for the development of judicial practice. It was noted that compensation
remains the most widely used method of compensation, as it has a more utilitarian nature.
The judicial practice of international courts and arbitration bodies regarding the
resolution of cases of state responsibility was analyzed and it was emphasized that the
mediation role of international organizations is the most effective method of avoiding,
settling and resolving military and civil conflicts, both from the point of view of
efficiency and taking into account financial costs and achieving the desired result. It was
concluded that in view of the modern challenges in legal relations between states, it is
important to continue to develop and improve international law to resolve international

conflicts.
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
