The qualification work of the candidate of the 2nd year, specialty 011
"Educational, Pedagogical Sciences" (Alfred Nobel University, Dnipro, department of
innovative technologies in pedagogy, psychology and social work) is devoted to the
problem of responsibility of student youth by means of mentoring.

The work analyzes the essence of the concept of "responsibility" and reveals the
peculiarities of the process of forming the responsibility of student youth. The
peculiarities of the formation of responsibility of student youth by means of mentoring
in the conditions of the institution of higher education are highlighted, which include:
specific social - educational environment of the institution of higher education; the
presence of the influence of a socially active student body, which is a catalyst for the
manifestation of responsibility; availability of time, which allows you to use your
resources, your potential for socially useful activities; combination of tasks of forming
skills for future professional activity and personal development; independence, freedom
in decision-making, which leads to the formation of the ability to take responsibility for
oneself, one's education, and the acquisition of future professional skills.

The study clarified the peculiarities of mentoring as a means of forming the
responsibility of student youth. The difference between tutoring, coaching, and
mentoring is presented and substantiated, criteria and indicators are determined, and the
levels of student responsibility formation are revealed.Mentoring is defined as an
interaction between a more experienced person and a less experienced person, in which
a more experienced person shares their knowledge and experience with a less
experienced person, helping them develop professional and life skills through advice
and training. The main practices of involving student youth in mentoring are
characterized, which include: volunteering and socially oriented education.
Volunteering as socially oriented education involves the involvement of student youth
in socially useful activities. Only community-oriented training, in contrast to
volunteering, involves a close connection of service in the community with the
curriculum and the acquisition of professional skills

The effectiveness of mentoring as a means of forming the responsibility of
student youth has been proven experimentally. A program for the participation of
student youth in mentoring children has been implemented: Mini program "My
responsibility™ (author T. Rozvadovska).
