SUMMARY

Torbin M.D. Export potential of the agrarian sector during wartime: problems and
ways of their solutions

The article 1s devoted to the study of the export potential of the Ukrainian agro-
industrial complex during the period of martial law. The study aimed to conduct a
comprehensive analysis of the impact of military actions on the functioning of agricultural
systems from the point of view of production and material and technical capabilities, as
well as further access to foreign markets. It revealed some serious problems, including
disruption of logistics chains, increased costs of transportation across the border, crop
losses, and small volumes of international cooperation. Based on the results obtained,
approaches were proposed to restore and increase export potential through the
introduction of innovations, expansion of international cooperation, state support for
farmers, and improvement of infrastructure. The main attention was paid to digital
technologies and new ways to ensure the efficiency of export activities.
Recommendations were included that could contribute to the stabilization of agricultural
exports and support of the economic stability of Ukraine in the face of modern challenges.
