The article discusses the experience of designing and using an intermediate course of English when
teaching it to adults who have previously finished an introductory (preparatory) course of that language, a
beginner’s course of oral everyday communication, and a pre-intermediate language course. The course is
aimed at learners’ acquisition of English at B1+ level and designed for all those who desire to acquire it out-
side university language programs — for instance, in different kinds of commercial language courses. The
developed course is structured for preparing learners’ to sit the international Cambridge PET English exam-
ination and is designed on the basis of communicative approach with limited focusing on language forms
and on the basis of parallel and equalized teaching of both written and oral communication with written
communication slightly prevailing.
