SUMMARY
The Connection of Life Success with Social and Psychological Properties of
Youth

Master’s Degree Project of the 2-th year student, speciality «Psychology» (Alfred
Nobel University, Dnipro, Ukraine, Department of Innovative Technologies in Pedagogy,
Psychology and Social Work) is devoted to the problem of the connection of life success
with the social and psychological properties of youth.

The qualification work theoretically summarized and empirically verified the
connection of life success with the socio-psychological properties of young people.

In the theoretical section, it is clarified that in psychology, success is understood as
the degree to which the subject achieves the final result in accordance with the planned
goals of the activity, where the criteria for evaluating the achievement are the learned
requirements for the activity, expectations and approval of the social environment
involved in this activity process, as well as the subject's own assessment of his results,
which is expressed in a sense of satisfaction.

The central core and periphery are distinguished. The central core consists of
guidelines for life success, which reflect the axiological component of ideas. The
periphery of ideas, which is an instrumental component, carries the function of realizing
life goals in various ways, which can be approved or cause condemnation from the
environment. This aspect reflects the means and methods of achieving success in life.

It is shown that the development of ideas about life success takes place on three
levels: socio-cultural, socio-psychological and individual.

It was found that in achieving success in life, most of the surveyed youth rely on
themselves rather than on social connections and luck, take a balanced position and reject
risk. At the same time, young people demonstrate confidence that they will achieve
success, recognize the presence of success in life, and are satisfied with the results they
have achieved. Commonly accepted norms and rules equally hinder and help in achieving
success in life.

It has been found out that the life guidelines young people follow depends on the
role they assign to luck, risk, balanced decisions, social connections, generally accepted
norms and rules in achieving life success.

The role of educational and economic conditions in the formation of young people's
ideas about life success has been established, which consists in their influence on
confidence and recognition of activity results as success. The sense of confidence is
influenced by the level of family income: young people from better-off families are
significantly more confident that they will be able to achieve success in life in the future.

We see the prospects for further research in the study of the factors of development
of strategies for achieving life success by young people who have experienced failures in
the past and are experiencing difficulties in personal and professional self-determination,
in the development of programs of active assistance and given recommendations to young
people who are experiencing difficulties in planning their own future.

The obtained results will be useful for psychologists, sociologists, social workers
and workers of those professions that work directly with young people. Knowledge of the
structural and content components of ideas about life success and the socio-psychological



features of their development will make it possible to develop a set of recommendations
for the implementation of social programs of active assistance to young people who are
experiencing difficulties in planning their own future.
