SUMMARY
Peculiarities of the Individual Media Communication Styles Formation of Young
People in Social Networks

Master’s Degree Project of the 2-th year student, speciality «Psychology» (Alfred
Nobel University, Dnipro, Ukraine, Department of Innovative Technologies in Pedagogy,
Psychology and Social Work) is devoted to the problem of the formation of individual
styles of media communication among students in social networks.

In the qualification work, the peculiarities of the formation of individual styles of
media communication of school youth in social networks are theoretically summarized
and empirically verified, and the means of their optimization are determined.

In the theoretical section, it is clarified that the individual style of media
communication is a stable set of individually unique ways of transmitting messages in the
conditions of the media space, which provides the most comfortable media
communication for the individual. The formation of an individual style of media
communication is determined, on the one hand, by the specific conditions of
communication in the media space - interactivity, multimedia, spatial remoteness, relative
anonymity, limited sensory experience, on the other hand - by individual and
psychological characteristics, namely: type of mental adaptation, type of orientation,
social - psychological orientation, level of subjective well-being.

It was highlighted that thanks to the use of the in-depth interview method, it was
possible to study the hidden motives and reasons for choosing media communication
methods, their subjective evaluations, as well as the peculiarities of the process of forming
an individual media communication style.

It was determined that the formation of an individual style of media communication
occurs when an individual has his own motive for media communication, for the
implementation of which he chooses the most comfortable methods and begins to actively
use them.

Possible negative aspects of the formation of media communication styles are
analyzed. It turned out that under the compensatory style of media communication, the
lowest level of subjective well-being is observed, as well as an imbalance of real and
virtual communicative practices in favor of the latter. All this can have a negative impact
on the socialization of the individual, the intensity of interpersonal contacts.

Four individual media communication styles of young people in social networks
are defined and described: synchronous, complementary, compensatory and diffuse.

A study was conducted and the type of mental adaptation, socio-psychological
orientation, type of orientation, level of subjective well-being were determined using a
number of standardized methods. Despite the existence of methods for researching some
features of the interaction of an individual with the media space, it turned out that there
is a lack of methods with which it is possible to determine methods of self-presentation,
establishing contacts, and creating messages in a social network. With the help of the
questionnaire, the levels of activity in the use of media resources and social networks
were also determined.

Thanks to the use of the in-depth interview method, it became possible to study the
hidden motives and reasons for choosing media communication methods, their subjective



evaluations, as well as the peculiarities of the process of forming an individual media
communication style.

Prospects for further research can be seen in the study of media communication
styles of other age groups of users of various media resources, determination of the
features of the interrelationship of changes in individual media communication styles and
the conditions of the media space.

The identified stylistic features of the media communication of student youth in
social networks can be used in the course of teaching media education courses at
universities, post-graduate psychological and pedagogical education; in further studies of
personal characteristics of interaction with the media space in the field of media
psychology, differential and social psychology.
