ABSTRACT

System of Ukraine.

The master's work is devoted to the definition of the essence and features of the
normative and legal provision of anti-corruption in the judicial system of Ukraine,
which includes the analysis of scientific views on corruption and anti-corruption
activities, as well as a review of practice aimed at improving the mechanism of
combating corruption in the Ukrainian judiciary. The paper analyzes the causes,
consequences and extent of the spread of corruption in the judicial system of Ukraine.
Current problems of combating corruption in courts are considered, taking into
account Ukrainian legislation, European experience and public opinion. It is
emphasized that Ukraine intensified reforms in this area after acquiring the status of a
candidate for joining the EU. New legislative, strategic and institutional
improvements were made, including the adoption of a national anti-corruption
strategy, accompanied by a comprehensive state program for its implementation. All
this creates prerequisites for the restoration of public trust in the judicial system,
ensuring the realization of the constitutional rights of citizens. Suggestions for
improving the state's judicial system, the need to establish the principle of zero
tolerance for corruption, and ensuring the effective operation of bodies that prevent

corruption and combat corruption offenses are outlined.
