Various aspects of competitiveness, including an analysis of scientific approaches
and classification at different levels, were explored.

An overview of the Erasmus+ international education program, grants from the
Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft (German Research Foundation), DAAD (German
Academic Exchange Service), and the Swedish Institute, as well as dual-degree systems
and educational programs for the foreign students, followed by a SWOT analysis were
provided.

Additionally, the research conducted a factor analysis of the competitive
environment of international education programs, identifying success factors and potential
risks. Based on this, an international educational project titled "Effective Business
Management in Ukraine™ was developed for foreign participants, showcasing the
international education program not only as an economically attractive initiative but also
as a factor in enhancing the university's image and overall international competitiveness.
