INTERNATIONAL SPECIALIZATION OF PRODUCTION

The world market was formed as an integrity by the beginning of the
XX century. Before the machine stage, the international division of labor
was based on its natural basis - differences in the natural and climatic
conditions of the country, geographic location, resources, energy.
Therefore, the economic relations of countries were mainly concentrated on
the exchange of products that were produced in a particular country.

With the approval of the large-scale machine industry, the
differentiation of production is deepening, specialization and cooperation
are being developed that transcends national borders.

Today, the international division of labor is manifested not so much in
the interbranch as in the intra-industry specialization, that is, in the form of
separate units, parts, products that are exported and imported.

The increase in scale and reduces production costs, the mass of profit
grows. And the inter-branch division of labor is a prerequisite for
international cooperation in production.

Historically, the process of specialization is logical to connect with the
emergence of two forms - territorial and production.

The production form implies inter- and inter-branch specialization.

Intra-industry specialization, in turn, is divided into subject, sub-
branch, technological.

The specialization presupposes the production of individual parts of
the finished product.

The highest class is the technological specialization, that is, the
production of complete equipment, machine systems, which provide
complete automation of production processes.

Thus, we can draw a general conclusion that international
specialization is a form of division of labor between countries, in which the
growth of the concentration of homogeneous production in the world occurs
on the basis of the process of differentiation of national productions,
separation into independent technological processes.

International specialization of countries in the production of certain
types of products is carried out in different ways.

Important areas for the development of international specialization of
countries are mutual agreements on the specialization of production in
various industries and agriculture.
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Between the countries there are both bilateral and multilateral
agreements on the specialization and co-production. They provide for the
organization of production of a certain type of products in the territory of a
given country, its technical and economic parameters, as well as the level of
prices for it.

Agreements on the specialization of production are necessarily
complemented by the relevant agreements between the relevant
organizations of the participating countries, which determine the amount of
mutual deliveries of the agreed goods, their quality, and the application of
sanctions for breach of their obligations. This is an indispensable
complement very close to the concluded agreements on the specialization
and co-production with long-term trade agreements. Perhaps the only
difference is that trade contracts can, in contrast to agreements on the
specialization of production, and not mention the need to establish the
release of a certain type of products in the territory of a given country, since
this is simply implied.

In conclusion, it is necessary to draw a number of important
conclusions.

The international specialization of production is understood as such a
form of division of labor between countries, in which the growth in the
concentration of homogeneous production and the socialization of labor in
the world occurs on the basis of the process of differentiation of national
productions, separation into separate (separate) technological processes,
into separate branches and sub-sectors of manufacturing homogeneous
products of labor over internal needs, which causes an increasing mutual
complement of differentiated national complexes. These processes are
reflected in the intensification of international exchange of goods, services,
scientific and technical knowledge.

The international specialization of production is developing in two
directions - industrial and territorial. In turn, the production direction is
divided into interbranch, inter-industry specialization and the specialization
of individual enterprises (companies).

In the territorial aspect, the international specialization of production
presupposes the specialization of individual countries and regions in the
production of certain products and their parts for the world market.

THE PROBLEM OF BRAIN DRAIN AS ONE OF THE PRESSING
ISSUES IN UKRAINE

Today, one of the urgent economic problems is brain drain. This issue
has arisen and has had a negative impact not only on the economic activity,
but also on the cultural and political life of the country.

The indicators over the last two years have shown that during this
period the migration of the population has increased. For example, in
January-July 2016 the number of migrants was 138 thousand people
whereas in 2017 this number accounted for 192 thousand Ukrainians who
emigrated abroad. Most of these migrants are young people, scientists,
writers, artists, young professionals and specialists who can’t find their
place and be applicable in Ukraine.

To understand why brain drain has taken off we should consider the
main reasons of Ukrainians’ emigration.

One of the main causes why people do that is underestimation of
young specialists: unwillingness to hire inexperienced and young people.
Most of employers don’t want to hire staff that doesn’t have special
qualifications or a degree from European or US universities.

But even if you have a chance to find a job, the following problem is a
salary. As you know, for today, Ukraine has a lot of economic problems and
one of the biggest ones is remuneration. Many employers simply cannot
appreciate abilities and work of these people. While in other countries,
scientists and talented people are very valuable and their wages are much
higher than here, Ukrainians do everything possible just to be recruited. An
example of this is the USA, where the minimum wage for a scientist is 17
thousand dollars per year, while in Ukraine it is only 3 thousand.

One more reason of brain drain is the lack of the necessary equipment
and technology. It is very difficult to improve, create something new and
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make progress without certain technologies. Each year, the number of
different research centres is decreasing and, as a result, scientific progress in
Ukraine stands still.

As it has already been noted, brain drain negatively affects many areas
of the country. This is really a serious problem: young and talented experts
leave Ukraine, and that’s why the country can stop growing and developing
(nothing new is created, no new inventions, etc). Brain drain increases the
deficit of extremely necessary skilled labour force and, consequently,
reduces long-term economic growth and incomes. A huge outflow of smart
people slows down the pace of scientific and technological progress. One
more consequence is stopping the flow of money to the government and the
loss of a part of the national income and tax revenues to the state budget.
Moreover, there are possible social conflicts between the local population
and immigrants, which in the future may lead to political conflicts between
countries.

As we can see, in 2016-2017 the quantitative indicators of the staff
involved in scientific research have fallen in Ukraine. In 2011 the number
of employees of scientific organizations was 182,484 but in 2016 this
number was 97,912. From 2011 to 2016, the number of researchers has
decreased by almost half. For instance, the number of researchers in 2011
was 133,744 and in 2016 this figure accounted for 63,694.

As we can see it is a burning issue for Ukraine and it has to be solved
as soon as possible. In order to prevent brain drain, it is necessary to set up
contacts with compatriots abroad, strengthen professional ties and create
conditions for the implementation of joint scientific and technical research
programs. Improving the Ukrainian labour market in terms of providing
jobs for young scientists is also a possible solution, but it is necessary to
take into account not only the number of jobs, but also their quality. The
next step is launching the housing construction program for scientific and
technical youth and developing mortgage lending with various write-offs
for people working for the benefit of the Ukrainian science. It could also be
effective to develop programs to support young scientists after defending
their PhD and doctoral dissertations and allocate a quota for young
scientists at the elections in the Academy of Sciences.

So, to avoid migration of the young population we should follow the
steps mentioned above. It will lead to the improvement of economic and
cultural life of Ukraine and increase in the level of scientific activity.

THE PROBLEM OF EXISTENCE OF THE NON-
GOVERNMENTAL ECONOMY IN UKRAINE AND THE WAYS OF
ITS SOLUTION

Today, the question of the progress of the shadow economy sector is
acute for almost all countries. But in the developed countries the shadow
sector accounts for 5-12% of GDP [1], thus does not having a significant
impact on economic and social processes. And 30% is already a critical
barrier, the excess of which speaks about the functioning of the reproductive
system of shadow processes in the economy.

Unfortunately, for the scale of the shadow sector, Ukraine takes one of
the key positions not only in the post-Soviet space, but also on the territory
of Eastern and Central Europe. Depending on the method of assessment
(electricity consumption, demand for money), the scale of the shadow
economy in the Ukrainian state varies from 40 to 80% of GDP [1].

According to the latest reports from the Ministry of Economy and
European Integration of Ukraine, the country has reduced the level of
shadowing by 5%. However, experts believe that in Ukraine the scale of the
shadow economy sector will remain high at about 65% of GDP [2].

If you look at this issue more broadly, then you can mark a number of
negative consequences, which can lead to its impact on all aspects of the
social life of the country: unfair distribution and opacity of national income;
legal denial, criminalization of society and distrust of state authorities;
discrimination in relation to economic entities; reduction of tax revenues to
the budgets.

There are certain factors that explain such a rather significant scale of
the shadow economy: interference of power structures in the activities of
economic entities; corruption in state authorities and local self-government;
high taxation; poor transparency of tax legislation and constant changes in
it; opaque and rather slow processes of privatization.

Despite the fact that in the last five years in Ukraine voluntary
payment of taxes has doubled, today it amounts to no more than 60% of tax
liabilities of the population [2]. It has not even helped to write off tax
arrears.

Therefore, in order to ensure a stable growth of the Ukrainian
economy, it is necessary to shirk it. It is connected with the comprehensive
reform of the system of relations, which is carried out in the economic
sphere between the state, entrepreneurs and employees, and must aim at
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eliminating factors that negatively affect the economy. As part of this
reform, it is necessary:

— to carry out effective antimonopoly regulation;

— to calculate and establish an acceptable level of taxes and duties;

— to simplify the process of registration and filing;

— to establish a decent living wage;

— to pay special attention to the problem of employment of graduates
and postgradnotes, creating new jobs and encouraging entrepreneurs to
upgrade staff and recruit new specialists;

— to overcome the corruption of the bureaucracy and to prevent the
shadow operations of the oligarchic structures;

— to carry out a total "cleansing" of the state apparatus and local level
administrations;

—to form a culture of law-abidingness;

— to form a national idea based on the moral and ethical principles of
society.

In carrying out those or other measures, the state must take into
account the costs associated with them. Control and sanctions reduce the
attractiveness of participation in the shadow economy. However, this entails
the creation and maintenance of special institutions that will finance all of
the same tax revenues. Therefore, it is rational to calculate these costs,
because if the management is incorrect, these methods will only aggravate
the situation.

So, you can see that the complete elimination of the shadow
economy is impossible. The shadow economy is a phenomenon with
which one must get along. In order to avoid increasing this phenomenon,
one must always take into account the possible behavior of economic
players in the regulation of economic activity, the introduction of taxes
and much more.

THE PROBLEM OF INTERNATIOLIZATION OF CHINA’S
CURRENCY

Since July 25, 2005, China has refused to tie the yuan to the dollar and
now its rate is determined using a dual currency basket (the ratio of the
country's currency to the dollar or euro).

Experts believe that linking to the basket will not lead to financial
problems in the country, but rather will make the currency more flexible on
the world market [1].

At the 19th Congress, which will take place in Beijing, the problems
of the internationalization of the Yuan will be examined.

It's hard to believe, but last year in the world basket, the yuan was on
the 5th place in 2016, and it had a special right to borrow and approve from
the IMF. Looking at the chart, we can see statistics in which the
international coverage of the yuan fell from 2.8% to 1.9% in just one year
(compared to 2014 and 2015). In parallel with this, there is also a reduction
in the issuance of bonds and a drop in deposits (Fig. 1).

On the part of the authorities there was an unsuccessful attempt to
make the currency more flexible, which led to a fall in the price of RMB,
tightened control over the capital and waste of foreign exchange reserves to
maintain it. The local government is trying to free China's financial system
with three main goals at the moment:

—to increase foreign trade and investment;
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— to raise a more market exchange rate;

— to weaken the control over the movement of capital, which occurred
in September.

To sum up, we can say that there are three ways to promote China's
foreign exchange markets to the world market:

— standartization of the China International Payment System for Cross-
Border Payments;

— improvement of the programs that connect Chinese markets with the
world.;

— development of transport, trade and investment links with Europe,
Central Asia and Africa.

All these actions will help the yuan to enter the International Currency
Market [2].

GLOBALIZATION OF THE MODERN WORLD: PROSPECTS AND
CONTRADICTIONS

In conditions of modern rapid development of branches of
multinational corporations and the international commercial, scientific and
technical connections we face an important problem of consequences of
communication between countries. We can see rapid increase of the
branches of multinational corporations in contrast to these corporations. The
reasons are caused by spread economic connections between the countries.
The tendency is positive.

Globalization is a set of the certain national households which are
connected by the systems of job specialization, scientific and technical
exchange, equity flows from one country in another and also other
economic, political, social relations. We speak about three directions of
globalization as social phenomenon: social and economic, socio-political
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and sociocultural. The idea or notion of globalization has been created in
60™Myears of the XX century, but the concept appeared in 80™ years of the
XX century. Economic globalization includes globalization of production
capacities, the markets, competition, technologies, corporations and
branches.

Economic globalization was observed throughout the last millenniums,
with the appearance of international trade. However, in the last 20-30 years
the rapid increase of this phenomenon was observed. This splash was
inspired by the process of integration of economies of the developed
countries with economies of developing countries. These phenomena are
promoted by the processes of direct foreign investments, decrease in trade
barriers and modernization of economies of developing countries.

Influence of globalization, positive and negative consequences for the
countries and the world economy is a subject of discussions of many
scientists. But it is possible to name the certain advantages:

— consolidation of the international community on basis of the
common global economical space;

— forming of single transnational system of economy - a global
economic monolith;

— international integration complex through distribution of information
technologies, systems and products worldwide;

— adjustment of commercial, sociocultural, political connections
between the countries;

— unconditional economic pluses for the partner countries. So, for
example, an economically developed country can make certain products at
smaller cost, having placed production capacities in economically
developing country where the last receives economic interest;

Among the negative consequences are:

— Unfair distribution of the benefits which can result in possible
military conflicts;

— Unemployment, caused by the transfer of production capacities to
the country with cheaper labor power, production automation;

— Environmental problems in the host countries;

— Gap between economically developing countries and economically
developed;

So on the one hand the developing country will improve economic
conditions by placing economic and production capacities of developed
country but from the other hand such cooperation will lead to exhausted
resources in different spheres. It is the main contradiction of processes of
globalization.
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To eliminate the negative consequences which direct to positive results
some actions can be taken. It is payments for using of labor power, land,
ecological resources, and economic assistance in the form of subventions in
ecological, economic, social spheres. The result will be the final increasing
of living standards and for further transition of the country to the new level
of economic development. The objective is not easy and available in short
period, but it can be reached if we create global international cooperation
for favorable development of the countries of all types of economic
development.

UKRAINE'S INTEGRATION INTO THE WORLD COMMUNITY

The processes of globalization of the world’s economic life, that is
growing and the impact of global trends on the economies of individual
countries make it necessary for each of them to determine their place in the
world economy.

To the extent of their overcoming, production and
technical cooperation and the integration process as a whole will be
deepened. Due to certain political and, consequently, economic problems
Ukraine is noticeably behind and does not have any time for the processes
that are taking place in neighboring EU member states. If we take into
account, for example, the resources that Ukraine owns, its geographical
location, scientific and technical potentials, rapidly changing world
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development trends, then Ukraine has high chances to correct the current
situation.

Ukraine's entry into the world's global economic ties is necessary in
order to gain additional impulses for economic growth, increase the
efficiency and competitiveness of the national economy and improve the
standard of living of citizens.

Integration of Ukraine into the world community is first of all
understood as entering the EU. Analyzing the state of integration in the
European community, it should be noted the participation of Ukraine in
international organizations and projects. Ukraine is one of the founders of
the United Nations. In 1992, Ukraine became the subject of international
economic relations. She joined a number of international economic
organizations: the IMF, IBRD, EBRD, and the Council of Europe.

Integration of Ukraine into the world economy will not only accelerate
the transformation of our country’'s economic system, but will also enable
Ukraine to become an equal participant in international cooperation with
countries of other continents. In addition, this will not only cause significant
structural changes in the economy of our country, but also could positively
affect the world economic situation as a whole.

Ukraine is actively developing relations with the EU in the field of
business and investment. The parties pledged to provide conditions for
entrepreneurship to Ukrainian companies on the territory of the EU
countries and support the activities of companies from EU countries on the
territory of Ukraine.

For effective cooperation of the EU with Ukraine, it is necessary to
achieve a rapprochement between the customs systems of both sides, bring
Ukraine's standards in line with the technical regulations of the EU, develop
cooperation in the field of transport and communications and adapt the
statistical system of Ukraine to international standards.

In conclusion, we can say that in order to ensure the widespread
inclusion of Ukraine in the world economy and international cooperation, it
is necessary to form an effective mechanism for foreign economic relations.
This mechanism is an aggregate of specific forms of relations, as well as a
system of legal, organizational, managerial and financial-economic levers
that ensure the effective interaction of national economic structures with the
world economy in order to accelerate the development of the country's
productive forces and increase the socio-economic indicators of the life of
its population.

OFFSHORE ZONES AND THEIR ROLE IN THE WORLD
ECONOMY

At the present stage, the mechanism of the global economy is linked to
the process of globalization, the increase in the accessibility of various
resources, the free movement of capital in international financial markets,
the flight of capital abroad. i.e. escape of fund abroad. Today the practice of
offshore zones is frequently used as a natural business component of tax
planning in the daily economic activities of a large number of enterprises in
both foreign countries and Ukraine.

The term "offshore zone" means a state or a part of it, within which a
special regime for registration and activity is determined for non-resident
companies. In some countries, the term "tax evasion" is also used. The
offshore zone is one of the varieties of special economic zones, a specific
form of organization of commercial activity.

Offshore zones give the companies using them the following
advantages:

- tax benefits,

- considerable freedom in the conduct of financial statements,
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- the practical lack of exchange controls,

- the ability to conduct transactions with residents in any foreign
currency,

- write-off of costs on the spot,

- anonymity,

- secrecy of financial transactions

Offshore zones can differ greatly in the administrative environment of
offshore companies, reporting requirements, taxes and so on. Therefore, an
offshore zone for the registration of an offshore company is chosen certain
type of business, for a specific offshore scheme, and sometimes for a
particular financial transaction.

Existing offshore zones can be divided into 3 groups: classical
offshore zones (Bahamas, British Virgin Islands), zones with low taxation
(Luxembourg, Netherlands) and other zones (Cyprus).

The role of offshore zones is determined by the following advantages
that are provided to the business entities:

- optimization of taxation;

- almost complete absence of currency control;

- simplified procedure for preparation and submission of financial
statements;

- the ability to protect assets from outside interference.

Also, offshore zones have a number of shortcomings, such as:

- reputational risks;

- growing attention from national and international competent
authorities;

- financial and tax barriers.

The following may be attributed to the peculiarities of using offshore
zones by economic entities of Ukraine:

- the absence of offshore zones within the country;

- use of foreign jurisdictions as offshore zones;

- high integration of international offshore zones into the country's
economy.

Data on funds of Ukrainian origin, which settled in offshore, according
to rough international estimates, range from $ 117 billion (Global Financial
Integrity) to 167 billion (Tax Justice Network). In equivalent, it is 1.5-2
annual GDP of Ukraine. Estimation of Ukraine's annual off-shore losses
reaches 11-12 billion dollars, which is equal to the volume of loans it
received from the IMF.

SMALL AND MEDIUM-SIZED BUSINESS AS THE BASIS OF
THE ECONOMY

The interaction of the state and private enterprises is really an
important issue especially for developing countries. In most cases
interaction decides the fate of the economy. It’s vital to know that this
problem is particularly relevant for countries of the former USSR because
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of absence of the concept of private enterprises then. One of those countries
is Ukraine. During the last decade the situation has changed, most of the
market has been occupied by private enterprises and the number of
companies continues to grow.

In most countries, private business plays a key role in the economy.
The foundation of all this are small and medium-sized enterprises. Small
and medium-sized business (SMB) is businesses whose personnel numbers
fall below certain limits, set by the European Union. Such enterprises
occupy most of the market and create a large number of jobs, but it is much
more important that they generate a large percentage of GDP. But in
Ukraine SMEs generate only 15% GDP.

Speaking about the first problem, there are no government projects to
support the SMB in Ukraine. And Ukrainians are forced to take ordinary
loans with high interest rates, while in Germany or the US it’s 2-4%. The
solution to this problem is quite simple, but it requires organization at the
state level. The creation of support funds can significantly increase the
number of SMB, because a lot of people having a good idea are unable to
build their businesses due to lack of start-up capital. The second problem is
much more difficult. Such behavior is provoked by large taxes and in order
to correct the situation, it’s important to make changes in the taxation. For
instance, in the USA business is facilitated by tax cuts.

There is also a problem with state-owned enterprises, which worsens
the economic situation. Therefore, speaking about state-owned enterprises
we can find one interesting thing. For example, there are 3444 state-owned
enterprises in Ukraine, which is 1.67% of all enterprises. According to
Ministry of Finance of Ukraine in 2014, 45% of enterprises did not work
and the remaining 55% suffered losses in the amount of 115 billion UAH,
which accounted for 7.2% of the country's GDP. While these companies
own assets with a total value of UAH 870 billion or 22% of GDP, the total
amount of dividends paid to the budget by the results of 2014 is only 0.7%
of the total revenue of the state budget. In the view of such statistics during
2017-2020 in Ukraine, the government plans to privatize 893 state-owned
enterprises. Also, 359 state-owned companies will be concessioned (a
concession or concession agreement is a grant of rights, land or property by
a government, local authority, corporation, individual or other legal entity).
378 enterprises will remain in state ownership while 1255 state-owned
companies will be liquidated. As a result of these actions, competition in
the market will increase, as a number of large enterprises in the process of
privatization will lose part of their power and it will be a good opportunity
for SMEs to gain a foothold in the market.
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In fact, there are 305986 companies are in Ukraine. According to
Ministry of Economic Development and Trade, SMB provide 79.1% of
jobs and create 59% of added value, which exceeds the similar figures for
Poland and Germany. At the same time, medium-sized enterprises in
Ukraine are proportionally larger than in the EU and provide 32.2% of jobs
and 39.1% of added value. At the same time, small enterprises generate
only 8.5% of the added value and provide jobs for 35.2% of the employed
population. As UNIAN reported in Ukraine in 2015, 99.8% of businesses
were small and medium-sized businesses, which employed 80% of the
population.

The economy of Ukraine continues to change and now much more
attention is being given not to public but to private enterprises. At the
moment, they occupy most of the market and most of them are SMB. But
there are some problems, which prevent the development of SMB, and
therefore they still generate only a small part of GDP compared with the
developed countries. This is provoked by lack of support for small
businesses and large taxes, but solving these problems will increase the
number of companies and their share in GDP. It will become the strong
pillar of developing the strong economy.

ECONOMIC PROBLEMS FACING NIGERIA

Nigeria has one of the biggest economies in Africa but recently has
been plagued with some economical problems which have rendered the
Africa Giants into financial problems and woes.

There are main issues that have contributed majorly to the financial
and economical problems of Nigeria:

1. Corruption and bad governance. Corruption is a worldwide menace,
but Nigeria suffers the most of all out of all the Africa countries. The
citizens are starting to see that Nigeria as a nation has a corrupt culture. In
reality, being one of the biggest oil exporters, Nigeria may possibly be
placed as one of the wealthiest nation in the world being sustained by the
sales of oil and its products. on the other hand, corruption has eaten deeply
into the oil sector that millions if not billions are being siphoned by corrupt
politicians and corrupt oil firms, which now leads to the situation whereby
the rich get richer and the poor get poorer. Money which are gotten from the
sales of oil are diverted into personal accounts of powerful individuals,
which is wrong, this money is suppose to be used to empower and enrich
the citizens of Nigeria and not a selected few.

2. Crime and terrorism. These two problems and issue also affect the
economy of Nigeria in a negative way. Essentially, the Nigerian crime rate
is a big issue which is giving a lot of Nigerians sleepless nights. In some
communities, people don’t walk around with freedom, they are scared of
being robbed and this has made foreign investors to take their investments
to other countries. On the issue of terrorism, this has been the greatest
problem in Nigeria causing the economy of Nigeria to come to a standstill
and depreciate. Thousands if not millions of lives have been lost, properties
and businesses ruined, burnt and looted, people displaced from their
communities and homes due to terrorism and inefficiency of the
government to provide a safe environment for its citizens.

3. Unemployment. Official Nigerian statistics say 38% of those
under 24 are unemployed, but the World Bank estimates this number to be
closer to 80%.

4. High rate of inflation. Inflation rate in 2017 exceeds 18% and
has been gradually increasing. One of the major triggers of inflation in
Nigeria is the rise in the prices for oil which affects all areas of the Nigerian
economy.
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5. Inadequate Infrastructure. The power sector is corrupt and
mismanaged, and many workers in the electricity sector are not equipped
with the proper skills or training. Domestic production suffers in these
conditions, but many foreign companies also find it difficult to conduct
business in Nigeria because of frequent power failures. Besides, business
suffers without a dependable road system.

6. Poor planning and poor management of government projects and
sectors. Delay in the making and implementation of the annual budget,
setting high exchange rates, delay in carrying out due projects, etc. give rise
to major economic problems in Nigeria.

Discussed are the major challenges that Nigeria is facing for some
time now. These challenges are many though not all of them were properly
detailed out. On the other hand, the piece is backed-up with the possible
solutions to arrest the challenges. It is believed that the situation of the
country will get better if these solutions are put into action by both the
government and citizens of Nigeria.

WAYS TO SOLVE THE PROBLEM OF YOUTH
UNEMPLOYMENT

Unemployment among young people is one of the serious social and
economic problems for modern society. The lack of jobs leads young people
to complete degradation: problems arise in the development and formation
of the personality. In modern Ukrainian society youth unemployment is also
one of the national problems. This is associated with the fact that young
people are the future of the country’s society, and its labour activity is a
source of funds for social security of various categories of the population.
The causes of high unemployment among young people are the following:

— lack of a system for distributing graduates of higher education
institutions to jobs in accordance with the obtained specialty;

— the discrepancy between specialties required at the particular
moment in the labour market and specialties which universities offer;

— low competitiveness of young people due to high costs for their
adaptation and risks of employers because of hiring them;

— the reluctance of employers to recruit young and, as a rule,
inexperienced workers;
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— insufficient motivation of young people to work;

— high demands of young people on the volume of salary;

— lack of sufficient programmatic and financial basis in activities of
the employment services for the employment of youth.

It is important to highlight that the most popular vacancies for working
specialties, which are massively offered in the employment centre are not
attractive for the graduates. As a result, these factors make this group of
young people socially vulnerable in the labor market.

To reduce tension in the youth labour market, it is necessary to work
in the field of youth vocational guidance, and develop various social
adaptation programs. Special attention should be paid to the awareness of
young people of the situation in the labour market with the help of modern
media. In connection with the need to systematize information on vacancies
in educational institutions, it is necessary to create functional centres for the
promotion of employment of young students and the employment of
graduates.

For the most effective promotion of youth employment, it is necessary
to strengthen interaction between educational institutions, the employment
centre, personnel services and enterprises. Such joint work will be mutually
beneficial both for educational institutions (employment of graduates);
recruitment agencies (knowledge of the general situation in the city, staff
selection, communication with colleagues on the problem of interest); and
for the employment centre of the population.

Having analyzed the problem of youth unemployment, it is possible to
conclude that the main way to overcome the tension in the labour market of
young people is to form the legal and financial base, as well as adapt young
people as an integral part of the policy of human resources development,
where all the parties concerned will be involved.

FEATURES OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE RUSSIAN M&A
MARKET

The M&A market in each country has its features and specifics connected
with degree of development of economy, perfection of the legislation,
development of the financial markets and other factors. The modern Russian
M&A market according to the characteristics significantly differs from the market
of the USA or Europe as it was created not so long ago and has a set of specific
characteristics. Its main lines are determined by the following factors: economic
downturn, drop in oil prices and complicated access to receipt of financing.
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Complicated access to financing along with unbalanced price expectations against
the background of instability of national currency led to fall of the market of
internal transactions M&A for 37% up to 36,1 bln US dollars, to record-breaking
low indicator for more than 10-year period.

The M&A market in Russia till 2012 had positive dynamics by
quantity and cost. Having reached a peak measure value in 2012, the M&A
market began movement down cost. So considerable changes are explained
the M&A market by influence of an economic crisis, sanctions, and, as a
result, absence in access of enough credit resources for carrying out
transactions of M&A in previous amounts.

The share of Russia in the amount of transactions in the M&A world
market was reduced to the minimum 1,3% that is significantly lower than an
average value in 4,3% for the last decade. And even in spite of the fact that
the Russian M&A market took the second place among the BRIC countries
on the amount of transactions, such achievement looks more than modestly
against the background of achievement of the Chinese companies which
managed to carry out transactions for the total amount of 491,4 bin dollars.

On statistical data of the bulletin "Market of Merges and Acquisition™
of AK&M News agency, the Russian market of merges and acquisition in
July-December, 2016 was slowed down in comparison with high activity in
the first half of the year of the current year. So, in July 36 transactions for
$2,4 billion are noted that is 2,3 times less, than in July, 2015 ($5,55
billion). In December recession was not such strong — for 19%, to $1,4
billion against $2 billion for the same month the previous year.

Though, economic crises in a big way influenced the level of M&A.
Russian sanctions create a bad condition for mergers, that is why companies
which started to merge felt themselves under the pressure and the result of
merging wasn’t so good. Absence in access of enough of credit resource for
M&A transactions reduced the amount of these transactions to the minimum
level. Since 2006 year the economy of Russia experiences an economic
instability. Moreover, Russian legislation is not convenient both for internal
and international merges and acquisitions.

To sum up, it would be desirable to note that process of merge and
acquisition depends on many factors. In Russia such jumps and fluctuations
happened because of crisis which managed to be overcome not at once and
because legislation isn't always conveniently created. Moreover, there
should be created economic stability, the legislation should be changed in a
proper way in order to support a good and prosper growth of M&A.

INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC INTEGRATION

International economic integration is a process of economic and
political unification of countries on the basis of the development of deep
stable interrelations and division of labor between national economies, the
interaction of their economies at various levels and in various forms.

At the micro level, this process proceeds through the interaction of
individual firms in neighboring countries on the basis of the formation of a
diverse economic relationship between them, including the creation of
branches abroad. At the interstate (macro-) level, integration takes place on
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the basis of the formation of economic associations of states and the
coordination of national policies.

The rapid development of interfirm relations creates the need for
interstate (and sometimes supranational) regulation aimed at ensuring the
free movement of goods, services, capital and labor between countries
within the region, for the coordination and implementation of joint
economic, monetary, scientific, social, foreign and defense policy. As a
result, integrated regional economic complexes are created with a single
currency, infrastructure, common economic tasks, financial funds, common
supranational and interstate government bodies.

The globalization of economic life is most intensive at the regional
level, since most of the firms have contacts with firms from neighboring
countries. Therefore, one of the main tendencies of the globalization of the
world economy is the formation around the country or group of the most
developed countries of integration zones, large economic mega blocks.

In turn, within the regional integration blocs, sub regional of
integration are sometimes formed, which is especially characteristic of the
Pacific region.

The deepening of the international division of labor continues.

The factor that stimulates integration processes is the increase in the
openness of national economies.

The development of interstate economic integration is facilitated by
the existence of a number of prerequisites. Thus, integration processes are
most productive between countries that are approximately at the same level
of economic development and have homogeneous economic systems.

Very important is the geographical proximity of the integrating
countries located in one region and having a common border. The
possibility and expediency of integration is largely determined by the
existence of historically established and sufficiently strong economic ties
between countries. Of great importance is the commonality of economic
interests and problems, the solution of which by joint efforts can be much
more effective than separately.

Obstacles to the integration of developing countries:

- integrating countries poorly complement each other's economies,
which hinders the integration process; it follows that structural changes are
necessary;

- infrastructure is not developed;

- differences in levels and development potentials;

- political instability.

The simplest and most widespread form of economic integration is the
free trade zone, within which trade restrictions between member countries
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are abolished, and, first of all, customs tariffs and quotas. At the same time,
in relations with third countries, each has its own policy.

The creation of free trade zones strengthens competition in the
domestic market between national and foreign producers of goods, which,
on the one hand, increases the risk of bankruptcy, and on the other - is an
incentive for improving production and introducing innovations. The
abolition of customs duties and non-tariff restrictions relates, as a rule, to
industrial goods; with respect to agricultural goods, liberalization of imports
is limited. This was typical for the EU and is now observed in the North
American region and Latin America.

Another form - the customs union - involves, along with the
functioning of the free trade zone, the establishment of a single foreign
trade tariff and the conduct of a unified foreign trade policy in relation to
third countries.

The economic union emerges at the stage of high economic
development. An agreed (or even unified) economic policy is being carried
out and on this basis all obstacles are removed. Interstate (supranational)
bodies are being created, and major economic reforms are taking place in all
participating countries.

Full economic integration is a unified economic policy and, as a result,
unification of the legislative base, which is carried out in the context of the
general tax system, the existence of unified standards, a single labor law.

LABOUR MIGRATION FROM UKRAINE: LATEST TRENDS
AND CONSEQUENCES

International labour migration is one of the objective grounds for
the formation of an integrated system in the world economy.
Meanwhile, free migration is a problem for the government in both
political and socio-economic terms. The establishment of an open
market economy in Ukraine makes it necessary to explore the
problems of Ukrainian labour migration. Ukraine is a leading supplier
of labour migrants from Eastern Europe, where the number of
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migrants over the past two years has increased by 10-20%, according
to Alex Pozniak, the head of the Department of Migration Research at
the Institute of Demography and Social Research. The
extremely unstable economic situation is the main reason for the high
level of emigration, the Ukrainians say. Low wages, lingering
unemployment, deterioration of the healthcare and education systems,
and future economic uncertainty are the reasons that make people
leave their homes. The military conflict and the discrimination against
Ukraine’s own citizens are also the reasons for seeking temporary
opportunities abroad. It is very hard to determine who has work
permission and who does not, but here is some scrutiny which shows
that in the last four years 61% of labor immigrants have been working
illegally.

The countries which Ukrainian immigrants usually target at are
the Russian Federation, Poland, the Czech Republic, Germany, Italy
and Spain.

One of the main host countries for Ukrainian immigrants is Poland.
Analyzing the statistics of the issued invitations, from 2010 to 2016, it is
possible to conclude that the number of the jobs considered for applying grew
by 6.5 times. In 2010 the figure accounted for 180 thousand invitations, while
in 2016 it amounted to 1.3 million. So the growth was enormous. But it is
extremely complicated to define how many employees work legally in Poland
after receiving these invitations, and it is quite difficult to work out such
figures. The problem for Ukrainian emigrants is also that desires do not
always match the opportunities, and if Western employers want to see the
professional engineers, they want them to be literate experts, maybe even
marketers, or advertisers. The fact of the matter is that they also want bank
experts to come to them from the insurance sphere, but everything rests on
one little detail — total ignorance of foreign languages. And if there is a
language barrier, it is, respectively, the biggest problem labour migrants face,
regardless of which country they visit. They understand that they cannot
communicate in the same language, that’s why they are forced to agree to do
laboring jobs with the minimal linguistic contact. Statistics indicate that 93%
of labour migrants work in the sphere related to the manual work including
construction, agriculture, childcare, street cleaning etc. Considering the IT
sphere and health care, this figure amounts only to 2-3%.

This year Ukraine has achieved a visa-free travel status but it has not
changed the situation radically. The visa-free status does not give the right
to work abroad. It gives the right to travel, admire the beauties of Europe
and come back. Nothing prevents the Ukrainians from buying a tour ticket,
going, for instance, to Germany, Poland, the Czech Republic or Hungary
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and just staying there. In other words, those who wanted to come illegally
had the same opportunity before the visa-free travel status. This figure was
estimated at around 10%. Therefore, visa-free travel will not lead to an
increase in illegal migration.

However, migration has not only negative but also positive
consequences. Labour migration is a factor that reduces the pressure
of unemployment on the domestic labour market, therefore, reducing
the level of social tension in society. For citizens of Ukraine who
have a high level of professional competence, the opportunity to find
employment abroad is often a chance to provide more opportunities
for professional self-realization and to obtain a higher level of
financial prosperity. Another positive consequence of labour
migration is the possibility of accumulating initial capital abroad with
the view of opening own business in Ukraine.

So, in conclusion, labour migration from Ukraine to the EU
countries has increased by 30%. A huge number of migrants consider
developed countries such as Poland, Germany, Italy, the Czech
Republic and Italy as their host countries. The number of people
wishing to improve their financial situation in the United States and
Canada has also gone up. According to the latest data, the number of
migrants to Russia, on the other hand, has slumped with the (official)
number of Ukrainians in Russia estimated at 6% less than in 2012.

A PYRAMID SCHEME: BEHIND THE TERM

In 150 years after Charles Dickens, in the novel "Little Dorrit", told
about London investors who become victim of the fraudulent actions of Mr.
Merdle's bank, credulous investors are still tricked by promises to get rich
quickly. The financial pyramids, which attract investors with high incomes
from other investors, succeed even in developed countries. The current
regulatory system of the United States did not prevent their rapid growth,
and then the collapse of the Bernard Madoff pyramid of $ 65 billion in 2008
and the subsequent collapse of several more pyramids during the global
financial crisis.

However, in countries with weaker regulatory systems, the financial
pyramids lead to even greater consequences. This is confirmed by the
events in Albania in 1996, when mass unrest led to the fall of the
government and even to human casualties, as well as later cases. For
example, the financial pyramids in Jamaica led to losses that reached 12
percent of GDP, and affected a number of other countries in the Caribbean.
After the collapse of the financial pyramids in Colombia, which led to the
loss of an estimated $ 1 billion, massive riots and violent protests in 13
cities followed, and the government was forced to declare a state of
emergency. The financial pyramid in Lesotho led to the loss of money of
some 100,000 investors, many of whom belonged to the poor and very
vulnerable estates. The damage that these pyramids can cause requires a
resolute response from the regulatory authorities, which must eliminate
them in the early stages, not allowing them to grow. Regulators and
bankruptcy administrators contend that these and other aforementioned
schemes are financial pyramids, although in many cases the legal
proceedings are not yet complete.

Pyramid scheme is a way of providing income to the participants of
the structure due to the constant attraction of funds. The income to the first
participants of the pyramid is paid out of the contributions of subsequent
participants. In most cases, the true source of income is hidden, but declared
fictitious or insignificant. There are several types of schemes.

A financial pyramid of a multilevel type is based on the fact that each
newly arrived participant makes an entrance fee. This payment is distributed
between the participant who invited the newcomer and those who invited
the invitee (the earlier participants in the pyramid). After the contribution,
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the newcomer is obliged to invite a few more people; their contributions
will go already in his favor. Thus, it goes from level to level.

Under such a scheme, pyramid schemes generate revenues of up to
500% or higher, depending on the rules that the particular financial pyramid
has established. The reason for the collapse of the financial pyramid is that
the number of participants in it must exponentially grow. As a result,
depositors who failed to bring new participants remain with nothing.

The financial pyramid scheme ronzi does not oblige the client to
attract new participants. The creator pays with the first depositors’ personal
means, after which people learn about a new version of high-yield
investment and the financial pyramid begins to receive money. The
organizer pays investors with the money of new depositors, and this scheme
works for a certain period of time.

Investors expect to receive more funds than they invested, but no other
activity, except for the collection of money, the firm does not conduct, and
when the number of investors begins to fall and the financial pyramid
collapses, the organizer appropriates all previous deposits and disappears.

To sum up, a pyramid scheme is a fraudulent investment scheme
where you are promised of providing great returns or steady moderate
returns but in fact there is no actual investment and returns for old investors
are provided from the fund raised from new investors. The collapse of this
scheme is inevitable as the schemer is always in need of new investors.
However, many people perform this scheme, as it is a cheap resource of
easy money and it is considered as successful if they can continue in their
scheme until they died. One can prevent themselves from getting into these
schemes by having detailed knowledge about their investment and research
well if the rate returns are high as compared to other investment
opportunities in the market because if something is too good to be true, it
probably isn’t.

The world does not pay attention to Africa but it is a real time-bomb. In
African countries there is the highest birth rate: in Nigeria, one woman on average
gives birth to 8 children. Soon life on our planet will become a trip in a crowded bus.
People began to live longer, health care is improving, and serious wars have not
been fought for a long time. Paradoxically, simultaneous improvement of living
conditions on the Earth means its possible death. According to the forecasts, 26
countries of the continent will double their population by the middle of the current
century. For example, 400 million people will live in Nigeria, 200 — in the
Democratic Republic of Congo and Ethiopia, more than 150 million in Egypt. The
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problem is that, even now these countries are living very badly. In the northern
regions of Nigeria, the Sahara comes and it is impossible to live there. People go to
the south, but there is also overpopulation there, therefore new people are not
needed. As a result, conflicts, terrorism and extreme poverty arise. Everybody has
primary needs such as water. Water is a limited resource that is why if the
population of Africa doubles, people will fill lack of drinking water. 98 percent of
the territory of Egypt is the Sahara Desert. You can live there only in the valley of
the Nile. But its water resources are limited as well. For irrigation of fields and
consumption by people, almost all of its water goes. According to modern estimates,
by 2025 the Nile will be actually drunk out, and only a small part of it will flow to
the Mediterranean Sea. Also, there is another economic problem - migration. It
would be very naive to believe that several billion people, being in unbearable
conditions, will silently demolish everything.

PERSPECTIVES OF THE INTRODUCTION OF THE
CUMULATIVE PENSION SYSTEM IN UKRAINE

As we know, the pension system is an integral part of the economy of
any developing country. It has a three-level model in most countries, where
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the second component — the cumulative pension — is a significant share in a
total organization of pension. In this regard, the question remains about the
perspectives of the introduction of the cumulative pension system in
Ukraine, which guarantees the social protection of each person of retirement
age.

In the current conditions of globalization of social-economic relations
the question about improvement of the pension system by reforming is
raised in front of any country. That is why a lot of world countries (among
them are Sweden, the USA, Estonia, China) consider that the introduction
of cumulative pension system is necessary due to some factors that include
these points: the existence of demographical and economical crisis and the
financial overload of the state budget. This issue also touched on Ukraine as
the state which has some problems and disadvantages in the area of pension
provision. The important step in reforming of Ukraine’s pension system was
adopting the laws in 2003 “On obligatory state pension insurance” and
“Non-state pension insurance”, which consolidate tree mayor divisions:
citizens of retirement age have to receive their money from three sources.
However, only the first level of system works in reality.

Despite the fact that since Ukraine has been independent, the number
of pensioners had decreased to 11956.2 thousand by 2017 (according to the
State Statistics Service of Ukraine), the share of people of retirement
age is gradually increasing and as of 2017 is 22.1%, and according to
demographists, in 2036 the number of people will grow up to 30% and will
double the number of young people under the age of 14. Accordingly, the
burden on Pension Fund of Ukraine will increase from year to year. Such
indicators  exacerbate the problem about the necessity of
the real introduction of cumulative pension system in Ukraine (Tab.1).

In this context the experience of other world countries deserves special
attention. One of the countries that have noticeably succeeded in this area is
Sweden, where there are three mayor divisions in the pension system. The
second level, or cumulative pension, depends on the wage of the worker
who has an individual pension account and where he pays 2.5% of the
salary. The employee has the opportunity to choose one or more private
pension funds supervised by the Ministry of Finance of Sweden.

Another positive example is reforming of the pension system in
Hungary in 1998. The introduction of the obligatory pension system implied
that it is compulsory for those citizens who were just starting to work.
People who had already had work experience by that time, could join the
system voluntarily. Employees pay 8% of the salary, and employers pay
22% of wage fund.

Thus it can be noted that the cumulative pension system enhances the
interest of citizens and their employers in paying of pension fees, since the
size of the pension depends on work experience of a person. In other words,
Ukrainians are automatically involved in functioning of the stock market;
citizen awareness in this area and responsibility for ensuring their future are
guaranteed. Besides, the cumulative pension system does not intersect with
the solidarity system: it is not related to presence or absence of the deficit of
the Pension Fund, because it has its own source of funding.

When introducing the cumulative pension system, it is worth
reviewing the issue of retirement age, because the early retirement will
affect negatively the provision of pension to citizens. The low retirement
age for the second and the third levels decreases the number of years during
which a person could increase his or her own pension savings.

To sum up, the introduction of the cumulative pension system is a sign
of the social-economic growth of the state. The main positive moment of
development of the cumulative pension system is the elimination of the
aging population which overburdens the state budget. At the same time, the
fact should be taken into account that a full-scale pension reform is
impossible without solving the fundamental problem.

THE UNEMPLOYMENT RATE IN THE EUROPEAN UNION

While many foreigners dream of finding work in the EU, citizens of
European countries are experiencing a big problem. Some of them, in turn,
in search of work are forced to emigrate. High unemployment is now one of
the most discussed topics in the EU. As a result of the difficult economic
situation the Eurozone over the last few years, unemployment captures the
European countries one after the other.

Unemployment of July 2017 in the euro area was 9.1%. This looks like a
slight improvement in contrast to the background of a year ago with the figure
of 10.1% in June 2016. In general, the situation with unemployment since the
middle of 2013 in the European Union has slowly improved to return now to
the level of the 2009 crisis. If the employment situation in the coming years
improves in the European Union at the current rate, then the EU will reach the
best indicators with pre-crisis employment in 2019-2021.

Still, the situation with unemployment in the EU countries with its
own national currency is partially better than in the euro area countries. The
average unemployment rate throughout the EU (EU28) for July 2017 is
7.7%. In absolute terms, the EU has officially registered unemployed
18.725 million people, of which 14.718 million are in the euro area. For the
year from 2016 to July 2017, unemployment in the euro area declined by

99



1.667 million people and throughout the European Union (including the
euro area) — by 2.368 million.

As for countries of the eurozone, the situation with unemployment in
Germany is the best - 3.8%. The current figure is the lowest since the
reunification of the country in 1990. Economic success of Germany has
long set an example for the problematic countries of the European Union. In
this regard especially evident is the comparison of the state of the labor
market, namely, the fight against unemployment. While in other troubled
countries of the Eurozone the population cannot find a job, Germany has
had the highest employment rates for many years. Despite all the flows of
refugees and immigrants to Germany, as well as the general stagnation in
the world in many economic areas, unemployment in Germany is not
surprising. Its level does not increase, but falls. The labor market in
Germany looks very stable, and small changes are just a seasonal result. For
the given period the chance to lose a job is low as never before. It is less
than 1%.

The situation with unemployment in Holland (4.9%) looks fine and
quite good in Austria (5.2%). Among the countries that are not members of
the monetary union the best indicator is in the Czech Republic (4.1%). In
the euro area, the highest unemployment rate in the summer in 2017 was
observed in Greece (21.7%), Spain (17.1%) and Italy (11.1%). The situation
in these countries with employment remains in a bad state, but compared
with the peak moments of 2013, the situation in Greece with employment
has improved by a quarter, and in Spain by a third. Still stagnant is business
in France (9.6%). A year ago, unemployment in France was 10%. Jobs are
very slowly created in this country.

Relatively low unemployment outside the eurozone in the summer in
2017 was observed in Great Britain (4.4%), Hungary (4.3%), Poland
(4.8%), Romania (5.3%), and Bulgaria (5.9%). The unemployment rates
outside the eurozone in the Baltic countries are quite high: Estonia (6.9%),
Lithuania (7.2%), and Latvia (8.3%). Outside the eurozone in June 2017,
Croatia was worst off with business — 10.5%.

Over the past year, jobs have been created particularly fast in the euro
area in Spain, and outside the eurozone — in Croatia. In general, the
employment situation for the year has improved to a greater or lesser extent
in all EU countries, with the exception of the only country - Estonia, where
unemployment rose slightly from 6.5% in May 2016 to 6.9% in May 2017.

The unemployment among youth continues to be a serious problem. In total
in the European Union in June 2017 there were 3,710 million unemployed among
young people under the age of 25. In the euro area, every fifth young man is listed
among the unemployed. The situation with youth unemployment is again better in
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the eurozone. On average in Europe, this situation statistically looks on average
not very bad — 16.7% (EU28) and 18.7% (eurozone). However, if you look at
particular countries, unemployment among young people in the general flow of
unemployment looks quite unsatisfactory: in Greece (45.5%), Spain (39.2%) and
Italy (35.4%). Even in prosperous Germany, the youth unemployment rate has
almost doubled in comparison with the average unemployment rate in the country
- 6.7% against 3.8%.

Fiasco of European youth in the labor market in most cases is not due
to lack of skill, but because of a shortage of jobs and a lack of work
experience, which, it turns out, can't be acquired anywhere. And no
education guarantees the possibility of breaking this vicious circle. As a
result, the previously debugged scheme of life of the average European -
good education, a successful career, a family - appears to be a failure. Why
waste your energy to study, if you cannot apply the skills anywhere? Why
create a family if there is no certainty that you can maintain them? Why
does anything at all and strive for anything, if success is unlikely and your
destiny is social isolation and poverty? As a result, the old values are
devalued. What will come to replace them and what the representatives of
the "lost generation™ will give their descendants can only be guessed.

FUNCTIONS OF SOCIAL INSTITUTES

The role of social institutes is incredibly great in our time. Institutes
are characterized by their ability to influence people's behavior through
established rules. The determining and necessary condition for the
development of any country is the availability of public institutions.
Examples of such countries are all developed democratic countries of the
world. Conversely, countries where public institutions are of a closed nature
are doomed to lag and decline. In my opinion, the economic development of
society is impossible without outpacing political development, that is,
without the establishment of generally accessible political institutions.

The category "function™ is multivalued by its nature. It is advisable,
however, to distinguish two points for its characterization, namely,
consciously formulated goals pursued within the framework of the
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functioning of this social institution (function as a task), on the one hand,
and the objective consequences of the activity of such an institution
(function as a real result), on the other. This difference is especially
important in a situation where it is necessary to sociologically explain the
existence of certain social actions that continue to exist in society even
when the goals clearly set before these actions are not implemented at all.
Similar actions continue to exist because they perform completely real
(though hidden, possibly unintelligible) latent functions.

In the ideal case, the deliberately formulated goals of the activity of the
social institution and the real results achieved can coincide. In many situations,
however, there is a discrepancy between the declared (officially recognized) goals
and the objective consequences of the corresponding actions.

If the explicit, realized, universally recognized function of a social
institution has an arbitrary (“controlled") character, then the latent function
is unintentional, often unintelligible. It is clear that the true meaning, the
true nature of the social institution, is manifested precisely at the level of the
real results of its functioning. So, if the explicit function of the prohibition
on alcohol or gambling was to stop them, to stop them, then the latent
function of the corresponding actions could be the creation of a branched
underground network of organized crime. If the explicit task of imposing
multiple, unjustified or ill-justified prohibitions on the state in the sphere of
economics, numerous controlling authorities is the task of strengthening
state control, then in the event that the legal overcoming of such instances
deprives economic sense of engaging in appropriate entrepreneurial activity
within the law. In such a situation a latent function is realized this kind of
state control: entrepreneurship inevitably goes into the sphere of the shadow
economy and accompanying corruption.

UKRAINE’S STATE DEBT: PROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS

Public debt is the aggregate debt obligations of the state to all creditors
(individuals and legal entities, foreign states, international organizations,
etc.). Public debt is directly related to the problem of economic security of
the country. Ways to solve the public-debt problem have an impact on the
country's budget capacity, stability of the hryvnia, as well as relations in
cooperation with international financial organizations.

The growth rate of Ukraine's public debt has assumed threatening
character. The public debt for the last 5 years has grown from 39 billion
dollars to 76 billion dollars [1]. At the beginning of 2017, public and
publicly guaranteed debt of Ukraine was 1931,020 billion hryvnias,
including internal debt of 689,690 billion hryvnias and external debt of
1241,33billion hryvnias (Fig.1) According to the global ranking, compiled
on the basis of the increase in borrowing, Ukraine entered the top 20 and
took the 13th place in the world and was on the 1st place among the
countries of Eastern Europe due to the volume of financial assistance
received during the crisis period from the IMF, World Bank, the European
Union [2]. Ukraine's debt to GDP grew more than expected. In 2014, the
national debt from GDP was about 40%. A critical level is 60%. In 2015,
the public debt to GDP exceeded 60%, and amounted to 70.2%, while in
2016 this figure increased by another 9%. At present, there is a big risk that
we will have 100% state debt, since now it is at 81%.

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A major problem of Ukraine's debt policy over the past years is
excessive government use of external loan capital, which generates threats
of destabilizing public finances. In 2016-2019, Ukraine should pay 47% of
the public debt, and another 37.5% in 2020-2046. Public debt management
in our country is compounded by the significant share of foreign currency in
it. Debt obligations of the developed countries of the world are almost
completely issued in national currency. Thus, the share of foreign currency
debt of such leaders of the world economy as the United Kingdom,
Germany, France, and the United States is less than 2% of the national debt.
Ukraine has to pay 42.8% of the state debt in dollars, and in UAH - 41.6%,
and the rest - in another currency [3]. Because of the fact that the lion's
share of government debt is repaid in foreign currency, this puts Ukraine's
public debt management in close dependence on monetary policy, the
balance of payments position and the situation on foreign capital markets.

When addressing issues related to public debt, healthy macroeconomic
policies play an important role. A well-developed system of public debt
management cannot prevent the emergence of a crisis in case of the weak
fiscal, monetary or exchange rate policies.

Therefore, in the process of decreasing the debt strategy of Ukraine, it
is necessary to ensure the implementation of the following measures:

= ensure efficient use of government loans for investment purposes
rather than for consumption;

= enhance the role of domestic market loans in the process of
financing the budget deficit of relatively external ones;

= reduce the share of foreign currency in the public debt;

= improve the forecasting system of the entire block of interrelated
indicators, which directly influence the formation of Ukraine's public debt;

= increase the level of information and analytical support of the debt
policy.
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GLOBALIZATION: EMINENT ALTERATION OF SOCIETIES IN
THE WORLD

The era in which we live is referred to as The Global Age. This term
expresses economic, social, cultural, political, environmental and even
religious global processes that have taken place in decades. They deepen the
interrelations between the countries of the world, increase integration and
their interdependence. These processes affect the world and change its face
considerably, and they have positive and negative effects (Albrow, 2013).

The increase in international trade may create problems. One of the
main problems is the damage to products produced in the developed
countries, which is caused by the low cost of imported goods: a situation in
which it is sometimes cheaper to import products. The result is that
traditional industries are abandoned, local factories close, and
unemployment pockets develop — areas with many unemployed residents -
usually on the margins of the country. In the absence of other employment
solutions in the areas where the factories were closed, the economic and
social status of the area is weakened. The weak residents remain in place
and suffer further decline in their economic and social situation. The
stronger residents abandon the place and move to other, more developed
areas. In this way, the economic and social gaps between different regions
in the country are deepened - these are mostly gaps between the central
region and the periphery (Seager, 2017). Another issue to consider is that
the expansion of world trade is liable to create economic dependence of
weak countries on strong countries.

The processes of globalization increase the gaps between the rich and
the poor. More than half of the people living today in the world live on
about $ 2 a day. Hundreds of millions of people around the world have
never made a phone call, never used a computer, and certainly have not
surfed the Internet. Many never even left the settlement where they were
born. The processes of globalization hardly help these many people improve
their living conditions. Moreover, the rules of the game of globalization are
the rules of the market, and the driving forces are profit and competition.
Market forces allow the exploitation of the weaker populations, and they
enable the employment of children and women in hard and dangerous
workplaces, almost without payment or rest days. The economic and social
gap between these people and a very small part of the world population that
benefits from globalization processes is growing (Seager, 2017).
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In spite of the fact that the globalization is negatively affecting societies of
the world, there are a few contributions. Some of the world's poorest countries
are growing rapidly as a result of globalization. Two countries with particularly
notable economic growth are India and China. A great deal of power moves
from the big to the small. That is, the Internet and the new media strengthen the
small consumer (Kaul, 2017). You cannot limit the flow of information or
choose the content that will reach the small person. The most important result is
that public opinion has the power to move rulers and senior executives from
their jobs, or to make them act according to the wishes of their citizens. Citizens
in non-democratic countries demand more rights and freedoms, and states
cannot do as they please within their own political borders.

The citizens of the world living in the "global village" know people
from different places and from different countries - on trips, through the
Internet, or through the workplace. Acquaintance with different people leads
to tolerance, mutual understanding and the ability to accept the other and
different, enabling the growth and preservation of local and unique customs.
As a result of globalization, people are exposed to the world and they know
everything that goes on in the "global village"”, so that everyone can choose
to do the thing that suits them best (Valley, 2017).

As a conclusion, the immense effect of globalization on the world is
evident and globalization is shifting the planet for the better and for the
worse, causing an integration of all nations and cultures, a huge impact on
our lives in all areas including economics, politics and society.

INFLATION IN GHANA: CAUSES AND EFFECT ON THE
ECONOMY

The menace of inflation serves as one of the major setbacks encountered
by African economies in spite of the various economic and monetary
policies that are implemented to neutralize its existence. It’s indeed
imperative to research for effective and efficient measure to curb inflation,
in order to sustain development and increase economic growth.

The economic history of Republic of Ghana has been marked by acutely
aware and intensive efforts by government to hurry up economic
development so the year’s haves have witnessed some outstanding results in
some sectors, particularly, education, hydro-power, transportation and
industrial enterprise.

The period between 1957 and 1972 is labeled as the first episode of
inflationary situation in Ghana, which was marked by active involvement in
economic activity of the country. Almost all the industrial set-up and
infrastructure base of the country were financed by the state. The gradual
but increasing inflation rate became serious during the period (1973-1982),
which is the second era of inflation in Ghana (F. Gyebi, 2013). This
economic era was associated with series of coups and military interventions
and military leaders who came into power deployed ineffective
expansionary economic policies, which led to abysmal balance of payment
deficits and soaring level of inflation.
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Between the year 1983 and 2016 inflation rate fluctuated speculatively
at varying percentages and experienced real stability between 1996 and
1997 at 25% and 11% respectively (F. Gyebi, 2013). Due to gross
mismanagement and misappropriation of resources, the Ghanaian inflation
rate went as high as 40.5% in the early 2000s, depicting one of the worst
economic trend since 1979 when it had a 100% inflation level.

The inflation rate in Ghana has maintained stability 11.6 percent since
the beginning of 2017, easing from a 15.4 percent rise in the previous year.
It is the lowest rate since August of 2013, principally due to the decrease in
transport and health facilities across the nation (S. Moya, 2017).

The country has adopted a credit program in collaboration with the
International Monetary Fund that seeks to lower the inflation to 8 percent
+/- 2 percentage points and restore the fiscal balance in 2018.

Evidently inflation in Ghana is caused by both fiscal and non-monetary
factor. In the past, Ghana’s balance of payment position has been in severe
difficulties due to inappropriate trade, fiscal and monetary policies.

Excessive pecuniary resource is that the single most pervasive
explanation for inflation in Republic of Ghana. A non— monetary source of
inflation is attributable to poor performance of the agriculture sector
between 1995 and 1999. Ghana’s agricultural sector grew by forty four %
however born once more to one.l % within the year 2000 (F.K Owusu,
2010).

This resulted in high food prices in the country. Food costs alone
account for over 0.5 of the typical family expenditure in Republic of Ghana.
The other dimension to inflationary trends is that inflation is international.
This is because crude hikes that affect the state of the economy of Ghana
just like the rest of the world.

Inflation has invariably had adverse effects on the economy of Republic
of Ghana, both on the consumer and producer level.

Decline in consumer saving: The trend of Inflation in the country posed
corrosive effects on consumer saving. The willingness to save has decline
due to economic uncertainties and speculations. Inflation has conjointly
resulted to uneven allocation of wealth and resources in Republic of Ghana

Uncertainty for business: It has grossly caused a downturn in production
as a result of the expected rising of cost of production and rising prices of
other inputs leading to further uncertainties. Inflation in Republic of Ghana
has conjointly caused a fall in quality as a result of continuous rise in value
creates a seller’s market.

We recommend some factors that can be used to attenuate the effect of
inflation in Ghana such as the introduction of wage control to bridge the gap
between the rich and the poor, use of Inflation Targeting Monetary Policy
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as an instrumental regulatory mechanism by the central banks of many
economies around the world. If wages increase quickly, it invariably cause
high inflation therefore if wages are controlled it will reduce inflation.

Finally, curbing inflation and Improving economic growth requires
supply side policies, which attempt to increase long-term competitiveness of
business and reduction in costs of operation, thereby leading to low inflation
and economic stability.

UKRAINE ON THE INTERNATIONAL MARKET OF GOODS AND
SERVICES

Export revenues from the sale of Ukrainian goods have decreased in
the past four years. The last two years were the most painful for businesses
operating abroad. Because Ukrainian entrepreneurs as the volunteer force
began to reduce their presence in their largest market - Russia, but still
faced the transit problems in other countries because of the position of our
Eastern neighbour. So many had, first, to find other markets for Ukrainian
products and services while improving their quality. And secondly, they had
to look for other and often more expensive ways to transport their products
to Asia. Commodity revenues fell from $53.9 billion in 2014 to $36 billion
in 2016, whereas earnings from exports of services in first 9 months of last
year decreased by 3% to $6.97 billion.

2015 did not bring surprises. The main exporters of goods were agricultural
enterprises and food industry ($15.2 billion or 42%), metallurgy ($8.3 billion or
23%), and engineering ($4.2 billion or 12%). Also Ukrainian business has saved a
significant amount from sales of transport services - $3.77 billion in the first three
quarters of 2016, and telecommunications, computer and information services -
$1.16 billion for the same period.

Raw materials still occupy more than half of Ukrainian exports of
goods and services. Despite the structure of foreign sales in recent years,
there have been significant changes. Agricultural exports now bring in a
third of export earnings, although five years ago, its share did not exceed
15%. The export of grain is 13%, the rest is food products, such as
sunflower oil, which generates about 8% of foreign exchange earnings. But
the proportion of metallurgy during this time dropped from 26% to 18%.

Prices for ferrous metals on average for the year have decreased by
4.6%. Such dynamics was observed due to enter the world market of steel
producers from China and India. The state policy of China now is aimed at
support of exporters of metal products. And the same can be said about
India. That is, cheap metal products, mainly low value added, rushed to the
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Middle East, African and Asian markets. It was reflected on prices, which
began to decline.

Therefore, revenue from the export of metals has decreased by
10.3% to $7.25 billion. Revenues decreased primarily because of the
decline in demand and prices for the main types of steel products that
Ukraine exported. First of all, on a square billet, hot rolled sheet, rebar
and wire rod.

In 2016, exports of sugar and confectionery products have
significantly increased by 73.6% to $277 million. Setting the record for
volumes of supplies of sugar from Ukraine was caused by crop failures in
Brazil and India, devaluation of the hryvnia, which decreased the cost of the
Ukrainian products in dollar terms, and growth of production. Ukrainian
sugar first came to the markets of Sri Lanka, Myanmar, Afghanistan,
Somalia, Ethiopia, South Africa, Macedonia, Sudan and China.

Despite the fact that exports to Russia from 2014 to 2016 fell by
approximately four times, Russia still remains a key consumer of Ukrainian
goods and services. Revenues from Russia from sale of goods accounted for
$3.2 billion, and sales of services — $2.2 billion. The greatest amount of
money from exporting to Russia, Ukraine earned on the sale of transport
services ($1.97 billion), ferrous metals ($548 million), as well as engines
and other equipment ($521 million).

A significant percentage of sales Russia keeps selling is flat rolled
products, ferroalloys, pipes, turbojet and turboprop engines, gas turbines,
electric motors and generators, transmission shafts and bearings, air and
vacuum pumps air and gas compressors and others. Ukraine exports the
same products to India, China, Turkey, Turkmenistan, Belarus, Pakistan,
UAE, Kazakhstan, and such European countries as Italy, Poland, Germany,
Lithuania, the Netherlands, Bulgaria and others.

Exports of goods from Ukraine from January to June 2017 increased
by 24.2% to $20.65 billion compared to the first half of 2016. The import
of goods to Ukraine over the same period increased by 29.9% to $22.53
billion. Thus, the negative balance of trade in goods amounted to $1.88
billion which is verified by the State statistics service.

Exports of goods from Ukraine to the EU countries in the first half of
2017 rose to $ 8.21 billion, or 26.1% compared to the same period in 2016,
while the imports from the EU grew by 24% to $9.52 billion. The largest
buyer of Ukrainian goods in the EU is Poland - exports to this country have
increased by 25.9%, to $1.25 billion. The second place is occupied by Italy
(+27.3%, or $1.18 bhillion), and the third place the Netherlands (+48.5%: or
$0.77 billion). Exporting to Russia has grown by 26.4% to $1.93 billion,
whereas importing from Russia has risen by 41.5% to $2.98 billion.
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The sharp devaluation of the national currency and the escalation of
the military conflict in eastern Ukraine in early 2015 affected the
curtailment of foreign trade. Then a whole year it was possible to observe
the negative dynamics of both exports and imports. However, due to the
devaluation of the hryvnia, Ukraine managed to improve the balance of
foreign trade. In 2016, imports of goods exceeded exports to the amount of
$ 2.9 billion. And only the positive balance of foreign trade in services
saved the situation. And 2017 brings a negative balance of trade in goods
again. This situation is primarily due to the annexation of the Crimea, the
continuation of military operations in the east of the country, the destruction
of infrastructure and stopping of enterprises in the industrialized region, an
increase in the cost of Ukrainian products and a decrease in the financial
capacity of domestic companies.

POLITICAL AND ECONOMIC INFLUENCE OF THE MOST
POWERFUL COMPANIES IN THE WORLD

It's great to live in the 21st century, when you do not need to hunt for
food to feed your family, when you do not need to look for wood in the
forest to warm your hut. We live in the world in which companies do all the
dirty work for us. Every year new companies appear. They offer more
advanced services, simplifying our lives. Moreover, we use products and
services, and promote the economy of enterprises. It is a well-known fact
that virtually everything that you buy in stores is produced by the forces of
several dozen transnational corporations. And all income will go into one
hand.

A transnational corporation is a line of international companies which
have control and production of products or services outside the countries
they are based in, having their branches in different countries of the world.
Many multinationals have monopolistic power. Consequently, these
companies possess huge capital. They tend to do business directly with
heads of the state. What is more, supporting certain parties and movements,
they penetrate not only into the economic life of partner countries, but also
in political life. Moreover, they can even shy away from economic and
political control.

So, the consequences of the functioning of international corporations
in the territory of developing countries can be divided into positive and
negative. Advantages include allocation of monetary and technical means
for the modernization of local industries; creating new jobs and increasing
the level of employment of the local population; a higher level of wages
and social security employed in the branches of international corporations;
contribution to the inclusion of local producers in the processes of the
international division of labor. The negative consequences of the presence
of international corporations in developing countries include: the
suppression of the power of local firms; establishment of monopoly prices;
pollution by their production environment in the country of presence;
destabilization of the situation in the labor market due to the fact that
salaries of employees of branches of transnational companies exceed the
wages of employees of local firms; the possibility of influencing the policy
of the government of a given country.

Usually transnational corporations are arranged in such a way: the
management of the company is located in the highly developed country,
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production is outsourced to the third world countries, and engineering
developments are carried out in the country where the scientific and technical
potential of the population is very high. Companies provide business to
different nations for which they are most adapted. Thus, goods are produced in
those parts of the world where they are the cheapest, but the goods are sold
where the greatest amount of profit can be obtained for it. Doubtless, gaining
profits, everyone forgets about such basic things as equality, tolerance and
political correctness in the business. No matter how much you want to think
differently, the world is ruled by money. Economic giants can dictate not only
their political will but also can shape the human worldview.

Big business isn’t just a producer of services - it actively forms the
humanitarian sphere. Namely, they can form the man in the sphere of his
spiritual, mental, moral, cultural and social activities. In general, products
and services of these companies make up our daily life. For example,
modern parents buy children's food, children put on diapers of popular
brands, which are not so numerous. Then the child grows up and it’s clear
that new needs appear. Individual, begin to consume drinks (for example,
Coca-Cola), candies, toys and other goods which satisfy needs peculiar to a
person of this age. Then the needs grow, depending on gender orientation,
in clothes, mobile devices, furniture and so on. Then the person finds the
mate and when the children appear, the needs again repeat. So to say,
constant routine of needs is formed. So, one transnational company can
include many companies and produce different kinds of products and
services for different age groups of people. They make up our everyday life
and, therefore, they remain relevant to this day.

The arguments we have presented would indicate that it entails the
emergence of partial economic dependence of countries on a certain group
of corporations. At the same time, the companies are interested in
expanding sales markets. This desire makes them creaming their interests at
the level of the governments of those states where their products are
represented. And here already, in addition to pressure on the humanitarian
sphere, the impart already begins at the political level.

The growth of TNC influence on world politics is due to the fact that
modern TNCs occupy most of the world market. Thus, they influence the world
economic system. In fact, the most influential TNCs today have become the
leading centers for taking of political decisions that affect both the policies of
states, also their coalitions and unions. It is noteworthy that these companies are
not just trying to influence world politics more and more, having taken control
of almost the entire world economy, but are also trying to stand with states as
participants in international relations, having really great weight in the world.
Moreover, in the modern world, there are competitive situations between TNCs
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and states, which in modern realities often leads to conflicts accompanied by an
uncompromising political struggle.

CAPITALISM VS SOCIALISM OR SOMETHING ELSE?

History shows and puts everything in its place. In the world there were
different economic and political systems. But now, the clearly successful
system is capitalism. The world lives according to the rules of market
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competition and the concepts "every man for himself". Large enterprises
and small businesses decide when to start, how to conduct and when to
finish their activities. Now the entrepreneur is fully responsible for all the
consequences of his economic activities. Should this be so?

Full freedom of action and decisions is limited only by the country's
economic code. Or is it still necessary for the state to direct all business
processes occurring on its territory? On the one hand, the market economy
regulates itself. Jobs are created, taxes are paid, and many positive names of
economic phenomena come along with it. But in some countries, the pace of
economic growth remains unshakably low. It does not matter what kind of
capitalization and potential the state has.

The key indicator of the success of every day of every citizen of the
country is the rate of economic growth. According to the Central
Intelligence Agency, one can see that the economic growth of the most
successful countries is considered to be insignificant, and sometimes even
negative. Italy is a very successful and popular country. It is the part of the
G-7, but it demonstrates a 0.9% increase in GDP growth relative to the
previous year. In turn, India shows a 6.8% increase. That is, in just a year,
India has advanced 7.5 times more than a successful country. It is worth
counting on a small time interval (10 years) and already immediately shows
the success of the work done for 10 years in different countries around the
world [1].

The form of capitalism that we are accustomed to calling capitalism
has become obsolete. This is understood and seen by countries that have
lived for many decades under such system. Therefore, they already
completely depart from the principles of the anarchy of capitalism and have
developed their variations in the free-market system.

The world problem of the twentieth century was the withdrawal to the
extreme of socialism (communism) and capitalism. In both approaches,
there is sense. However, then have to have substantial grounds. This is how
to study the Chinese language the whole life, go to work to the USA, and
then conclude that the Chinese language is useless.

Countries that do not live one day are in search of a balance formula.
Moreover, they are successfully approaching this. In countries such as
Germany, Sweden, Singapore, Australia, and many others, an entrepreneur
cannot open a business if the country believes that this will not be beneficial
to the country and himself. Yes, he undertakes to pay taxes and fulfill all
obligations, but on a global scale, the state does not benefit from this type of
activity. In these countries there is a general economic strategy that answers
the question where and how to move the state on a long-term time interval.
These countries are moving away from the chaos of the market economy in
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the developing countries, which itself consumes and burns the capital that
was received in the past periods for the different historical reasons [2].

It is talking about the fact that the balance in the use of all available
knowledge and developments can lead to an incredible rise of the country
that has come to this. And the system that will come out as a result of
competent penetration of one system into another, without violating the key
aspects of each and deliberately disregarding the principles of the second
order.

This emerging system has not yet been called a separate concept.
Although it is the high time and we should have done it. There have long
been no clear manifestations of these two systems. Andit will be blindly
following the countries that have shown the right to the life of the capitalist
system is already so outdated that is rather destructive than a positive
vector.

In conclusion, it must be said that all processes occurring in the world
and in Ukraine are absolutely expected, predictable and completely normal.
Now the most important and key issue is the choice of ONE single strategy
for the country, based on the experience gained earlier. One cannot abstractly
follow one extreme. It's like sitting on a watermelon diet, depriving you of the
rest of the non-replenishable trace elements. The unique political and
economic system of such countries as Japan, Singapore, Germany in due
time, India, and a number of countries amaze with their dynamics of growth.
This should be the exclusive development of each country, because each
system is superimposed on cultural, social, and many other features that may
require this economic idea to have a very drastic change.

TOURISM IN UKRAINE FOR TOURISTS FROM EUROPE: HOW
TO GET QUICK WINS IN THE VISA FREE POLICY

With the adoption of the vise free regime, Ukraine gets the bright
perspectives in both outbound and inbound tourism. However, there is a
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problem with the view of Ukraine as the travel destination in Europe, which
results in low inbound tourism figures. According to 2017 edition of the
Travel and Tourism Competitiveness Report, Ukraine ranks 88th in the list
of 136 countries in key indicators: International tourist arrivals amount for
12,428,286; International tourism inbound receipts makes US $1,082.0
million, while Average receipts per arrival is US $87.1; T&T industry GDP
makes around US $1,304.8 million, which is 1.4% of its total value. As for
T&T industry employment, it creates 214,364 jobs, which is only 1.2 % of
the total amount of jobs. [Sources: World Tourism Organization (UNWTOQO)
and World Travel and Tourism Council (WTTC)] In the list of ranks of the
countries in Eurasia, Ukraine occupies the sixth place, with the indices

Therefore, Ukraine does not collaborate with its members and
cannot benefit from the exchange of practices of ETC marketing activities;
in particular, the state cannot learn how authenticity drives modern travel. It
its BULLETIN, ETC reports that ETC members discussed innovative

ELECTRONIC PAYMENT: PROS AND CONS

Nowadays there are a lot of international payment systems, which
execute the transfer of financial assets (money, checks, securities,
certificates) in electronic or real form. So, electronic money has almost
replaced paper currency. It is more convenient and faster. This system has
not got territory borders that are why legal entities and individuals can make
payment transactions from different countries. The most powerful
associations in the world are MasterCard International, Visa International,
Diners Club International, American Express and JCB Card.

Actually, there is no country in the world, where only cashless
payments exist. The majority of countries try to apply this system.
Accordingly, all transactions of enterprises and residents will be available
for the government of the countries. It is convenient for the government to
keep track of all bills and spending, but it means that people must carefully
monitor spending and most likely limit themselves in some purchases. One
of the biggest problems is system failure, which occurs when paying for a
purchase in a store, as well as when transferring a large amount between
enterprises. The first operation is immediate, so in this case you may pay for
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paper currency. As for non-cash transfer, it proceeds during three days, so
the bank has time to fix the error. Non-cash payment can be made by a card
with a chip and a card with a magnetic stripe, but not all ATMs and
terminals accept a card with a chip. Although the card has been put into
circulation for a long time, there are still shops with two terminals for
different cards (Fig.1).

Despite the fact that cash remains a reliable equivalent of material
benefits, the card has more privileges. First of all you can pay for different
services via the internet by your card. In addition, it is convenient to take
one small card with you than a purse in which anybody can see your paper
currency. If you lose the card, it is not a problem, because it has a password
and you can block it and all money will remain with you. When you pay
cash and you do not have enough money, you have to refuse something, but
in the same situation with the card you may go overdraft. The last of the
instances is fees in the public transport. The majority of them can be paid by
the electronic ticket, which you buy by machine or QR-code.

Unfortunately, it also has disadvantages. On the one hand, virtual money
is a modern, safe and usable way to pay for something, get the salary, and make
other operations in your country or abroad. On the other hand, this system is not
convenient in daily life. For instance, you cannot pay a courier for delivery by
card, or even at the post office. When you go to the small market, they do not
have the terminal too. If you get the salary to your card, and you need some
paper currency, it will be a certain percentage of the withdrawn amount. The
amount of this percentage is disagreeable.
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To conclude, electronic payment system is becoming more and more
integrated into our lives: it is both more convenient and reliable.
Nevertheless, in order for this system to completely replace cash, it is
necessary to eliminate a number of problems that arise in everyday life. But
despite the problems of implementation, the use of non-cash payment grows
very rapidly and perhaps in some years all the world will use this system.

THE PROBLEM OF THE PLANET RESETTING AND THE WAYS
OF ITS SOLUTIONS

The processes of globalization and the comprehensive expansion of
the sphere of human influence on our planet are increasing every year. At
the same time, humankind feels the pressure of numerous problems, both of
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economic and social nature, more clearly. We often pay attention to the
current problems and rarely see global problems that grow outside our life
cycle, beyond our knowledge. And the first place is taken by the problem of
overpopulation of the planet which threatens to inflict a crushing blow to
humanity in the next half century.

To realize the catastrophic situation, it is enough to look at the
eloquent graph given below.

As it can be seen from the presented graph (Fig.1), up to 1900 the rate
of population growth did not have a special scope. In 1900, only 1.5 billion
people were registered, while in 60 years this figure doubled. Closer to 2000
the figure increased by 2.5 times and as of 2017 it is 7.7 billion people.

Analysts predict a significant increase in the world population by 2050
to 10 billion. This figure is prohibitive, which means that the world will
face the issue of survival.

The reasons for this galloping population growth are:

— uncontrolled birth rates in the underdeveloped countries;

— progress in medicine and science, which conquers natural barriers
in the form of viruses and various diseases;

— skills and technologies of survival in natural disasters.

Due to negligence and inadequate control, these reasons can be
responsible for the depletion of all the resources of the planet in record time. In
addition, the consequences of an increase in the world population include:

— depletion of fuel resources and the collapse of the energy system:

o according to experts, oil reserves will last for next 40 years;

o natural gas reserves will be depleted in about 50 years;
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o coal mines will stop producing fuel after 80 years;

— depletion of fertile soil and the crisis of the agrarian sphere.
According to experts, the world annually loses 6-7 million hectares of fertile
land. With an increase in the number of people (for each person you need
0.3 hectares), you should annually plough additional 18-21 million hectares,
excluding the soil that is left in the agrarian fund. Thus, the soil reserves
will last for 30-35 years;

— lack of fresh water. Over the past 50 years, the amount of water
consumed has tripled. Africa, to be more precise, its desert and semi-desert
regions, by 2020 can lose all its already meager water supplies, which
means that the "Second Great Migration of Peoples™ (about 450-700 million
migrants) will begin. According to the most optimistic calculations, the
world will have enough drinking water for 30 years (it will end sooner than
oil!)

In addition, the consequences include an increase in population
density, an intensification of the greenhouse effect, a climate change, an
ecological catastrophe (each person throws out about 700kg of garbage per
year, multiplying this figure by 7.7 billion, the result is shocking!) and
many others.

The way to solve this most important problem for mankind, first of all,
should be based on the common approach of all governments and states,
without exception, and every man in the world, without exception.

The problem with the population growth should be solved first and
foremost, so that the resource reserves will last longer. An example in
regulating the number of people can be China, where restrictions have been
imposed on the number of children born per family. These same measures
need to be compulsorily introduced in the countries of Africa, some
countries of Asia and Latin America, where population growth is most
significant.

The second problem — drinking water — should be solved by
rationalizing the use of water resources by repair of water pipes, purification
of sewage and their use in technical needs, transition to drip irrigation of
fields and greenhouses, improvement of methods for cleaning sea water and
others.

The third problem is food. Here, the only correct solution will be the
introduction and development of know-how in the agrarian sphere —
hydroponic farms. Due to its design, the hydroponic plant allows growing
vegetables, greens, herbs, berries and other produce without land. At the
same time, the yield of such farms is three to four times higher than on the
ground, and this type of farming is year-round and constant in nature and it
is equally effective both in summer and in winter. In order to preserve the
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soil for those crops that can’t be grown with hydroponics, new farms should
be placed on rooftops in cities, thus solving the problem of transporting
goods and planting the city, thus improving the ecology.

The fourth problem is energy. It is necessary to activate the
development of non-traditional energy sources, the most promising of
which are biogas, solar and wind energy, as well as a revolutionary
technology for obtaining electricity from lightning.

To sum up, with inaction, mankind risks to be on the verge of death
and the predicted Apocalypse will still happen. Unfortunately, one person
can’t change the course of history. Everyone should participate in the
survival of our species. And only through joint efforts mankind will be able
to withstand in relentlessly cruel conditions which make us see the world in
a different way.

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LES CAUSES MACROECONOMIQUES DE LA CRISE
ECONOMIQUE EN UKRAINE

Une crise économique est une dégradation brutale de la situation
économique et des perspectives économiques. Son étendue Sectorielle,

Une telle crise comporte souvent (mais pas
systématiquement) des répercussions sur le niveau des salaires et la valeur
du capital (valeurs boursiéres), provoque des faillites et du chémage, accroit
les tensions sociales et politiques, et peut méme avoir des répercussions
sanitaires.

L’actualité de la recherche est causée par le fait, que 1’Ukraine est en
situation économique trés difficile, c’est-a-dire en crise. C’est pourquoi il
est nécessaire d’étudier les causes initiales de la crise en Ukraine que peut
contribuer a accélerer 1’élaboration d’une stratégie de son élimination.

Ce probleme a été étudié ces scientifiques: I. V. Burakovskiy,
A. M. Belyanova, O. A. Bubrenko, K.S. Kondratchuk, O. P. Korniychuk,
I. 1. Mazur, O. V. Plotnikov.

Les crises immobiliéres ont des conséquences assez importantes car
plusieurs canaux facilitent les répercussions sur l'activité économique
totale: effet richesse des ménages, secteur de la construction intensif en
main-d'ccuvre [1 c. 96].

Du fait de la financiarisation des pays développés, une crise du secteur
financier peut avoir des répercussions fortes sur le reste de 1'économie, via
les canaux du crédit.

Les causes de la crise économique en Ukraine qui a émergé depuis
l'indépendance:

1. La rupture des liens économiques avec les pays de 1'ex-URSS. La
violation de ces relations, en particulier entre la Russie et I'Ukraine a
conduit a la perte d'un nombre important de marchés traditionnels, a la
suspension de nombreuses entreprises, puisque seulement 20% de la
production industrielle en Ukraine a achevé cycle de travail.

2. L'adoption delois qui ne fonctionnent pas, 1’absanse du
mecanisme conséquences destructrices ou non des lois, l'absence d'un
mécanisme fiable pourmetre en ceuvre de nombreuses lois. Par conséquent,
en Ukraine il n'y a pas de cadre a base scientifique pour la mise en ceuvre du
paquet de réformes économiques.

3. Lalibéralisation des prix et I'élimination des epanges. Tout ca a
epuise le taux d’epargnes, a baisse le pouvoir d’achat de la majorite donc a
favorise la pauvrete.

4. A couse de la suppression de la production nationale le pays a
presque completement perdu le marche intérieur. La preuve est la
prédominance des produits importés (principalement de qualité douteuse),
dont la part atteint en 1999 70%.
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5. La dollarisation de l'économie ukrainienne. Rotation libre du dollar
américain et d'autres devises étrangéres dans le pays a eu un impact négatif
sur |'économie.

6. L'absence de systéme financier et bancaire fiable 1’absence de
la régulation rationnelle par la Bank nationale de 1’Ukraine.En Ukraine les
methods et les moyens de comptabilite et de controle modernes sont
lentement introduits dans le systime bancaire et financair [2 c. 34].

7. L'absence de la politique fiscale industrielle et la formation de prix,
qui sont scientifiguement volables.

8. Les credits recus aux conditions defavorables et leur utilisation
improductive [3 c. 16].

Ainsi, la crise dans les secteurs de I'économie de I'Ukraine est le
resultat de I'absence de modernisation de la production I’absence de
l'intensification, des changements dans les méthodes de raisons
économiques et autres. Le rythme de la production a commencé a ralentir
fortement. Et les efforts pour enrayer la baisse de la production n'ont
pas entrainé aux résultats prevus ont provoqué une diminution du capital.

ECONOMIC POWER OF THE MONARCHY

The state is a special form of organization of political power, which
consists of three elements: forms of government, power structures and
political regimes. Government is a group of people under social control
whose are entitled to make laws and enforce them. Physiocrats considered
that the best for the government is to let things rip or in other words ‘let it
be as it be’ in the economics. But ‘revolution’ of Keynes, which happened
in the XX century, disputed this opinion. Since then, the governments have
been taking active part in regulation of economic processes. The form of
government is a way of organizing the supreme state power, the principles
of the interrelations of its bodies and the degree of participation of the
population in their formation. We all know that the current forms of
government are divided by its form into monarchy and the republic, but
only few people pay attention to the difference between the form of
government and its influence on the economy of a country. This topic is
relevant, because the monarchy was reconstructed in some countries, which
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indicates the possibility of its restoration in other countries. In this
connection, the analyzing of monarchy has a big scientific interest.

The differences between monarchy and republicanism are very simple.
The head of the state in monarchy is one person who received his power by
inheritance. He is called the monarch. In the republic, the second main form
of government, the supreme source of power is the popular majority,
expressing their purposes by voting in free elections. The main types of
normative acts in the monarchy are decrees of the monarch. In the republic
it is the law. The decisions of the monarch must be executed
unguestioningly while in the republic the laws pass a multistage procedure
for adoption and can be recognized by the court as illegitimate.

It is considered that monarchy is the longest form of state power but
the time for this type system of government has gone. The Republic as a
historical form of government appeared later than the monarchy. During the
period of the monarchy world economy, the economy of different countries
had a lot of serious difficulties. Consequently, bourgeois revolutions made
the republican form of governing the main one. At the same time, the
monarchy was restored in a number of countries in the second half of the
XX century, for example, in Spain in 1975 and Cambodia in 1993.
Therefore, there is no common opinion. There are those who tend to believe
that the monarchy is bad and there are those who say that it is good.

Anyway, there are many significant advantages of monarchy as a
system of government such as unity and, as a consequence, the strength of
the system of power; more opportunities to make any long-term and
cardinal changes in the life of the state.

There are high standards of quality of life, like education and income.
In every rating you choose the monarchies will be among the leaders. Let's
find out some statistics.

For example, the Economist Intelligence Unit rated the quality of life
and in the top ten leaders are seven monarchies. According to the World
Bank statistics, among the ten countries leading in GDP, there are also
seven monarchies. According to the index of human capital development,
compiled by the UN, among the ten leading there are six monarchies.

Here is another indisputable fact. People from around the world go to
seek justice and lawfulness to the arbitration courts of Stockholm because
of stable and understandable legal system there.

On average the standard of living in monarchic countries is 2.6 times
higher than in the republican countries. Why? The growth of the economy is
a consequence of the ability to transform rent into capital, and capital into
goods that satisfy the needs of the population. The monarchical leaders are
confident in the legitimacy of their power. Moreover, they understand that
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the legitimate well-being is based on the contentment of their lieges.
Therefore, in the Arab monarchies, major investments are made and
grandiose projects are being implemented. Therefore, Dubai has become
one of the economic centres of the world. In addition, the best example of
the economic benefits of the monarchy is its ability to ensure the stability of
property rights for everyone.

Outstanding thinkers like Karamzin, Liszt and Solonevich highly
appreciated the role of the monarchical form of government as a factor of
economic development. Ivan Solonevich convincingly and reasonably
showed that the monarchy is best provided for the freedom necessary for
economic development and guarantees of private property. He stated: "The
idea that it is the republican form of government that guarantees any kind of
freedom is the purest fantasy".

Well, to sum up, the advantages of the monarchy in studying the question
of the economic development of society are in its divine origin, based on the
moral ideal of service, heredity, dynasty and autocracy. Despite the fact, the
republic is considered as more progressive form of government than the
monarchy, a dispute between them has not been completed even nowadays.
Thus, it is clear that there is no clear boundary between bad and good forms of
government in the modern world. The form of government changes the attitude
in the country as a whole, and therefore, undoubtedly changes it economically.
The monarchy and the republic are perspective forms of government only on
condition of stable economic development and the existence of a high civil
culture in society. So, the topic of monarchization is very interesting and
relevant, so due attention should be paid to it to consider it in detail.

CONSUMPTION OF GAS AND ELECTRICITY AS
SUBSTITUTE PRODUCTS

To date, the rise in prices of gas and electricity has the biggest impact
on the costs to consumers. Therefore, the consumer should think about the
best ratio of these goods in consumer spending because they are not
complete substitutes. Each country importing energy will always be
interested in their savings; hence, reducing their consumption would be
welcome. Due to the conflict in the East of Ukraine, the Government wants
to reduce gas consumption in Ukraine.

Ukraine seeks to reduce purchases of gas in Russia, but the rapid
reduction of gas consumption, first and foremost, is hindered by old
equipment at the plants. It would seem that these factories or other
businesses do not have sufficient funds to improve equipment, so they need
investment. But it is well known how much some plants can accumulate for
the previous period of work in a favorable international environment, to
change or improve their equipment to gas economies. Not a large
percentage of the plants through the reconstruction of their equipment and
with partial replacement of obsolete one reduce their energy costs, which
has contributed to the reduction of gas consumption in production of 15%
[1].

If we look at energy balance of Ukraine for 2014 and 2016, we will
see that the country much reduced purchases of gas (Fig. 1).

Reducing gas procurement could help monopolist lower prices of electricity as a
commodity-substitute, and have a normal profit, but not receive economic benefits.

Based on the above ways of solving the problem of reducing gas
consumption and the use of electricity as a substitute item, we can conclude
that some of the citizens of Ukraine gradually reduce gas consumption. At
the moment this consumption has decreased by 23%. Further reducing the
consumption of expensive imported energy will be in the public interest and
in the interest of the whole country.

REFUSAL OF GERMANY FROM DIESEL ENGINES
Mechanical engineering is the most important part in Germany

economy. For this reason, refusal from diesel engines can influence the
economy of this country. It is necessary to consider the main reasons for
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such a decision of the government of Germany. How the county
government tries to solve this problem?

Germany tries to save diesel technology on which all power of the
German automotive industry is based. But in recent years there have been
too many campaigns against the diesel, from ecologists to city
municipalities, and also a number of the countries of Europe and America.
They accuse the diesel in environmental pollution and demand transition to
hybrid engines and electric motors.

Mechanical engineering is one of the leading branches of the German
industry. Over 800 thousand people are engaged in it. On roads of Germany
there are 12 million diesel cars. The sharp ban of diesel cars will offset stress
effects on these people. Because of that the government of Germany responding
to serious charges towards the diesel, created a number of compromises. One of
them is an electronic system which will lower exhausts of harmful substances in
the atmosphere by 30%. Concerns undertake all expenses on introduction of this
technology which accounts for billions of Euros.

But why is the government of Germany strong in keeping to the
diesel? Diesel fuel has a number of advantages over other types of fuels?
Including:

1. Profitability as a main advantage of diesel engines. Diesel engines
spend 30% less fuel than types of engine.

2. Low price of the fuel. It is cheaper than gasoline by 10%.

3. Longer durability of diesel engines because they do not wear out so
quickly.

These three benefits of diesel engines take a huge advantage over other
engines. Now it is clear why the government is so supportive to it and in
every way tries to save diesel.

Demand for a car with this engine actively decreases. So, the share of
the registered diesel cars decreased to 40%. And the share of the diesel cars
bought in Germany for office use decreased to 72%. People don't want to
buy them, because of harm to the environment and health of the person.
Also they are afraid of the ban of these cars in the near future.

So, we will consider the effect of diesel on health of the people.
Scientists have proved that diesel increases probability of cancer because
when particles get into a body, they are kept in lungs.

To sum up the government of Germany in every way tries to save
diesel technology of engines. The government actively offers compromises
to solve this problem for the many reasons which are already know to us.
Diesel engines have a number of advantages, which make them important.
But regardless of the decision made by Germany about the diesel, the
government and the largest cars companies should think of alternative types
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of engines, for example, clean hybrid engines and electric vehicles. Some
cities of Germany have already imposed a ban on entry of diesel cars.
People have no desire to buy diesel cars because of this ban. The executive
director of the German automobile club of the ADAC asks to keep calm and
not to hurry to sell the present diesel cars without special necessity. It is
supposed that it will stop decline in demand for diesel cars and the
government will do everything to save diesel technology.

The business-to-consumer as a business model differs
significantly from the business-to-business model, which refers to

Consumer-to-consumer (C2C) e-commerce provides a way for
customers to sell to each other, with the help of an online market maker;

Mobile e-commerce refers to the use of mobile devices to enable
online transactions.

DEVELOPMENT STRATEGIES AND PROBLEMS OF INTERNAL
TRADE IN UKRAINE

Ukraine refers to the countries with open economy. As it is known,
Ukraine's share of global GDP is 0.17% and its share of world exports is
0.3%. The export volume of foreign trade in goods was 36.3 billion dollars
in 2016, which decreased compared to 2013, when the figure was 63 billion
dollars. The volume of imports also decreased markedly, for example, in
2013 it amounted to 77 billion dollars and 36.6 billion dollars in 2015.

Currently, Ukrainian companies that provide services to their foreign
customers face a large number of outdated administrative barriers and
regulatory restrictions, including foreign exchange control requirements.

This is the era of globalization. What is currently produced in one
country affects the demand in other countries. Economic activity gradually
boils down to one point, which creates incredibly tough competition for all
businesses. In order to please the world, business organizations must come
up with effective, smart and the most profitable ways. This is the reason
why international trade exhibitions in various industries are becoming very
popular. Through international exhibitions, companies without the high
costs can draw attention of a wide segment of potential customers.

Ways of improving the foreign trade should include the creation of
policies at the national level by identifying long-term goals. Government
authorities should focus on particular tasks related to supply chain
management. A discussion of the regulatory framework is also needed to
ensure representation of the interests both of large companies and small
businesses by that rules. The cooperation with other countries through free
trade agreements and other international agreements on harmonization and
streamlining of rules is needed. Definitely, the existence of some barriers
protects the domestic industry from competition, but it is possible that
through reducing supply chain barriers GDP growth will be potentially
higher than through the tariffelimination. An effective method is to create
conducive environment for potential exporters in terms of infrastructure,
access to finance, insurance and fiscal policy for the foreign trade
improvement and stimulation of the national producers.

The complementarities between institutions and political subdivisions
are crucial. It is important to facilitate the strategic cooperation between
private and public structures, among domestic producers, exporters and
politicians. Strategic cooperation between different levels of government
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and the private sector is widely regarded as a key element for success.
Domestic policy can influence the export performance either directly,
through a set of direct impact software tools on foreign trade, or indirectly,
through a set of policies that have their direct impact on the other aspects of
economic systems (for example, monetary and fiscal policy, production and
price controls, investment policy, exchange rate policy) and, in turn,
enhance foreign trade indicators.

Improvement of productivity and technological content of domestic
goods and providing incentives for the emergence of innovation are some of
the key steps in the development. Also to improve the current situation there
is possible ways to consider like:

1) facilitating access to credit;

2) establishing the country's image in foreign markets (through
marketing, media, information support and advocacy);

3) supporting monetary and fiscal policies aimed atimproving the
conducive environment and contribute to institutional development.

To summarize, the Ukrainian government finally began to intensify
policiesaimedattradefacilitation. Inparticular, Ukrainian companies have
gained access to other markets through the reform of technical regulation
and the establishment of a free trade zone, first and foremost, with the
EU.In addition, as Russia has restricted the access of Ukrainian goods,
Ukraine needs to seek new markets for export and new alternatives for
transit.

Among these resources
included labor. Overwhelming majority of people migrate abroad in hope of
searching new well-paid job for the full realization of their own professional
knowledge and skills or to broden employment opportunities, ensuring
social guarantees and the best quality of life in general.

Labour migration has been the subject of intense curiosity for people
and economists for many years. This topical problem has a huge impact on
the development of the national economy and society as a whole. So we
have to soberly assess the situation to prevent mass migration of the most
talented and promising labour force. In order to give a correct,
comprehensive assessment of labour migration we need a lot of date. It
includes: statistical information is needed on labour migrants’
characteristics over time: demographic and socio-economic characteristics;
share of labour migrants in the total work force; occupations and skills;
economic sectors; status in employment; working conditions (working
hours, wages, resting period, and other contractual conditions etc.); social
security coverage; emerging changes in existing and new flows; causes of
labour migration; contribution to/impact of labour migration on sending and
receiving countries

The main factors that promote to increase migration processes in
Ukraine include: low wages; instability of the Ukrainian economy; lack of
jobs for people (mostly in small towns and villages); a good social support
in countries where Ukrainians migrate; political instability in the country;
loss of hope for a better life in Ukraine for themselves and their children;
lack of conditions for self-fulfillment (it causes the brain drain potential).

Moreover, there was no prospect in the professional development and
the unstable political situation of the country; a disadvantage of handling
large and small business; widespread corruption in all spheres — all these
factors contribute to the fact that labor migration from Ukraine is gaining
momentum. First and foremost, Ukraine is losing the young people who
have the opportunity during study or after graduation to go abroad for
permanent residence and work. Also highly qualified professionals who
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wish to work abroad where their wages increase tenfold in contrast to in
come at home.

Main countries of destination of migrant workers from Ukraine (80%
of the total) are: Russian Federation; Poland; Czech Republic; Italy and
others. According to the study, the real number of labour migrants from
Ukraine annual average of 1,2 million. It should be noted that, the age of
labour migrants grew slowly.

Under the influence of the war in the East of Ukraine and the deep
economic crisis, grow the emigration of Ukraine's population. The attempts of
the Ukrainians to solve problems in life through employment abroad contribute
to their experience of work outside the state, a strong migration network
developed during the last decades. Migration is moving of the labour
population in the best economic conditions in other areas than those where the
man lived. There are such factors: economic, social, cultural, political, and
environmental. For Ukrainian labour migrants are the main factors of attraction
are: high quality of life abroad, high wages, and opportunity for professional
self-realization, stable political system and high quality education.

Making conclusions, it’s necessary to highlight that Ukraine will have
to survive more than one wave of migration. People will leave the country
in pursuit of prospects: workers in search of decent salaries, students for
quality education, scientists to realize their talent. We should not expect that
successful reform will bring the people home. It’s a real treat for inquiring
mind for Ukrainian authorities to go to any lengths to make the most
talented and perspective labour force stay in our country.

PROBLEMS AND DEVELOPMENT PERSPECTIVES OF
METALLURGY IN UKRAINE

Metallurgy is an important branch of industry, one of the main parts of
the entire national economy of Ukraine. It forms the basis of industrial
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production along with machine building and chemical industries. But today
metallurgy in Ukraine is not going through the best days. The degradation
of technical support caused the regression in this industry

For many years now black metallurgy has been considered to be the
visiting card of Ukraine in the world. Drilling platforms, skyscrapers, bridges,
engineering facilities and many other things are being built from the steel
produced in Ukraine in different parts of the world. The Azovstal shipyard is
used in the construction of the world's largest sailing vessel Flying Clipper.
Trunk rails P50 produced by this plant were used in the construction of a new
railway in Cuba. Railroad wheels of «Interpipe», except for «Ukrzaliznytsia»,
are bought by German national railway operator Deutsche Bahn, Austrian,
Polish, Indian railways. Such trains as Bombardier, Hyundai and Siemens go on
the Ukrainian wheels. Interpipe pipes are used in the development of the largest
oil fields in North America, the United Arab Emirates, Kuwait, Egypt and other
countries. In addition, the pipes of the Ukrainian company were used for the
construction of the Dubai Metro, Dubai International Airport and the airport in
the capital of Qatar. In Georgia, the steel produced by the steel plant of Arcelor
Mittal Kryviy Rih was used to build a church of the Holy Trinity, a complex of
churches on mount Mahat, 35-storey multifunctional complexes, new roads and
tunnels. In Azerbaijan it was also used for the construction of the country's
tallest buildings — the Flame Towers skyscrapers. Ferrexpo pellets are supplied
to Japan — for the steel company JFE Steel Corp, and to Austria — for the steel
company Voest Alpine Gmbh. On this basis, Ukrainian metal is famous almost
in the whole world. Today Ukraine is in the list of top 10 countries producing
steel. Moreover, metallurgy produces a quarter of Ukraine's exported products.
Exports of black metals overtook exports in such important areas as cereals and
IT services. The IT sector will not be closer to metallurgy in sales volume
among other countries; at least it will not happen in near future.

But unfortunately, these days Ukraine’s economy faced a big problem.
Black metallurgy lags behind the world class. As it was mentioned, Ukraine
is in 10th place among steel producing countries. But in recent years, our
country has yielded slightly to its competitors: Ukraine has dropped from
8th place to 10th. The export of metal has also worsened (Fig. 1). There are
a lot of reasons for regression. One of them is the lack of investment in
order to upgrade the equipment for metal mining and it’s processing. The
peak of development of black metallurgy as an industry was during the
USSR. Actually, that is when the problem of investment has started. This is
about the decision of the main bodies of USSR, according to which the
investments were diverted to the development of only the eastern and
central regions of Russia, which led to a technical and social backwardness
in the metallurgy of Donbass and the Dnipro regions. The lag of the iron
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and steel industry from the world level is the result of insufficient technical
reconstruction, lack of domestic and foreign investments, considerable
losses of metal during smelting. It’s paradoxical that the raw material boom
in the world and in Ukrainian markets, the prices for oil, gas, ore, coal, gold
grew twice or even three times for two years, metallurgical plants are in
need of raw materials, and in Ukraine had not still appeared any new mines,
wells or mining and processing plants. And this is despite significant
deposits of iron, manganese and titanium ores, the availability of proven
reserves of gold, uranium, for the enormous potential of mining rare metals

such as zirconium and niobium.

EMIGRATION OF UKRAINIANS: REASONS AND
CONSEQUENCES

Ukraine inevitably takes part in the international exchange of work-
force. The transition to a market economy creates real conditions for the
formation of the labor market. Steep increase of migration processes both
within the country and beyond its borders is one of the most important
features of its formation.

Market transformation of Ukraine's economy is extremely inconsistent
and unsystematic. As a result, the economic chaos is aggravated.

Unfortunately, at present, the establishment of market-based
methodsof management takes place in conditions of acute crisis phenomena
in social and political life, which is accompanied by restructuring of the
economy and rising unemployment rate [1].

The problem of unemployment and impoverishment of the population
masses can be partially solved by emigration, which set in the departure of some
Ukrainian citizens beyond their borders in search of work [2]. Dynamics of
emigration of Ukrainians during 2011-2016 is presented in Fig. 1.

As can be seen from the diagram, recent years’ emigration sentiment
among the population has been growing.

All-Ukrainian Association of International Employment Companies
approves that Ukrainians also prefer to go for their earnings to theUSA and
Germany. Vasyl Voskoboinik, the president of the aforementioned
association, suggests that the emigration stream would afresh boost in
countries such as the Czech Republic, Hungary, Israel and Turkey in the
near future. His words are not groundless. Based on the statistics of the
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Migration Service of Ukraine, we can observe the following number of
official migrants to these countries from Fig. 2 [3,4].

Today, Poland becomes one of the most popular destinations for
Ukrainians, who are going to leave their houses for working abroad.
Especially this number has dramatically grown during 2013-2014 years due
to political instability in the country. According to the EU Statistics
Committee, 1055 of Ukrainians searched for a haven in Europe in 2013, in
2014 - already 14,050[5]. But this is only official data. The real number of
Ukrainian migrants to Poland was much higher.

Ukrainian migrants rush for working places to countries where people
of all specialties are in demand: manual workers, doctors, insurers, bankers,
pharmacists, lawyers. Labor emigration is an objective for the inhabitants of
both the South and West, respondents with alow level of education and
incomes, unemployed people, city and village dwellers.

Students and highly skilled professionals speaking several foreign
languages are increasingly looking for work abroad. In fact, such relocation
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for many Ukrainians with higher and secondary education is one of the few
opportunities to realize their potentials [6, 7].

According to the results of numerous sociological studies, the runoff
of the most ambitious and enterprising people is coming from Ukraine. And
this is a very alarming signal. There happen to be a particular process of
«brain drainy», and in many cases this phenomenon is irreversible.

Consequently, there are many reasons to expect an unprecedented
flow-out of professionals from all the regions of Ukraine. This process
threatens to derogate the labor potential of many spheres of production such
as science, culture, education, medicine.

From these arguments one must conclude that Ukraine needs radical
changes, otherwise it risks losing people who can raise the standard of
living of the country. Our workers have fundamental knowledge in various
spheres of life. We should direct these human resources for the benefit of
the country. The Ukrainian government urgently needs to encourage
thework of workers, create all the necessary conditions for the development
of personalities, motivate them to work in the country, and not outside it.

It cannot be denied, that first of all, it is necessary to direct all the
economic and political forces of the country to the revival of such branches
as medicine, energy, and machine building. Most talented physicists and
chemists are ready to do their best to enhance the prestige of these
industries, but they also expect to get more job positions. We should not
lose this brightly-expressed potential.

In addition, the issue of wages remains vital. In this case, only the
method of convergence can change the situation. Even the minimum
convergence of the salary levels of the exporting country of the labor force
and the importing country can significantly alleviate the drawbacks of labor
migration and reduce the number of citizens who intends to migrate.

SWEDISH MODEL OF ECONOMY

The economy of Sweden compared with economy of lots other
countries of the West is working much better, because of so-called
“Swedish model of economy. Before that, economy this country wasn’t
recognized as ‘socialist’ but presently it’s an example of right capitalism. A
question arises: How did they get such success?

Sweden is known as a country with one of the lowest level of state debt, low
inflation, and finally good stable banking system. But it wasn’t always like that.

Swedish economy suffered from low growth and high inflation and
also krona was devalued not once. In addition, Sweden suffered from crisis
in 1990. Bank turned out to be volatile and weak. A couple of them were
nationalized, unemployment growth was very fast, and national debt and
government spending were unmanaged.

For Sweden the way to stability and progress was really hard.
Nevertheless, with a help of right reforms Sweden rectify the situation and
made its economy robust again.
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After the crisis in 1990 Swedish government was trying to balance the
budget during 10 years and even after the crisis in the middle of the first
decade of 2000s. How is it possible?

Sweden did its governance again with innovative regulation. Firstly, in
1996 Sweden started to create a ceiling for public spending. It was
accompanied with superfluous purpose for national budget. These reforms
got a big support from all the political spectrum of the country. They assist
that high national debt doesn’t accrue and doesn’t pass to next generations.

Moreover, in 2007 Council on Fiscal Policy of Sweden was created.
This council is checking the decisions of government about national
finances and trying to do them consistent with a goal of employment and
growth.

The confidence of Swedish government to national financing means
that Sweden remains at the leading positions off financially responsible
counties of Europe. At the same time when governments of other countries
are trying to fix the economic situation by increasing taxes and cutting
public spending, Sweden doesn’t care about it. Sweden decreased its taxes
in time of crisis beginning.

Sweden as well didn’t stop investments in healthcare, education and
many other areas. While some countries stop these investments. Each
September the ministry of finance of Sweden usually gives its budget offer
to the parliament of Sweden. They have tradition that appeared many years
ago height “budget walk” the head of the ministry of finance brings this
proposition throughout the capital and give it to parliament himself.

In this moment Sweden has one of the most versatile and prosperous
economy world over. Based on the conclusion of World Economic Forum
Sweden (WEF) is number six among the most competitive countries world
over and keep the same place as the easiest country to trade with. It is not
surprise, because economy of Sweden is open to trade. Sweden is country
that is export-oriented; it has a big trade surplus and sale a various goods.

Moreover, maintenance of competitiveness of goods and production in
Sweden, strong growth in modern service sectors, like information and
communication technologies. For instance, Skype’s Internet call and online
Spotify streams, but the Swedes do not stop here. Over the past 9 years, the
ICT sector has grown by sixteen percent and currently employs more than 4
percent of the Swedish workforce. This sector is characterized by a lot of
new and small enterprises, and Stockholm became one of the popular cities
in Europe for companies in field of ICT.

Notwithstanding the capital of Sweden is the center of economic
activity in the country; this is not only prosperous region. Actually, riches in
Sweden are more evenly distributed by region than in any other region of
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Europe. It is noteworthy that Sweden is the only one European country in
which every single region has a higher GDP per capita than the EU average.
In this way, a dynamic economy and high quality of life are found
throughout the country.

Summarizing, Swedish model of economy was built thanks to the
lessons, which they got in 1990s during the financial crisis. Government
chose the right way of reforms and now open approach to trade,
competitiveness and economic policies Swedish model of economy so
famous.

PROBLEMS OF UNIFICATION OF THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA
AND THE DEMOCRATIC PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF KOREA

The problem of unification of Korea is extremely complex and
conflicting in modern policy. Though among the numerous global
problems, the last one is most essential process having influence on
international economy. This question will put under attack economic
development of united Korea and involve in a campaigh many other states.

Both of the republics had been actively developing as one single state
for 4500 years. However, after signing of the Japan-Korea Annexation
Treaty in 1910, which transformed Korea into the Japanese colony, they
lost their independence which became the first step to separation. In the end
of the World War Il, Republic of Korea collapsed on the establishment of
the border on the 38™ parallel between USA and USSR. Thus, since then
these two republics develop independently in completely different
economic and political directions.

Let’s consider the economic situation both of countries.

Since the first half of 20" century, South Korea determined all its
forces and resources to development of agriculture, light and heavy
industries. Everything changed when President Park Chung-hee announced
the first five-year plan in 1962 and this caused abrupt changes of economic
structure. Since that moment there has been a fast-moving growth of
economy in the republic, nowadays its pace is 5-6% annually. More than
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70% of income country gets in expense of service industry, and on the
world market it takes approximately 45% of shares as producer.

Also, the strength of economy of South Korea is production of daily
consuming products which are widely used far outside Korea. A huge
advantage of export is production of ship and marine engineering.

It should be mentioned that although the national traditions are
affecting the economy of the Republic of Korea, it could accomplish some
success in development and establishment. In the priority of state there are
social values, as well as the concept of family life. Family plays a huge role
because bigger amount of strong families helps the government to direct
national budget to maintain the state protection and strengthen economic
relations with other countries, especially European ones.

Talking briefly and in numbers:

— unemployment rate — 1.0% of population (approx. 520 thous out
of 52.25 min);

— working-age population— 48% (approx. 26.06 min);

— working-age tax rate — no more than 20% of income;

— GDP —$2.03 trln, nominal GDP — almost $30 thous;

— inflation rate — 4.2%;

— external debt — less than $1bln.

In contrast to South Korea, North Korea is a really poor and
underdeveloped country. This is apart from the excessive militarization and
the policy of the Iron Curtain. The basic fields of industry are metallurgy
and machine building. The metallurgy can satisfy almost 98% of country’s
needs and make up the most of the income. However, the primary field of
industry is mining, which provides more than 75% of people’s economy.

After establishment Kim Jong-un as the ruler, economy started to
grow up step by step, but the growth was no more than 1% annually.
Another important advantage of North Korea is having an out to sea, as the
sea products account almost a quarter of country’s export. The main
consumers of North Korean products are China, India and Russia, annually
they are imported good for the amount up to $3 bin.

Here are some numbers:

— unemployment rate — unknown (as most of people are militarized);

— working-age tax rate — unknown;

— GPD - approximately $40 bln, nominal GDP — almost $1.8 thous;

— inflation rate — unknown;

— external debt — $25 bin.
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Most of data are unknown due to that DPRK does not provide any
official information about the economic situation.

In my opinion, the main and the most essential problem of unification
of countries’ economic forces is a standard of living in DPRK. Despite the
political and social conditions of merger, the most painful situation will be
exactly for South Korea as it will take the greatest part of expenses. The
main part of investments will be spent on the introduction of new currency,
partial external debt repayment of North Korea and investment to DPRK in
the globalized world economy. It is quite possible that the pace of South
Korean economy may slow down several times due to affiliated state.

The first step will be improvement of technologies in the DPRK and
the withdrawal of them to the modern level as large part of them have
remained since the time of Soviet Union. From the above it becomes clear
that North Korea will provide the better part of resources for material,
technical and information support of the state. Then the investments into
different private and state-owned enterprises will follow, as well as,
strengthening their relations with both internal and external worlds.

Introduction of new currency will entail the number of reasons such
as establishment of it on the international market as stable, the possible
level of inflation and deflation, and also redistribution of the state budget in
accordance with the new established standards.

The development of Democratic People’s Republic of Korea will take
a long time, so it does not become a source of cheap labor for the Republic
of Korea. Summing it all up, with the unification of RK and DPRK, the
most likely outcome is that South Korea will completely absorb North
Korea, and with its own expense raise the standard of living of DPRK.

STRATEGIES OF SOCIALLY
RESPONSIBLE INVESTMENT:
GLOBAL ASPECT

Socially responsible investing continues to expand. Globally,
there are now $22.89 trillion of assets being professionally managed
under responsible investment strategies, an increase of 25 percent
since 2014. Based on the publicized results of the research into
socially responsible investment of international organizations could be
concluded that classification of SRI strategies has been improving
gradually due to innovation in the financial sector and increased
transaction volumes of socially responsible investing. Thus, in the
2012 EUROSIF Study a refreshed classification of SRI approaches
was suggested.

The seven distinct approaches identified, referred to as strategies
in this study, are [www 1]: Sustainability themed investment; Best-in-
Class investment selection; Exclusion of holdings from investment
universe; Norms-based screening; Integration of ESG factors in
financial analysis; Engagement and voting on sustainability matters;
Impact investing.

It should be noted that there is not a full list of possible SRI strategies
because they can be applied simultaneously and form lots of possible
combinations.

A description of each strategy is contained in the report of the
European Sustainable Investment Forum [www 2; www 1].

According to the research conducted by other leading organizations in
the field of SRI such as the Global Sustainable Investment Alliance (GSIA),
the UN-backed Principles for Responsible Investment (PRI) and the
European Fund and Asset Management Association (EFAMA), there are
some differences in the definition of strategies for responsible investment
but there is a certain tendency towards unification (matches in 5-6 strategies
can be noted) [www 1].

Norm based screening is the largest sustainable investment
strategy globally according to volumes and growth rate, followed by
ESG integration and corporate engagement/shareholder action (Fig.
1).

THE CHANGING ROLE OF INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS
IN INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

The growing contradictions between the interests of the countries that are
part of the "club of rich countries” and the countries of the "world's periphery"
are resulted in an increase in the struggle for changing the nature and algorithms
of existing international organizations. At the same time, there are new
international organizations that, based on their activities, adopt the principles of
equality, observance and protection of national sovereignty.

Obviously, the new major contradiction in world politics will have an
increasing impact on the activities of modern international organizations, as
well as on the progress of regional integration processes. The basis of these
processes is the desire of the states to work together to protect the agreed
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interests by joint efforts. In implementing the integration tasks, regional
international organizations are trying to combine the regulation of trade,
financial and economic policies of the participating states with the
coordination of important aspects of their domestic and international
policies. This was the beginning of the development of a new category of
international intergovernmental organizations of integration factions. Such
international organizations have been established between the countries of
Southeast Asia (ASEAN), Latin American and African states.

The growing global concerns of the present are a growing concern for
the international community. Within the framework of the UN, a number of
specialized agencies have been set up to promote the socioeconomic
development of the countries of the world's periphery (UNCTAD, UNIDO,
etc.), the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) developed by the United
Nations since 2000. This program has been updated the form acts after
2015. Its appearance gave impetus to the formation of various
intergovernmental and non-governmental international structures. Among
them are: Global Action Against Poverty, International Democratic
Governance Council, Third World Environmental Protection Promotion,
Women's Rights Protection Association in Development Programs,
International Council for Environmental Law, Green World, Wildlife Fund,
African  Development  Association, International  Academy  of
Informatization etc. [1].

Features of world development at the beginning of the XXI century
gave an impetus to the search for new forms of multilateral cooperation.
Widespread international associations of states establish their activities not
on an international treaty, but on the consensus of the participants and the
voluntary implementation of the agreed decisions (the Council of the Baltic
Sea States, the Barents / Euro-Arctic Council, Arctic Council of the
Northern Dimension Partnership). Many of them include international non-
governmental organizations.

There were international intergovernmental organizations such as the
"Arctic Five" type, etc., whose members seek to coordinate the current
activities of the participating States outside the framework of existing
multilateral international cooperation forums. This may indicate that
existing forums do not fully justify their hopes. New opportunities for
informal multilateral cooperation are opening up with the development of
an information society, whose impact on the activities of international
organizations cannot be overemphasized.

The role of international organizations in international relations has
undergone qualitative changes. From the auxiliary tools for solving certain
problems of the interaction of sovereign states, they have become a segment
of international life, deeply integrated into the system. Today, international
organizations ensure the implementation of many vital functions of
international communication and cooperation on a regular basis. In these
circumstances, none of the existing centers of power in world politics is
able to conquer its political leadership a huge and constantly growing range
of international relations carried out by international intergovernmental and
non-governmental organizations.

HRYVNIA DEVALUATION AND POSSIBLE SOLUTIONS

The devaluation of Ukrainian currency has been the vital issue for the
citizens and the government of Ukraine for the last 3 years, when hryvnia
has gone down almost threefold and this autumn is not an exception. Due to
the seasonal economic activity increase and the necessity of purchasing fuel
for the forthcoming winter, the hryvna-to-dollar keeps falling again.

Our national currency has been taking the world leading position in
devaluation for the last 3 years. And this problem puzzles Ukrainian
economists. The IMF warns Ukrainian government that the deeper
devaluation the closer an increase in debt is. The tendency can leave the
country nearly bankrupt (Fig. 1).

The official exchange rate of the Ukrainian currency fixed by the
National Bank of Ukraine went from UAH 7.97 per USD and in October
2012 to almost UAH 26.9 per USD and in October 2017

There are some common reasons for devaluation of any currency. But
regarding hryvnia, we can clarify the most important ones.

The first vital problem is the insufficient amount of raw materials for export, to
recover necessary import. It is thought that an agricultural export brings a third of
export profit annually now, although five years back its stake did not exceed 15%.
Thus, the export of grain takes 13%, other are food products, for example,
sunflower-seed oil that provides about 8% of the currency profit. Besides, specific
gravity of metallurgy for this time went down with 26% to 18%. That is why the
Ukrainian export still strongly depends on the dynamics of prices on steel, iron-
stone, grain and sunflower-seed oil on world markets.

In addition, the decline of the national currency value means an
increase in the cost of purchase of the imported seeds, herbicides, pesticides
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and fertilizers and, correspondingly, in the prices of the crops, which hit the
food manufacturers by lowering their margins.

Another reason is that Ukrainian goods with a high added value, such
as rockets, satellites or tractors, are produced in very small numbers. As it is
known, the projects demanding mental labour are more paid and successful
but are not very supported in our country; therefore, they do not make
essential profits.

The reasons for wasting so useful resources of our country are
ubiquitous corruption of officials and general privatization of factories and
plants. Of course, it can be advantageous for oligarchic structures to
produce low-processed goods that do not require foreign raw materials, but
supplement the great residual income. The size of this problem goes up
dramatically as the profits and, in the same way, taxes from such operations
do not get into the State Treasury Department.

One more reason is the total dollarization of our country. The great
share of Ukrainian citizens, especially youth and the inhabitants of Western
areas try to find a job abroad and bring foreign currency in a country.
Consequently, a hryvnia depreciates, because it loses its monetary security.

Furthermore, this financial crisis entails some other problems
influencing the hryvnia rate. People are afraid to deposit money in banks,
and hold it “in a sock™ at home, correspondingly the banking system does
not process properly and does not bring the necessary profit to the State.
Also, the growth in the hryvna exchange rate makes people try to exchange
hryvnia to dollars and euro, because UAH is very unstable. Besides, the
increase of minimum-wage and pension results in inflation, and following
growth of prices, which does not make Ukrainians happier or wealthier.

One more devaluation source is a military conflict in the East of
Ukraine. On one hand, the huge amount of money is being constantly spent
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on arms sponsoring and delivering of humanitarian aid. On the other hand,
foreign investors do not hurry to put their money into different Ukrainian
projects. One more fact is that before this military action we supplied Russia
with airplanes, agricultural equipment, food products, and in exchange we got
gas and oil. As the things changed we are now forced to buy gas from unreliable
and unstable sources and nobody is responsible for the quality. Moreover, we
cannot sign new long-term contracts because of enormous external loans.
Considering the fact that the coal mines are mostly on the occupied territory of
Donbass, the prices for public utilities increased sharply. All this situation also
influenced the depreciation of exchange hryvnia rate.

So, this problem cannot be solved in one moment. In order to
improve the situation in our country just in any way, such questions are
paramount to be solved: stabilization of the economy of Ukraine, reducing
the corruption, making the taxations get to the State Treasury Department
properly, restoring the work of factories and accordingly increasing of the
number of working places.

To summarise, it is worth saying that despite the obvious solution to
the problem of the devaluation of the hryvnia, our currency continues to fall
demonstrating the down forward tendency. But, fortunately, this year the
hryvnia to the dollar exchange rate did not exceed the one that was
considered in the budget for 2017.

THE PROBLEM OF EXTERNAL DEBT IN UKRAINE

Nowadays one of the biggest problems in the Ukrainian economy is a
Gross External Debt. A Gross External Debt upon the certain date is a
general amount of debts on all current obligations that must be paid by a
debtor as a principal amount and / or percents at any time in the future. For
countries with a market model of the economy, external debt acts with a
huge load, linking economic opportunities and limiting political actions,
that is why many economists have been paying attention to the solution of
this problem more and more often over the past decades. We will consider
the possible consequences and ways to solve this problem below.
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The gross external debt of Ukraine includes all types of debts of
residents to non-residents that can be classified:

- on four basic sectors of economy: a sector of general state
administration, monetary authority, banks and other sectors.

- in the context of the initial maturity, short-term and long-term;

- in the context of financial instruments are debt securities, trade loans,
credits, currency and deposits, liabilities and obligation under the credits of
enterprises on the direct investing (loans between the companies).

The main reasons for the state debt are:

- increase in public spending in the post-war period or during other
social conflicts;

- tax cuts to stimulate the economy;

- increased government spending on social security and health (in
those countries where the proportion of the elderly population is growing);

- increase in public spending on education and create new jobs (in
those countries where the share of youth is growing);

- budget deficit.

As can be seen from Fig.1, now the external debt of Ukraine makes at
about $114 billion.

If to compare today's external debt of Ukraine with that one 14 years
ago, it is easy to see that the state debt shows a clear and rapid dynamics to
increase its volume. Growth of the external debt can result in possible
objective negative consequences, namely:

1. Maintenance of external national debt supposes the loss of resources
from a debtor which narrows the possibilities of consumption and investing
in a national economy.

2. A large external debt can bring a national economy over to the
serious economic crisis. A country has to export more goods then to import,
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in order to pay interests under the debt and part of debt on the obligations.

3. Hasty growth of external debt can put a country in an unfavorable
dependent position from creditors, reduce international authority of the
country and undermine the trust of the citizens to politicians and the
government.

In order to avoid such consequences, Ukraine needs to learn how to
manage a national debt. Managing a national debt includes 3 stages:

1. Determination of requirement in additional financial resources.

2. Attraction of the financial resources (producing and placing of state
securities, credit drawings and granting of state guarantees).

3. Maturity and maintenance of debt obligations (search of sources for
maturity and maintenance of the national debt, decline of general expenses,
timely implementation of debt obligations).

According to some economists, to correct this external economic situation, it
is necessary to decrease the government spending approximately by 10% of GDP
and to lead them to 36-37% of GDP: it will make it possible to refuse the deficit of
state finances (about 4% GDP), and, from the new state loans, thus it decreases
the promissory loading on the budget and the threat of new default. In the future, it
will enable to decrease taxes by 6% of the GDP.

In conclusion, it is necessary to emphasize that the problem of external
debt has already attracted attention of economists and its solution is
extremely necessary for the development of economy of Ukraine. In order
to correct this problem and stunt the growth of the external debt, it is
necessary to find resources, which can help to repay an existing debt and to
provide the effective usage of state loans and decrease the percent of foreign
currency in a national debt.
