«The impact of parental divorce on the preschool child life»

The qualification work of the applicant of the 2nd year, specialty 053
«Psychology» (in Master's format) (Alfred Nobel University, Dnipro, department of
innovative technologies in pedagogy, psychology and social work) is devoted to the
problem of theoretical substantiation and empirical research of the impact of parental
divorce on life activity of a preschool child.

The family is the primary and main institution of socialization of a preschool
child, and therefore everything negative that happens in the family is acutely
experienced by the child and affects his life.

It is substantiated that preschool age is the age period during which the child
begins to actively interact with the surrounding world, get to know it, «try on» the roles
of adults, using a story role-playing game for this. In addition, speech develops and is
enriched. Children begin to actively interact with adults and peers, learn rules and
norms of behavior.

It was found that the child's personality begins to form in preschool age, and this
process is closely connected with the development of the emotional sphere, with the
formation of interests and motives of behavior, which, accordingly, is determined by the
social environment, primarily by the development of relationships with adults typical
for this stage. The formation of a significant part of a child's emotional experience, in
particular, the dynamics of expressive actions, the adequacy of emotional response, the
development of empathy, self-regulation, as well as the expressiveness of personal

characteristics of general emotionality, anxiety, sensitivity, and frustration is mainly



determined by the conditions of his upbringing and the specifics of interaction in the
family.

It is noted that the living conditions and upbringing of a child affect the
peculiarities of his personal development, his emotional well-being, self-esteem,
relationship with other people, inability to face life's difficulties. In addition, in divorced
families, the main conditions for the full development of a child are violated, which are
manifested in protection, love, care for loved ones, benevolence.

According to the results of the empirical study, it was found that there is a
difference in the severity of symptom complexes in children from divorced and full
families. In children from divorced families anxiety (31.8%), conflict in the family
(21.2%), feelings of inferiority in the family (21.2%) dominate significantly. Most
children from divorced families have a high level of anxiety (47.7%), while most
children from single-parent families have an average level of anxiety (47.3%). Children
from divorced families are more aggressive than children from single-parent families.

It was determined that most children from divorced families have low self-
esteem. They are characterized by their attitude towards themselves as «bady», which is
an important sign of unfavorable social development and, first of all, an indicator of
unfavorable experience of social interactions (unfavorable family relations, negative
attitude of parents towards the child, unfavorable experience of communication of the
child in a preschool institution). Parents of children with low self-esteem usually make
excessive demands on them, use only negative evaluations, do not take into account
their individual characteristics and capabilities.

It is emphasized that the emotional, cognitive and behavioral components of
children from divorced families have differences in comparison with children from
single-parent families. This is due to the fact that the family is the first and most
important institution of socialization, particularly in preschool age, so everything that
happens in the family greatly affects the child.



The practical significance is that the obtained results can be used to develop
practical recommendations for parents and educators to overcome the negative impact
of divorce on the life of a preschool child.
