THE ROLE OF ANTI-DUMPING REGULATION IN WORLD TRADE

Dumping is, in general, a situation of international price discrimination,
where the price of a product when sold in the importing country is less than
the price of that product in the market of the exporting country. Thus, in the
simplest of cases, one identifies dumping simply by comparing prices in two
markets. However, the situation is rarely, if ever, that simple, and in most
cases it is necessary to undertake a series of complex analytical steps in order
to determine the appropriate price in the market of the exporting country
(known as the “normal value”) and the appropriate price in the market of the
importing country (known as the “export price”) so as to be able to undertake
an appropriate comparison.

Anti-dumping actions.

If a company exports a product at a price lower than the price it normally
charges on its own home market, it is said to be “dumping” the product. Is this
unfair competition? Opinions differ, but many governments take action against
dumping in order to defend their domestic industries. The WTO agreement
does not pass judgement. Its focus is on how governments can or cannot react to
dumping — it disciplines anti-dumping actions, and it is often called the “Anti-
Dumping Agreement”. (This focus only on the reaction to dumping contrasts
with the approach of the Subsidies and Countervailing Measures Agreement).

The legal definitions are more precise, but broadly speaking the WTO
agreement allows governments to act against dumping where there is genuine
(“material”) injury to the competing domestic industry. In order to do that the
government has to be able to show that dumping is taking place, calculate
the extent of dumping (how much lower the export price is compared to the
exporter’s home market price), and show that the dumping is causing injury or
threatening to do so.

GATT (Article 6) allows countries to take action against dumping. The
Anti-Dumping Agreement clarifies and expands Article 6, and the two operate
together. They allow countries to act in a way that would normally break the
GATT principles of binding a tariff and not discriminating between trading
partners — typically anti-dumping action means charging extra import duty on
the particular product from the particular exporting country in order to bring its
price closer to the “normal value” or to remove the injury to domestic industry
in the importing country.

There are many different ways of calculating whether a particular product
is being dumped heavily or only lightly. The agreement narrows down the
range of possible options. It provides three methods to calculate a product’s
“normal value”.

The main one is based on the price in the exporter’s domestic market.
When this cannot be used, two alternatives are available — the price charged by
the exporter in another country, or a calculation based on the combination of the
exporter’s production costs, other expenses and normal profit margins. And the
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agreement also specifies how a fair comparison can be made between the export
price and what would be a normal price.

Detailed procedures are set out on how anti-dumping cases are to be
initiated, how the investigations are to be conducted, and the conditions for
ensuring that all interested parties are given an opportunity to present evidence.
Anti-dumping measures must expire five years after the date of imposition,
unless an investigation shows that ending the measure would lead to injury.

Anti-dumping investigations are to end immediately in cases where
the authorities determine that the margin of dumping is insignificantly small
(defined as less than 2% of the export price of the product). Other conditions
are also set. For example, the investigations also have to end if the volume of
dumped imports is negligible (i.e. if the volume from one country is less than
3% of total imports of that product — although investigations can proceed if
several countries, each supplying less than 3% of the imports, together account
for 7% or more of total imports).

The agreement says member countries must inform the Committee on
Anti-Dumping Practices about all preliminary and final anti-dumping actions,
promptly and in detail. They must also report on all investigations twice a year.
When differences arise, members are encouraged to consult each other. They
can also use the WTO’s dispute settlement procedure.

However, calculating the extent of dumping on a product is not enough.
Anti-dumping measures can only be applied if the act of dumping is hurting
the industry in the importing country. Therefore, a detailed investigation must
first be conducted according to specified rules. The investigation must evaluate
all relevant economic factors that have a bearing on the state of the industry
in question; if it is revealed that dumping is taking place and hurting domestic
industry, the exporting company can raise its price to an agreed level in order to
avoid anti-dumping import duties.

PROBLEMS OF LABOUR-MARKET FORMING IN UKRAINE

One of the most acute social-economic problems under conditions
of market transformation in Ukraine is the formation of the national labour
market. The transition from a centrally planned economy to a market-based
one is accompanied by increasing unemployment rate, increasing involuntary
part-time employment and development of illegal employment and labour
migration.

The problem of unemployment at the present stage of market
transformation is of primary importance. The macroeconomic situation in the
country had a negative impact on the labour market situation and resulted in
the massive job losses and increase in labour market fluidity. Growing tensions
in the sphere of employment have tendency to further aggravation and call for
immediate measures to be taken to employ as many people as possible.

The achievement of a socially acceptable level of income earned in
the process of labour activity, mainly wages, its structure and differentiation
remain the key problem. The low level of labour income and unjustified
differentiation inevitably has a negative impact on job motivation. This in
turn causes low labour activity, insufficient use of labour potential, reduction
of the role of labor and its full or partial exemption from basic life values.

Unemployment occurs when people are without work and are actively
seeking employment. In an economy, the labor force is the actual number of
people available for work. Economists use the labor force participation rate to
determine the unemployment rate. Unemployment can be broken down into
three types of unemployment:



— cyclical unemployment occurs when there is not enough aggregate
demand in the economy to provide jobs for everyone who wants to work;

— structural unemployment occurs when the labor market is unable to
provide jobs for everyone who wants to work. There is a mismatch between
the skills of the unemployed workers and the skills necessary for the jobs
available;

— frictional unemployment: the time period between jobs when a worker
is looking for a job or transitioning from one job to another.

There are the huge opportunities to increase the level of employment in
Ukraine, for example, it can be the development of private entrepreneurship,
small businesses, services, farming or the whole of market infrastructure.

The general level of unemployment in Ukraine corresponds to the
parameters in such countries as Spain, Italy and France. However, a specific
manifestation of unemployment in Ukraine is a big share of people involuntarily
working part-time, for a long time are on unpaid leave or have not been paid
for several months.

The total number of those unemployed was 402,700 at the end of 2014.
The number of unemployed people receiving social benefits was 307,900, while
the average unemployment benefit payment was UAH 1,199.

At the same time, according to the methodology of the International Labor
Organization (ILO), during the first half of 2014 year the unemployment rate in
the country was 9% of the total economically active population of working age.
For the first six month of 2013, the average figure was 8.1% (fig. 1).

The peculiarity of the development of the labour market in modern
conditions is contradictory interaction of processes of its regulation and
deregulation. The subjects of regulation are trade unions, business associations,
and the state. The effective labour market regulation suggests quick study and
analysis of labour demand and supply of jobs by employers, as well as the
orientation of the worker by choice of employment and place of work. An
important tool here is the collective tariff agreement that specifies the wages,
working hours, vacations, hiring and firing procedures, compensation risk,
social benefits, etc.

Having in background the general economic downturn, the rapid decline
of living standards in the country, and high inflation rates, purchasing power of
the population is reduced which consequently leads to the reduction of demand
for certain goods. In times of economic crisis, manufacturers are forced to
resort to downsizing to reduce costs, thus contributing to the growth of cyclical
unemployment.

The foregoing conclusively demonstrates that the problem of
unemployment is a key issue in a market economy, and without solving it,
it is impossible to establish effective performance of the economy. Now the
problem of unernployment is particularly acute in Ukraine, and unfortunately it
is not surprising, since the state of the economy of Ukrame is now depressing.
The huge economic downturn could not fail to affect the labour market.

IMF: A SAINT OR A SINNER?

The IMF is independent of the World Bank although both are United
Nations agencies and both are aiming to increase living standards. The World
Bank concentrates on long term loans to developing countries. Its policies and
activities are regulated by the Charter (Charter of the IMF). The specificity of
the Fund compared with other intergovernmental organizations is that it
combines the functions of regulation, financing, supervision and counselling of
the Member States in the field of monetary and financial relations.

The main tasks of the IMF are to promote international trade and
monetary cooperation by establishing regulations in exchange rates and
their enforcement, maintain the stability of exchange rate parities, develop a
multilateral system of payments, remove exchange restrictions, and provide
credit to its members to settle foreign exchange difficulties arising from the
balance of payments imbalance.

Is the IMF a saint or a sinner? The reality is somewhere between.
Sometimes the IMF seems to be rather inflexible insisting on fiscal responsibility
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and privatisation at a time when such measures cannot be helpful for the
economy. The criticism based on the IMF’s role in exacerbating the Asian
crisis also cannot be considered as groundless. But, at the same time, it must
be acknowledged, people call on the IMF in times of crisis. When a country
faces the balance of payments crisis, depreciating exchange rate, there is no
easy, painless way out. Whatever the IMF recommends, it will be blamed for
it. It is hardly surprising that governments do blame an external body like the
IMF. This does not mean that the IMF are blameless, far from it. IMF has
made many mistakes and errors of policy. But, they have been criticised for
both doing too much and also doing too little. They have accused of being free
market ideologues but also have been accused of interfering too much with free
market mechanisms.

The problem the IMF faces at the moment is that they simply don’t have
the necessary funds to bailout the amount of debt in emerging economies. The
President of Pakistan has complained that the current response of the IMF has
been tardy and too slow. It may require greater intervention from member
states such as the US, gulf states and the European Union. If the intervention
is carefully managed, then short term loans may mitigate some of the worst
effects of the current financial crisis.

It is possible to imagine an IMF in the future that only occasionally
embarks on new lending programs. Those programs may be limited to a few
emerging-market and developing economies in Latin America that have not
built up large reserve cushions. At most, the Fund will become a development
institution doing very little lending. At worst, it might wither away or be closed
down as some observers have recommended.

On the other hand, it is too easy to say that the IMF will continue to exist
but that it will become an institution that lends to an increasingly limited group
of countries, with the membership of the institution sharply differentiated
between lenders and borrowers. Industrial countries have not borrowed from
the IMF for decades, and it is difficult to imagine that they will ever again, but
Boughton reminds us that the revolving character of the IMF continues to be
relevant to understanding its role.

Boughton reports that from 1980 to 2004, 44 countries have moved from
a situation of being net lenders to the Fund to finance IMF lending operations to
becoming net borrowers from the Fund and back again to becoming net lenders.
He also reports that as of 2004, 58 of the 129 countries that he classifies as
developing countries—excluding industrial countries and market borrowers—had
positive net financial positions in the IMF, 15 countries were net creditors to
the Fund.

How should it be reformed? There has been no shortage of ideas. Twenty
years ago, the Bretton Woods Commission emphasized in its conclusions that
the IMF should play a larger role in the international monetary system, seeking
greater exchange rate stability and better coordination of economic policies.
The Commission also advocated concentration on sound macroeconomic
policies in IMF lending programs and its reduced duplication of the functions
of the World Bank.
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Finally, it called for improved governance, including adjustment
of quota shares in line with “the changed realities of relative economic
importance in world trade, capital flows, and GNP,” increased openness,
and explaining its mission better. In the late 1990s, in the wake of, first, the
Mexican crisis and, later, the East Asian financial crises, the Russian default,
and the Brazilian crises, public and private groups issued a flurry of reports
and proposals for IMF reform. Barry Eichengreen (1999) provides a nice
summary of the debate on reform of the international financial architecture
as of the late 1990s along with some proposals of his own. Robert Rubin and
Jacob Weisberg (2003) provide an insider’s view of the initial evolution of
the debate on the international financial architecture.

Foreign loans are an integral part for the development programs in
the developing countries. Investing the loan in the profitable projects those
countries supposed to attain the sustainability. The sustainability here means
that they do not have to rely on the foreign loans anymore, able to reduce the
gap in the balance of payments, generate enough income for the population
to reduce the poverty, although in reality the loans a reutilizing for financing
current consumption. Therefore, the reasons for which the loans are not
achieving rather it create addiction for more loans Sobhan, R. (1998). Donors
are attaching the conditionalies to ensure proper utilisation of the loan and
prescribing the reform programs for developing countries.

THE INTERRELATION BETWEEN MACROECONOMIC
CURRENCY RISKS AND MAIN FACTORS OF EXHANGE RATE
ESTABLISHING IN UKRAINE

Ukraine faces macroeconomic currency risks in case of an unexpected
changes in exchange rate, the purchasing power parity or exchange rates
conditions, even at constant exchange rate. Monetary and exchange rate policy
ofthe National bank of Ukraine is a part ofmonetary policy and hence the overall
government macroeconomic policy. Thus, a prerequisites for the effective
exchange rate policies is the need to identify the key factors involved in the
exchange rate of Ukraine currency, which at the same time are macroeconomic
factors of currency risks.

It is necessary to analyze the interrelation between macroeconomic
currency risks and main factors of UAH exchange rate forming.

To analyze the impact of macroeconomic currency risk on UAH
exchange rate the three stages of development of monetary and exchange
rate policieswere allocated because the conditions of formation and dynamics
of UAH exchange ratewithin different periods have significant differences.
Research showed that during the adaptation phase of UAH exchange rate
forming influenced factors that increased the demand for foreign currency
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and offer UAH, in particular foreign trade deficit. Factors of increasing the
supply of foreign exchange at this stage were foreign exchange intervention
of NBU. The main factors of UAH devaluation on the crisis stage were on the
global financial crisis, mistakes in monetary and exchange rate policies, the
growth of the external public debt and budget deficit. Thereare the following
factor of formation of UAH exchange on the stabilization phase: GDP growth,
positive macroeconomic dynamics.

Thus, the currency exchange rate factors in Ukraine, which at the same
time are factors of macroeconomic currency risk can be regarded as the balance
of trade, export and import dynamics, international reserves of the NBU, the
volume of interventions NBU, inflation, the amount of external public debt,
gross domestic product and the money supply.The analysis of interrelation
macroeconomic currency risks and main factors of exchange rate establishing
in Ukraine can serve as a basis for public policy macroeconomic management
of foreign exchange risks in order to neutralize their impact on the national
economy of Ukraine.

THE PLACE OF UKRAINE IN THE PROCESS OF GLOBALIZATION

Globalization is a relatively recent phenomenon that has an enormous
influence on the future of our planet. It elicits contradictory reactions from
economists, politicians, scientists and ordinary people. In addition to its
benefits, globalization has dangers and risks. It is responsible for environmental
problems, the population explosion, extreme poverty, mass unemployment, etc.

But what does globalization mean for different countries? Most
commentators agree that two types of globalization are underway in today’s
world. One of them (the only one, according to many) is Westernization or
rather the imposition of Western norms, values and advances in science and
technology as the only recipe for survival in the modern world.

However, there is a different type of globalization that is often overlooked —
one centered in a local, indigenous civilization. Large countries such as Russia,
China and India are the centers of powerful processes of integration. These
countries maintain economic and cultural relations with at least twenty to thirty
countries around them. In their cases, we are witnessing a discernible, but
different, form of the globalization phenomenon.

Ukraine must choose which globalization path to take. It seemed to be
stuck in a transition phase far behind the developed nations, and the prospect
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of ‘entering the global community’ seemed utopian. Ukraine’s profile in the
international arena was very modest and few people beyond the former Soviet
space were aware of its existence — a state of affairs at odds with its central
position on the geopolitical map of Europe and the world.

The events of the Orange Revolution in December 2004 opened up new
opportunities not only for Ukraine but for neighboring states as well. The
Ukrainian people captured the world’s imagination with their struggle to find
a decent place for their country in the ‘international community of nations’. At
the same time, the Orange Revolution highlighted the problem of conflicting
attitudes towards Russia, the EU and the USA and their role in the civilization
development of Ukraine.

Ukraine can enter economic and political associations in Eastern Europe.
But it must do so with its own strategy and according to its interests. Ukraine
has the opportunity to represent the interests of universal globalization in the
local civilization globalization that has Russia at its centre. This is not wishful
thinking nor is it simply Ukrainian patriotism. Historically, Ukraine has always
been a vehicle of Western influence in Eastern Europe.

Ukraine today has a chance to reclaim its historical mission as a vehicle of
Western ideas to the East and the local civilization region centering on Russia.
However, this must not come at the expense of its relations with the rest of
the world. For a country such as Ukraine globalization is a great temptation
and a great risk as well. Ukraine does not have any alternative to universal
globalization, because in the modern world isolation means backwardness
and underdevelopment. The challenge is to find and occupy our niche in this
globalizing world.

Ukraine has a highly advantageous geopolitical location, which it
must exploit fully. Currently, the Ukrainian economy is completing the first
stage of its transition to stabilization, establishing the legal and institutional
framework of an open market-oriented system. The main challenge now is to
consolidate these hard-won gains and deepen the process of structural reform,
thereby providing solid foundations for sustained growth and improved living
standards. Leading international financial and economic institutions — the IMF,
the World Bank and EU bodies — want to help us move from stagnation to
engagement with the outside world.

Success in this enterprise depends on taking advantage of opportunities
and on a pragmatic approach in foreign affairs. Ukraine must pursue
consistent, strategically predictable policies in the interests of its people.
In this connection, integration with Europe is the foundation for addressing
key priorities such as strengthening national security, ensuring economic
progress, consolidating democratic values and human rights, and conducting
an efficient regional foreign policy. It is important also to encourage
international cooperation in science, culture and education, and in particular
the participation of Ukrainian intellectual and creative circles in common
regional and global projects.

The developed world would like to see a strong Ukraine, one that is an
integral member of the international community. For its part, Ukraine must
do all it can to meet the challenges of transition and become a valued and
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constructive player. Ultimately, our fate depends on us. If we take advantage of
our opportunities, we will benefit greatly — and so will others.

FORMS OF INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION
AND MAIN TRENDS OF THEIR DEVELOPMENT

Modern development of the world economy accompanied by the
development of various forms of international cooperation, which is a system
development of diverse economic, scientific, technical, organizational, and
industrial relations between economic entities of different countries based on
the principles of independence, equality, and mutual advantage. Essentially the
process represents the intensification of the international division of labor. The
scientific and technological revolution, which has accelerated the international
division of labor, and the growing economic strength of the entire world system
have increased the importance of international economic cooperation.

International economic cooperation among the countries developed from
simple forms of trade and exchange. At the imperialist stage, there arose a
complex and diverse system of international industrial ties between monopolies
and monopolistic associations (such as international cartels, syndicates, and
concerns), and intergovernmental economic unions were formed.

International economic cooperation includes foreign trade, credit relations,
cooperation between countries in extracting natural resources, compensation
arrangements, and extensive scientific and technical cooperation — for example,
trade in licenses to produce certain goods and to use certain technological
methods, joint scientific studies, and collaboration on major technical projects,
in the construction of plants and other enterprises, in geological exploration,
and in training national personnel.

The main forms of international economic cooperation are: international
trade; international capital flows; international labor migration; international
technology transfer; international monetary relations; international credit
relations. At the present stage of international economic relations crucial role
played by international trade. International trade — a trade between the countries,
which consists of imports and exports of goods and services. It creates a lot of
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advantages that promote the economic development of individual countries,
promoting new ideas and technologies.

Regional financial integration is significant in increasing trade and
venture in developing nations. Developing nations are able to strive to endorse
economic incorporation and reinforce economic and practical cooperation
among them. These attempts are encouraged and supported by the developed
nations, as well as by the international institutions.

International cooperation is good in that developed nations who influence
the world economic development and the international financial environment
profoundly will try and support the developing countries. They continue their
efforts in terms of political systems, laws on human rights to promote continued
development and to narrow disparities in a way that can profit the developing
nations.

International economic cooperation ensures that new and additional
economic resources are directed to developing nations. Effective modalities
for positive access to, and relocation of, environmentally friendly technologies,
especially developing nations, as well as on concessional and special terms, are
examined. Multilateral economic institutions are in a position to react to the
rising development requirements of developing nations. International economic
cooperation provides enough resources to keep up long-term development, to
assist structural improvement and to fund programs to ease the adverse social
outcomes of adjustments for poor and susceptible groups. Rapid scientific and
technological progress, the increased scale of production, and the economic
goals require more rapid modernization of many enterprises and even entire
industries, creating many opportunities for the development of scientific and
technical cooperation.

Research and technology progress has always been the determining
factor of the economic international cooperation development. Under
the globalization conditions, it has acquired the game-changing level of
influence. The global economy formation taking place is characterized by the
national markets availability, particularly for high-tech; the world technology
competition; further international specialization; high capital mobility; fast
innovation technologies transfer. Thus, the modern economic cooperation
acquires more and more innovation nature. In this respect, the problem of
the world innovation economic international cooperation development is
topical, and studying the today’s trends of this process has great scientific and
practical significance.

So, the various forms of international economic cooperation enable the
countries to benefit economically from specialization and cooperation within
the scope of the world-wide division of labor, to bring natural resources into
the economy more rapidly, and to accelerate the economic development of each
country. A significant growth in the production of high-quality export goods
allows the countries to compete successfully on the world market with firms in
the different countries, to increase their sales and the influx of foreign currency,
to raise the general quality of goods in the country, to increase output, and
thereby to accomplish more effectively and rapidly their main task — that of
raising the people’s material and cultural living standard.
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JAPAN AS A MARKET TO INVEST

One of the fundamental characteristics of the current stage of economic
globalization is the internationalization of production and the formation of
international production systems that, in fact, represent cross-national economic
complexes. The subjects of this process are the transnational corporations that
dictate the conditions of competition on world markets for goods and services.
At the macro level, the activities of TNCs are reflected primarily (though not
exclusively) in the movement of foreign direct investment (FDI). Openness
of certain countries to receive foreign direct investment, the impact of foreign
capital in the national economy and competitive conditions, particularly the
interaction of national companies with foreign in the domestic market — all this
is an important manifestation and at the same time an indicator of globalization,
both globally and at the level of countries and regions.

Japan, being one of the largest economies in the world and one of the
leading exporters of FDI, however, until recently, de jure and de facto remained
relatively closed to foreign investment. The main reasons for minor, compared
to the scale of the economy, FDI inflow to Japan, is relatively «closed» domestic
market and the high cost of production in the country. Despite such political
policy of Japanese market protection that took place till 1990s, the situation
has now changed: the Japanese government announced a policy to attract
foreign investment into the country, Japanese companies are increasingly
active and interact with foreign partners and competitors, not only abroad and
in the country, and there is a diversification of such interaction. However, the
promotion of Japan in the direction of greater openness of the capital market
implies a number of changes in public policy, corporate governance, and finally
creates a new competitive environment.

Despite the Government's measures, foreign entrepreneurs in surveys
continue to point to such adverse features of the investment climate in Japan,
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such as high property prices, closed business practices and the complexity
of the administrative procedures, and it seems that Japan will go a long way,
before it really becomes the center of attraction for international business.

However, the trend is important here: there are shifts in economic
cooperation of Japan to the outside world and developments relating to the
nature of the country's participation in the globalization process. The country
seems to be «decided» to make a new step towards the liberalization of its
economic life, increasing openness of the market and derive some benefit from
the inevitable consequences of globalization.

The combination of a number of objective factors and the first results
of public policy have led to some increase in the inflow of foreign direct
investment in Japan in the early years of the new millennium. However, the
positive indicators of the dynamics of inflow and accumulation of FDI in Japan
(before the crisis of 2008-2010 and disaster in 2011) should not be misleading.
The starting level of the process was very low. Therefore, at the present time
the cumulative volume of FDI in Japan is lower than in other industrialized
countries and do not correspond to the scale of the economy.

A deterrent effect on the growth of foreign investment in Japan has a
number of characteristics that are inherent in the Japanese market, which is
very difficult or even impossible to neutralize. Among them — the high cost
of labor, land acquisition and construction, high transaction costs, language
barriers, the relative closeness of the business structure of Japan and Japanese
society as a whole, the high cost of living in Japan.

It is important to bear in mind that the inflow-outflow of FDI, as well
as their accumulation depends largely on the strategy and policy of large
foreign companies in the country, because the size of individual transactions
may be so great that it can significantly change macroeconomic indicators. In
general, the most important conclusion about the growth prospects of FDI in
Japan is that the Japanese government set to a specific vector of policy in this
area, which, however, does not guarantee the activation of Japanese TNCs
direction, although the potential attractiveness of the Japanese market is quite
high.

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WHY IS UKRAINE'S ECONOMY IN SUCH A MESS?

Ukraine’s problems are not just political. In recent weeks its economy has
taken a hammering. The economic turmoil reflects recent political instability.
But Ukraine’s economic problems were long in the making. Crooked economic
policy, distaste for reform and widespread corruption have brought the country
to its knees.
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According to established perceptions, Ukraine is facing a more or less
classical balance of payments crisis that resulted in a public debt and banking
crisis. There are international financial institutions whose aim is to handle
such crises but they are not well suited to deal with the political aspects of the
Ukrainian situation.

In the past year, the national currency, the hryvnia, lost more than two
thirds of its value against the dollar.

Ukraine’s economy (its gross domestic product), shrank by 7 percent last
year — a decline exceeded only by South Sudan and Libya. Inflation roared at
25 percent last year and will remain in double digits throughout this year. The
country’s foreign currency reserves, for a nation as populous as France, have
shrunk to a level that could cover only about five weeks of imports (economists
say a healthy economy needs six months’ worth of reserves, and a level of three
months signals a crisis).

Ukraine’s problems can be cast in the following way:

— Ukraine badly needs international assistance because it has experienced
shocks that have resulted in a financial crisis;

— since Ukraine is not yet a member of the EU, European institutions
(like the European Commission and the European Central Bank) played only a
secondary part in providing assistance to it;

—since Ukraine has had a poor track record with previous IMF programs,
the official lenders insisted that Ukraine should receive assistance only as a
reward for clear evidence of deep structural reform, not as an inducement to
undertake these reforms.

This crisis directly threatens Ukraine’s ability to fund its own defense.
As dangerous, it is forcing the government to slow down the critical process
of reforming what was measured again last year as Europe’s most corrupt
economy. This is politically dangerous, for last year’s Maidan movement and
two national elections underscored anti-corruption reform as the first demand
of most Ukrainians. And it’s also the primary demand of Ukraine’s friends
abroad.

There might still be a way to solve the Ukrainian economic crisis
immediately after completion of the civil war:

— development of innovations directed on the fight against bribery.

— attraction of foreign investments. Success in attracting FDI can
potentially release many local development benefits.

— commodity export development which will help to raise the income of
the state.

The business deregulation facilitating business in the country. It will
considerably simplify procedure of registration of the allowing documents for
economic activity.

It should be noted that one of the main conditions of a safe exit of the
country from crisis is a stabilizing the external debt-to-GDP.

The majority of the European countries support Ukraine and are ready to
help it to cease military operations. The European Commission is determined to
make sure that Ukraine has all the support it needs, in the short and long term, to
undertake the political and economic reforms that are necessary to consolidate
a democratic, independent, united and prosperous Ukraine. But Ukraine cannot
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rely only on Europe, it is obvious that reforms are the only path for Ukraine
now, not only to develop but also to survive.

PROBLEMS OF AN INTEGRATION OF UKRAINE
IN THE WORLD COMMUNITY

At a time when the international division of labor led to the formation
of the world economy, no country in the world can provide high efficiency
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of its domestic production, if it isn’t integrated in one way or another in the
production world. This directly applies to Ukraine.

What are the real chances of Ukraine to such integration?

1. The world economy — a holistic economic organism that serves the
material basis of the international community of states, which have already
formed a certain relationship of supply and demand, competition and monopoly,
macroeconomic equilibrium. Therefore, the inclusion of new states —a complex
and lengthy process.

2. Hampered the integration of the national economy of Ukraine in the
world economy and the fact that Ukraine, as a sovereign state has no experience
in building economic ties with the international community.

3. A significant barrier to entry Ukraine into the global economy is that
it eliminated the structure by which foreign trade was done in the past. New
as foreign bodies (Ministry of Foreign Affairs, State Customs Committee,
the National Bank of Ukraine, etc.) is not authoritative and competent, and
therefore ineffective.

At the same time stand by global integration processes Ukraine cannot
because, firstly, these processes determine the direction and prospects of the
global economy and society as a whole. Second, Ukraine's economy is in crisis,
which come out of it, as the experience of six years alone cannot. Therefore,
development of foreign scientific, technical, monetary, and financial relations
of Ukraine with the world community can be one of the most important factors
in stabilizing the economy.

Ukraine has always had close economic ties with the countries of the
world. Now its inclusion in the global economy has the features related to the
status of independence. The new status has necessitated the creation of a new
legal framework of foreign economic relations.

Integration of Ukraine into the world economy is not an end in itself. It
should provide increased efficiency of national economic system as a result of
the most profitable use of resources that are relatively redundant in the country,
on the one hand, and on the other by the saturation of national economic
resources, which is very little, but without which it cannot function.

As a result, foreign economic relations Ukraine nowadays characterized
by negative trends. This is particularly evident in interstate commerce. Firstly
significantly reduced the volume of exports Ukraine. Second, in Ukraine
dominated export fuel and commodity prices, and the share of machinery
and equipment is very small. Third, almost no exports products produced
under contracts of international specialization and cooperation in production,
indicating that the low participation of Ukraine in the international division
of labor. Fourth, a small share in export of products of modern technology,
technology licenses. Fifth, a large share of exports barter (70-80%). Note that
private firms and individuals to unfavorable state conditions usually carry out
barter. It is almost a form of primitive accumulation of capital, in which, on the
one hand, there is a theft of national wealth, and the other — criminal enrichment
of individuals.

Countries with
large endowments of oil and gas often perform worse in terms of economic
development than do countries with fewer resources, which is often referred
to as the “resource curse” in the literature. Strange as it might seem, but
despite the prospects of wealth and opportunity that arise from the discovery
and extraction of oil, such endowments might impede rather than enhance
sustainable development. To overcome the “curse” oil-rich countries should
develop and implement a policy on managing big flows of money derived from
oil extraction. The bright example of a country successfully managing its oil
money flows is Norway.

First of all, The Government Pension Fund of Norway comprises two
entirely separate sovereign wealth funds owned by the Government of Norway:

1) the Government Pension Fund Global (formerly The Government
Petroleum Fund);

2) the Government Pension Fund Norway (formerly The National
Insurance Scheme Fund).

The Government Pension Fund Global is a fund into which the surplus
wealth produced by Norwegian petroleum income is deposited. The fund is
commonly referred to as The Oil Fund. As of the valuation in June 2014, it
was the largest pension fund in the world, although it is not actually a pension
fund as it derives its financial backing from oil profits and not pension
contributions. As of 30 September 2014 its total value is NOK 5.534 trillion
($857.1 billion), holding one percent of global equity markets. With 1.78
percent of European stocks, it is said to be the largest stock owner in Europe.

The purpose of the petroleum fund is to invest parts of the large surplus
generated by the Norwegian petroleum sector, generated mainly from taxes of
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companies, but also payment for license to explore as well as the State’s Direct
Financial Interest and dividends from partly state-owned company ‘“Statoil”.
Current revenue from the petroleum sector is estimated to be at its peak period
and to decline over the next decades. The Petroleum Fund was established
in 1990 after a decision by the country’s legislature to counter the effects of
the forthcoming decline in income and to smooth out the disruptive effects of
highly fluctuating oil prices.

The fund is managed by Norges Bank Investment Management (NBIM),
a part of the Norwegian Central Bank on behalf of the Ministry of Finance. It
is currently the largest pension fund in Europe and is larger than the California
public-employees pension fund (CalPERS), one of the largest public pension
funds in the United States. The Norwegian Ministry of Finance forecasts that
the fund will reach NOK 4.3 trillion ($717 billion) by the end 0f 2014 and NOK
6 trillion ($1 trillion) by the end of 2019.

Since 1998 the fund has been allowed to invest up to 40 percent of its
portfolio in the international stock market. In June 2009, the ministry decided to
raise the stock portion to 60 percent. In May 2014, the Central bank Governor
proposed raising the rate to 70 percent. The Norwegian Government planned
that up to 5 percent of the fund should be invested in real estate, beginning in
2010.

Norway’s sovereign wealth fund is taking steps to become more active
in proxy voting. In the second quarter of 2013, the sovereign fund voted in
6,078 general meetings as well as 239 shareholder proposals on environmental
and social issues. Norway’s Government Pension Fund Global (GPFG) has
the potential to greatly influence the corporate governance market in Europe —
possibly China as well.

Due to the large size of the fund relative to the low number of people
living in Norway (5.1 million people in 2014), the Petroleum Fund has become
a hot political issue, dominated by three main issues:

1) whether the country should use more of the petroleum revenues for
the state budget instead of saving the funds for the future. The main matter
of debate is to what degree increased government spending would increase
inflation;

2) whether the high level of exposure (around 60 percent in 2008) to
the highly volatile stock market is financially safe. Others claim that the high
diversification and extreme long term of the investments will dilute the risk and
that the state is losing considerable amounts of money due to the low investment
percentage in the stock market;

3) whether the investment policy of the Petroleum Fund is ethical.

Part of the investment policy debate is related to the discovery of several
cases of investment by The Petroleum Fund in highly controversial companies,
involved in businesses such as arms production and tobacco. The Petroleum
Fund’s Advisory Council on Ethics was established 19 November 2004 by
royal decree. Accordingly, the Ministry of Finance issued a new regulation
on the management of the Government Petroleum Fund which also includes
ethical guidelines. According to its ethical guidelines, the Norwegian pension
fund cannot invest money in companies that directly or indirectly contribute to
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killing, torture, deprivation of freedom, or other violations of human rights in
conflict situations or wars.

The Government Pension Fund — Norway was established by the National
Insurance Act in 1967 under the name National Insurance Scheme Fund. This
fund continues to be managed by a separate board and separate government
entity. The Government Pension Fund — Norway had a value of NOK 106.9
billion. Unlike the Global division, it is instructed to invest in domestic
companies on the stock market, predominantly on Oslo Stock Exchange. Due
to this, the Government Pension Fund — Norway is a key stock owner in many
large Norwegian companies.

In conclusion it should be said that, Norway Pension Fund is a great
example of the policy for the big revenues gained from the rich capacities of
fossil fuels such as — oil and gas. By a great management of such big amounts
of money, Norway not only influences the development of global economy
and technology, but also invests in itself. Doing so, it provides its citizens with
the highest GDP per capita in Europe, which is $161,660 and dramatically
improves level of live in Norway giving not only today’s society, but also
future generations an opportunity to prosper.

THE PROBLEMS OF INTEGRATION OF UKRAINE
INTO THE WORLD COMMUNITY

At the time when the international division of labor has led to the
formation of the world economy, no country in the world can provide high
efficiency of its domestic production, if it is not integrated to some extent in the
world production. This refers to Ukraine directly.

Formally Ukraine as the UN member belongs to the group of international
community states. It recognizes and fulfills the UN Charter and the international
law that govern interstate, political, diplomatic, social, cultural and economic
international relations. So, to some extent, Ukraine cooperates with the world.
However, the real benefits of international economic relations can be used by
country only when its economy is integrated into the world economy; namely,
it is an integral part of this economy.

During the process of integration into global economy the following key
issues will be peculiar for Ukraine:

1. Ukraine has not yet fully defined the main directions and mechanisms
of economic restructuring, including the peculiarities of development of the
global economic system, and also real opportunities and areas of Ukrainian
integration.
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2. The most urgent issues are safety in the sphere of foreign relations and
economic security in general that must be solved from the perspective of active
competitive opposition on the global market.

3. There are some inconsistencies of regional character, the removal of
which is possible only on the long-term contractual basis.

4. The attempts of active communication and dialogue with international
economic and financial institutions as guarantors of Ukraine's integration into
the global market and renewal of the economy, cause an inadequate reaction
from the greater Ukrainian community so far.

To overcome the major problems connected with integration of Ukraine,
it is necessary:

—to develop a clear social and economic policies of coming to the market,
which should be based on the purpose and the prospects of development of
our country;

— to create in Ukraine the structures that would ensure and coordinate
functioning of the foreign trade complex as well as the entire infrastructure of
foreign economic relations (insurance and information services, judicial and
arbitral bodies);

—to be actively envolved in integration processes, defining global national
priorities and balancing them with others existing in the world economic area;

— it is vital to define clearly the benchmarks for our country in the sphere
of development of its domestic economy and in search of its future place in the
world economy.

Thus, to solve the main problems of Ukraine’s integration into the world
economy the profound market changes throughout the domestic economic and
social system of our country are needed.

Today Ukraine’s integration into the world economy is a necessary
process of formation and development of our country, a guarantee for the
welfare of the Ukrainian people.

In Ukraine, a young independent country, the economic integration
will gain growth. For Ukraine there are positive features of activization and
intensification of integration activity:

1. Increasing the share of Ukraine in the sphere of cooperation with the
economically developed countries in science and technology and industrial
areas.

2. A significant increase of the investment attractiveness of our country as
a result of the openness of our economy to foreign investors.

3. The acceleration of reforms in the economic system of our country and
its transition to a market economy.

Thus, there are a lot of problems in Ukraine that prevent us from joining
the world community. We need to go a long way to reach this goal. I believe
that soon we be able to achieve it.

POSSIBILITIES FOR DEVELOPMENT OF COOPERATION
BETWEEN VISEGRAD COUNTRIES AND UKRAINE

These days, Ukrainian diplomacy is focused on the European Union. Yet,
there are many other challenges that require immediate attention, Ukrainian
membership in the European Communities is certainly one of the key pressing
issues on the present-day agenda of Ukraine-EU relations.

The Visegrad countries have always supported the European vector
of Ukraine’s foreign policy. Three of the four Visegrad countries — Poland,
Slovakia and Hungary —have a common border with Ukraine. One of the reasons
why the V4 countries are the area of interest for Ukraine is that all the countries
have successfully completed the transition process from centrally planned
economies to market-based economies. Despite the Visegrad cooperation
develops exclusively on the basis of the common will, without specially
establishes organizational structures (with the exception of the International
Visegrad Fund, which funds mainly academic and cultural projects), the format
of such Cooperation is extremely durable, and the very cooperation is broad
and diverse. For Ukraine such developments might become the beginning
of a turning point in its national history, which would help the country’s
independence acquire the clear European shape.

1. Background of the project

Over the past decade, Alfred Nobel University Dnipropetrovsk (DUAN)
has been a member of many associations recognized by the international
community and participant of numerous international projects. The DUAN
has established a strategic partnership with many of the V4 most respected
universities and institutions,

In the year 2014, we decided that we should further increase our
engagement with our cooperation with our partners from Visegrad Countries.
Accordingly we decided to apply to Visegrad Fund (Fig. 1) with the project
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titled: Transformation and educational processes in the Visegrad group
countries.

3. Events of the Project

1 September 2014 Dr Alisa Magdich, Project coordinator, held the
meeting of the participants of the Project. The participants were given a
presentation that informed them about the purpose of the course, start dates and
delivery mode. The presentation contained detailed information about experts
including foreign lecturers and detailed project description. Interview with staff
and participants highlighted several key issues to focus on in order to ensure the
successes of the course.

5 September 2014 parties held roundtable on “Visegrad countries: the
experience of reforms and lessons for Ukraine” as part of the regular meeting
of the student club “Mizhnarodnyk”, which carries out its activity at the
Department of International Economics and Economic Theory. The roundtable
participants discussed a range of topics including cooperation between the
Visegrad region and the countries of the Eastern Partnership (EaP) — Armenia,
Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine; particularly in light of
the ongoing developments in Ukraine. The main aim of the meeting was to
organize discussions on possible solutions of problems Ukraine might face on
its way to the EU using experience of its neighbouring countries. The link to

10 December 2014 the Department of International Economics and
Economic Theory of Alfred Nobel University, Dnipropetrovsk held the the
XVII™ international scientific and practical conference of young scientists
and students “Eurointegration Aspirations of Ukraine and Problems of
Macroeconomics”. The conference traditionally draws great interest both
among Ukrainian students and young academics from abroad. However, this
conference was really special: it was the first discussion to be held following
the signing of the Ukraine—European Union Association Agreement. While in
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previous years, only possible consequences of Ukraine’s European integration
could be discussed, this issue has recently become sharply relevant. Already
today the Ukrainians can feel the impact of the free trade agreement. The full
Conference Program and Invitation Letter are available here: http://duep.edu/
en/news/univercity/skladnij-shljah-v-jevropu-ochikuvannja-ta-ikliki/. Another
peculiarity of this conference lay in the organization of a section — Visegrad
countries and Ukraine’s European integration — devoted to the Visegrad
economies. This year there was a record number of papers, near 100, including
20 from abroad, submitted for the conference. On the other hand, the number
of participants who presented their works at the conference was to some extent
less than expected (around 30 presentations). The reason for this is in the
unstable on-going political situating in Ukraine. However, the abstracts of all
manuscript were published in Book of abstracts, which is available here: http://
duep.edu/uploads/mezhdunekon14-15/10412.pdf. The largest group of foreign
participants included participants from Nowy Sacz School of Business —
National-Louis University (Poland). Students from the UK, Azerbaijan, Georgia
and Russia also presented their conference reports. Ukraine was represented by
participants from Lviv, Odesa, Mykolaiv and, of course, Dnipropetrovsk. It
should be noted that school pupils also express their interest in the problems of
European integration of Ukraine: pupils from Lyceum Nel100 of Dnipropetrovsk
traditionally participate in this conference. The workshop Visegrad countries
and Ukraine’s European integration attracted 16 participants. The participants
agreed to meet next time in spring 2015 to discuss the first results of Ukraine’s
real progress towards our common European home.

4. Description of achieved aims

The aim of the project was to create an elective course which would
intend to look broadly at the issues and challenges faced by the CEE region
during transition from a planned to a free-market economy with a particular
emphasis on the Visegrad group. This aim was completely achieved. All the
guest lecturers successfully delivered their parts of the course.

The project exceeded our expectations in terms of the commitment of
the participating partners, the high standard of their work resulting in the
course delivery. Teaching materials (electronic lectures, slide presentations
and case-studies) presented by them were very interesting, comprehensive and
informative.

We were very pleased with the level of interest not only from the
participating students but also from the media, students from other faculties
and general public. The project attracted unexpected level of attention from the
university departments and other universities and organizations in the city. It
was acknowledged that the project represented an example of good practice for
the Department of International Economics and Economic Theory (which had
applied for this grant) with regard to implementation of international research
activity. It was suggested that other Departments apply for the IVF grants in the
nearest future. Next year we are planning to enroll more students, from other
specialities, in this course.

Besides, we have in plan that next year we should further increase
our cooperation with our partners from V4. Thus, we are planning to invite
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colleagues from the Central European University as guest lecturers next
academic year. Since the course will be suggested as an elective we intend to
attract much more students by inviting experts from all V4 countries.

4. Major outcomes

The main outcome is an elective course which gave third-year students
of economic specialities the opportunity to discuss issues and challenges faced
by the CEE region, in particular the V4 countries, during the transition period
and reinforced skills in applying statics tools to evaluate current economic and
political trends in the different economic indicators in the V4.

Further outcomes:

A documentary film “Transformation and educational processes in
the Visegrad Group countries”. Ukrainian-Polish Radio and Television
“Commonwealth” broadcasted it on the Channel 27 in Dnipropetrovsk twice:
on 4 September 2014 at 19:15 (5-minute duration) and on 26 December
2014 (15-minute duration). The film gives an overview of the history of The
Visegrad countries and the International Visegrad Fund. The main goals of the
project are highlighted through the interviews with the participants.

One more outcome is the published Book of abstracts of the XVII™
international scientific and practical conference of young scientists and students
“Eurointegration Aspirations of Ukraine and Problems of Macroeconomics”
held on 10 December 2014 at the Alfred Nobel University, Dnipropetrovsk.

5. Conclusions

Following conclusions can be emphasized from the events in frame of
the Project:

1. The Alfred Nobel University and the Central European University
will sign the bilateral agreement for future cooperation on faculty level in the
framework of the project.

2. All reports about this phase of Project realization will be further
highlighted in mass media.

3. It was agreed that the partners on this project will continue with
scientific and research cooperation in the future. They will be engaged in near
future on preparation of larger projects.

4. A scientific article authored by one or several Project participants and
focused on the Visegrad Group will be published in one of the regular issues of
“European vector of economic development” journal p-ISSN 2074-5362.

UNEMPLOYMENT IN UKRAINE:
CAUSES AND FORECASTS

The problem of employment is one of the most urgent problems of
economic development that reveals the overall macroeconomic situation,
giving an idea of its effectiveness. During the transition period, the situation in
Ukrainian domestic labor market is characterized by a large number of negative
trends.

According to some researchers by the end of 2015 the unemployment
in Ukraine will exceed 12% and reach the level of 40%. According to official
statistics in the third quarter of the previous year the number of unemployed
was 540,000 people. Only during the period 2013-2014 the country lost about
one million workplaces in the real economy (let alone the state apparatus and
budget organizations) with the majority (about 400,000) being placed in small
and medium-sized business. In large companies the number of employees
decreased by 17, 000 people. Nowadays, this trend remains actual. Of the
20,2 million people of working age (from 15 to 57 years for women and from
15 to 59 — for men), only 18,4 million people are employed. The main reasons
of unemployment in Ukraine are as follows:
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— violent military confrontation in the country, which started when the
change of power in Ukraine was announced (that contributed to the paralysis of
a significant part of public institutions);

— decrease in industrial production;

— “freezing” or rupture of economic ties,

— complicated conditions of export (large enterprises and, budget-business
turned to be the most vulnerable).

Other reasons that also are worth mentioning are: growing structural
crisis in the economy and the uncertainty of the fate of national currency,
which affected all categories of citizens. As the result, hundreds of thousands
of managers and lawyers who do not have real skills and were recruited
for small orders on the tide of economic recovery were under the threat of
dismissal. The current situation has made an employer to face with the need
to keep only effective and inexpensive staff to maintain the enterprise. Due
to the rupture of trade and economic relations with Russia from 5 to 8 million
people lost their workplaces. At the same time, Ukrainian agriculture will be
the least affected industry. According to experts, in the coming years the most
popular professions will be related to simple, basic provision of immediate
needs, such as food, safety, health and literacy, since Ukraine will have no
means to finance the interest in high-tech or humanities. According to the
press office of Social Insurance Fund on temporary disability in 2015 the
unemployment benefit will be of 80% of the subsistence minimum set for this
period for able-bodied persons, which is equal to UAH 974,4.

Considering all mentioned above, it is possible to forecast the following
situation on the labor market of Ukraine for 2015: freezing of the creation of
new workplaces in industry along with the cut down of existing ones (in the
background of already experienced decline in industrial production); further
growth of tension in the banking sector, which will contribute to an increase
in unemployment among young professionals and middle managers; further
reduction of population real solvency, leading to an increase in unemployment
in service and retail sectors.

QUALITY MANAGEMENT AS A MEANS OF IMPROVING
PRODUCTIVITY IN AN INTERNATIONAL COMPANY

The concept of quality and quality management. Quality is the
degree to which a commodity meets the requirement of the customer at the
start of its life (ISO 9000). According to researchers from Chartered Quality
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Institute quality is an outcome — a characteristics of a product provided to
a customer, and the hallmark of an organisation which has satisfied all of
its stakeholders.

ISO 8402 1986 standard defines quality as the totality of features and
characteristics of a product or service that bears its ability to satisfy stated or
implied needs.

Many researchers define quality management as the act of overseeing
all activities and tasks needed to maintain a desired level of excellence. This
includes creating and implementing quality planning and assurance, as well as
quality control and quality improvement. It is also referred to as total quality
management (TQM).

Quality management is very crucial in every organisation because this
determines the efficiency and performance of every organisation. A lot of
companies today have failed due to lack of quality management.

Importance of quality management. Total quality management (TQM)
can be referred to as methods applied to enhance quality and productivity in
organizations, particularly businesses. TQM is a an integral system approach
that works horizontally across an organization, involving all departments and
employees and extending backward and forward to include both suppliers and
customers.

Total quality management encompasses Continuous quality improvement
(CQI), Statistical quality control (SQC), Quality function deployment (QFD),
Quality in daily work (QIDW), and Total quality control (TQC).

However, Total quality management is a management approach that
provides a framework for implementing effective quality and productivity
initiatives that can increase the profitability and competitiveness of an
organisation.

Howard Weiss and Mark Gershan (1993), in their book production and
operations management observed that the terms quality management, quality
control, quality assurance often are used interchangeably. Regardless of the
terms used within any business, this function is directly responsible for the
continual evaluation of the effectiveness of the total quality system.

They described the basic elements of total quality management as
expounded by the American society for quality control:
policy planning and administration;
product design change control;
control of purchased material;
user contact and field performance;
corrective action;
employee selectlon training and motivation.

However all these elements listed above have a multiplier effect on the
productivity and profitability of an organisation.

Edwards Deming described 14 points of quality management as a set of
management practices to help companies increase their quality and productivity.
A product can only remain relevant in the market where the standard in terms
of quality is uncompromised, products are being delivered to customers in the
market, at the right time and at affordable cost.

e
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Productivity concept. Productivity as a concept is a tool of measurement
that determines the efficiency of the organisation in terms of the ratio of output
produced with respect to inputs used. Various factors like technology, plant
layouts, equipment and machinery affect productivity. Hence, operations
manager need to carry out a regular review of all these factors to maintain as
well as improve productivity.

Relevance of quality management in company productivity.
According to Arawati A. (2001) total quality management as a management
practices in the context of training (quality related), quality measurement,
bench marking, employee focus and suppliers relation. He underscores
that total quality management is defined by these approaches which in turn
determines the productivity and profitability of a company. This actually means
that the effective performance of a company lies in the ability of quality the
management approach. It is however clear that productivity equally has a direct
relationship with profitability of a company. If the management is effective in
its quality management approach, it will definitely increase its productivity,
and if the productivity increases all things being equal, profitability level will
equally shift upward.

Influence of quality management on productivity in an international
company.

Quality management in an international context describes the extent of
the competitiveness due to the complexity of the environment. On the other
hand, quality management in an international company however means that
the competitive environment could become intense due to global competition,
trade barriers and market complexity. In a competitive environment, a business
persuades a customer to buy its products rather than those of competitors at a
price that is more than cost of production. Rational customer, however, would
like to maximise value for its money.

Therefore a successful producer, however, enhances the total value of
his products so that the price is acceptable to the customer while his own costs
are low enough to allow him to make a profit. In an international environment,
where most company wants to present their product to the market at a low cost
relative to their rivals so as to gain competitive advantage. This is where quality
management becomes paramount, because an attempt to present a reasonable
market price may however affect the quality of the product. But where quality
management approach is effectively applied, it would have a strong and positive
influence on company productivity.

In conclusion, quality management remains an effective management
approach in improving productivity, competitiveness and generally profitability
of a company. In that, it encompasses effective management of the value of
a product (quality), production cost, production timing and product delivery
(inputs and outputs).

Therefore, if a product quality is effectively managed, it will bring about
an increase in productivity all things being equal and in the long run profitability
will increase.

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CURRENT GLOBAL ISSUES AND THEIR SOLUTIONS

Modern humanity has entered the third millennium of its development,
which has created new problems and challenges, focused on traditional global
issues.

The introduction of the latest achievements of science and technology
into production and the appearance of new technologies has led to the profound
qualitative changes in life of society. The mankind has entered the era of
scientific and technological revolution that strengthened the human impact on
nature, which is contradictory. Positive and negative effects have entwined in
it. On the one hand, we observe improving of technology and increasing of
production that contributes to fuller satisfaction of human needs, rational use of
natural resources, increasing food production and so on. On the other hand, the
environment is being polluted, the forests are being destroyed, acid rains fall,
the ozone layer around the earth is reduced, the state of human health changes
for the worse etc.

The global challenges of our time are problems that are global, those issues
that affect the interests of all states and nations, classes, social groups, political
parties, individuals in particular. These problems pose a threat to development
and even the existence of all the countries in the world and require joint efforts
to prevent the catastrophic consequences.

In their essence, magnitude and significance the problems are different:
some of them are local in nature and do not require enormous efforts, resources
and money to solve them; others cause influence in a particular region, and also
don’t create significant difficulties. However, there are those which effect the
interests of all mankind, they carry a threat to all people of the Earth, all life on
the Earth. These are problems of global order. They mostly disturb humanity,
force to think about the future, look for ways, methods and means of solving
them.

There are many classifications of global challenges. One of the most
popular is offered by Norwegian sociologist I. Haltunho which identified four
critical situations encountered by mankind in the second half of the XX century:
)the crisis of violence and the threat of violence, that is evident now in the
threat of international terrorism; 2) the crisis of impoverishment and the threat
of poverty; 3) the crisis of exclusion of certain individuals and social groups
and the threat of total encroaching on human rights; 4) the environmental crisis
and the threat of local ecological disbalance.

The current situation in the world has generated a number of global
issues: terrorism, drug addiction, drug abuse, AIDS, etc. Firstly, the analysis
of these problems logically forces to point at their solutions. The attempts to
escape them contribute to their escalation, development from crisis problems
into catastrophic ones, which will inevitably lead to the destruction of mankind,
all life on Earth.
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Global problems can be solved only through international collaboration
and cooperation and the principles of peaceful coexistence. Only by joint efforts
the mankind is able to overcome such an evil as the current global challenges
and to establish the action imperative «from international cooperation to
universal security.»

Solving global challenges is inconceivable and impossible without
development of science, scientific and technological progress. Only on the basis
of scientific study of natural phenomena, the society, it is possible to reveal the
essence and causes of problems, and therefore, to give objective methods of
their solving.

The successful solution of global problems also require scientific
cooperation, international collaboration, partnership between scientists and
scientific schools and their high responsibility.

However, to achieve such a state it is necessary that all countries should
change the approach to foreign policy conducting, that means abandoning the
policy of confrontation and conflict and to moving to global cooperation based
on recognition of the priority of general civilization values.

GLOBALISATION IN WORLD HISTORY

“GLOBALISATION” has become the buzzword of the last two decades.
The sudden increase in the exchange of knowledge, trade and capital around
the world, driven by technological innovation, from the internet to shipping
containers, thrust the term into the limelight.

Some see globalisation as a good thing. According to AmartyaSen,
a Nobel-Prize winning economist, globalisation “has enriched the world
scientifically and culturally, and benefited many people economically as well”.
The United Nations has even predicted that the forces of globalisation may
have the power to eradicate poverty in the 21st century.

Others disagree. Globalisation has been attacked by critics of free
market economics, like the economists Joseph Stiglitz and Ha-Joon Chang,
for perpetuating inequality in the world rather than reducing it. Some agree
that they may have a point. The International Monetary Fund admitted in
2007 that inequality levels may have been increased by the introduction
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of new technology and the investment of foreign capital in developing
countries. Others, in developed nations, distrust globalisation as well. They
fear that it often allows employers to move jobs away to cheaper places. In
France, “globalisation” and “délocalisation” have become derogatory terms
for free market policies. An April 2012 survey by IFOP, a pollster, found
that only 22% of French people thought globalisation a “good thing” for
their country.

However, economic historians reckon the question of whether the
benefits of globalisation outweigh the downsides is more complicated than this.
For them, the answer depends on when you say the process of globalisation
started. But why does it matter whether globalisation started 20, 200, or even
2,000 years ago? Their answer is that it is impossible to say how much of a
“good thing” a process is in history without first defining for how long it has
been going on.

Early economists would certainly have been familiar with the general
concept that markets and people around the world were becoming more
integrated over time. Although Adam Smith himself never used the word,
globalisation is a key theme in the Wealth of Nations. His description of
economic development has as its underlying principle the integration of markets
over time. As the division of labour enables output to expand, the search for
specialisation expands trade, and gradually, brings communities from disparate
parts of the world together. The trend is nearly as old as civilisation. Primitive
divisions of labour, between “hunters” and “shepherds”, grew as villages
and trading networks expanded to include wider specialisations. Eventually
armourers to craft bows and arrows, carpenters to build houses, and seamstress
to make clothing all appeared as specialist artisans, trading their wares for
food produced by the hunters and shepherds. As villages, towns, countries
and continents started trading goods that they were efficient at making for
ones they were not, markets became more integrated, as specialisation and
trade increased. This process that Smith describes starts to sound rather like
“globalisation”, even if it was more limited in geographical area than what most
people think of the term today.

Globalisation has not always been a one-way process. There is evidence
that there was also market disintegration (or deglobalisation) in periods as
varied as the Dark Ages, the seventeenth century, and the interwar period in
the twentieth. And there is some evidence that globalisation has retreated in
the current crisis since 2007. But it is clear that globalisation is not simply a
process that started in the last two decades or even the last two centuries. It
has a history that stretches thousands of years, starting with Smith’s primitive
hunter-gatherers trading with the next village, and eventually developing into
the globally interconnected societies of today. Whether you think globalisation
is a “good thing” or not, it appears to be an essential element of the economic
history of mankind.

IMPORTANCE OF TRADE OPENNESS

The new growth theory holds that international trade may spur economic
growth by facilitating the adoption of new technology and specialization.
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Ukraine’s economy nowadays badly needs stabilization and development.
Trade openness is a right way to this development. Trade (both imports and
exports) is vital to any successful modern economy. Trade is crucial for the
competitiveness of any economy in the long run. There is a large body of
evidence to support this. By exposing firms and products to international
competition, economies are encouraged to focus on areas of comparative
advantage. This helps ensure that scarce skills and resources are deployed
where they are most productive. It is important because trade increases, among
other things, competition (hence boosting productivity and innovation),
enables firms to capitalize on economies of scale from having access to larger
markets and encourages the spread of skills, knowledge and innovation.

Trade openness refers to the level which countries or economies allow or
have trade with other countries or economies. More open economies generally
have greater market opportunities, but may simultaneously also face greater
competition from businesses from other nations. The trade openness index
is used to calculate the trade openness (the higher the index — the larger the
influence of trade on domestic activities). The following compelling reasons for
the belief that openness to trade is good for growth and development dominate
economic thought:

Openness to imports increases efficiency and reduces costs for
industry. Exposure to foreign competition forces domestic industry to become
more efficient and competitive. It also aids this process by reducing the cost of
key foreign inputs and enabling access to cost- saving and quality enhancing
new technologies.

Openness to imports reduces costs for consumers. In the end it is
almost always the consumers who pay the price of protectionism through lower
quality goods and higher prices. Reducing trade barriers brings greater variety
of products and quality, but also lower prices. This welfare effect for consumers
is often the strongest element in the impact of liberalization, particularly for
highly protected industries, like agriculture and clothing.

Trade openness entails restructuring costs and incremental
liberalization is therefore often the only viable political and economic option.
A higher level of competition on the domestic market brings efficiency gains
and lowers prices but uncompetitive firms are likely to fail or downsize
and this leads to job losses. As prices fall, consumer’s purchasing power
increases in a variety of sectors, leading to job creation. However this process
of reallocation of workers takes time and is costly in the short term for the
individuals concerned. Thus major overnight liberalization is a politically
difficult option.

Reciprocal trade opening helps to deal with restructuring and
political costs. Within the context of a trade round, the restructuring costs of
greater openness should be partly offset by the gains afforded by new market
access opportunities. As a country’s industryrestructures and inefficient firms
exit, efficient firms will grow and provide new jobs. Their growth would be
facilitated by improved access to foreign markets. In addition, the negative
impacts of restructuring are easier to sell politically if they are part of a
multilateral effort where all actors are seen to face costs as well as opportunities.
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To conclude it can be said that trade openness is now more important
than ever. Trade openness enhances economic growth and precisely for this
reason Ukraine should review its trade policy.

THE EFFECT OF FOREIGN ECONOMIC ACTIVITY
ON INTERNAL MACROECONOMIC PROPORTIONS

The process of integration of Ukraine into the global economic system
under the crisis conditions greatly depends on the quality of management
decision-making in the sphere of foreign economic activity. The international
business operations are the result of certain management actions, such as
planning, organizing, motivation, control. The separate management subsystem
of the foreign economic activity distinguishes itself out of the total management
system with increasing of international operations’ volume.

The current state of market relations development in Ukraine requires
improving the forms and methods of state regulation. The current regulation
strategy of foreign economic relations requires a combination of state regulation
elements. The current regulating policy of foreign economic activity of Ukraine
is not focused on the long term perspective, but on the search of ways out of the
crisis situations. That is why such policy often does not give positive results. In
this regard, the state regulation methods of foreign trade should be improved.

Taking into account of the nature of the regulatory impact the self control
of business entities is present at micro level. It is carried out by means of
creation of companies’ foreign economic activity with the help of management.
It is also possible by adjusting their actions, which affect the situation of the
company on the external level.

In modern conditions at the level of national enterprises there is business
practice, the sign of which are free enterprise restrictions concerning other
market participants. This makes them apply undesirable methods of business
management in commercial or industrial spheres of activity.

At the macroeconomic (national) level the regulation occurs when the
main entity — the state establishes the game rules that would meet the national
interests and be adequate to the regime of international economic activity.
The nature and areas of state regulatory impact on foreign trade activities are
determined by many factors, including the level of development and the scope
of national economic complex, the degree of its integration into the world
economy etc.

States may have different socio-economic systems, political regimes,
forms of government and political system, but each of them on the basis of
sovereignty has the right to be the subject of international economic relations.
At the same time the state as a subject of international economic relations
performs a specific dual role. One role is the ability to be a direct participant in
the international operations. And the other role is the possibility to influence the
international business activities of other business entities. The national level is
characterized by an extensive system of public regulation.

For the economic potential and the national economy of the state, the
foreign economic component will be positive under certain conditions. First
of all it is the predominance of exports over imports. The following condition
is increasing of the share of income from foreign economic activities. Also
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equally important are the processes connected with the regulation of export-
import relations. In addition to traditional benchmarks, Ukraine may go beyond
existing limits of its production capacity in case of increasing the quantity and
improving the quality of the resource, economic, environmental and social
potential.

The effectiveness of the Ukrainian foreign economic activity will
determine the amount of funds that will go into the budget, the amount of
monetary funds which the sellers and the buyers own, the stimulation of the
Ukrainian economic development and the formation of socio-market and
democratic social factors of human development.
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FRESH WATER PROBLEM AS STRUCTURAL FACTOR
OF ECONOMY

Freshwater challenge has become an integral part of international
political agenda since the last decade of the XX century. A huge amount of
people who suffer from different types of water stress (over 1.1 bn) have
led global community to include improved access to water and sanitation
as one of 4 major components of Sustainable Environment Millennium
Development Goal (MDGs) of the United Nations. On July 28, 2010, UN
General Assembly added a right for water in the list of basic human rights.
Rise in the standard of living in developed countries and raising concerns
of poverty and inequality have led to the reconsidering of a wide range
of global challenges which were mostly ignored by the world community
before. Aggravation of water access problem, regional contradictions over
water allocation and rising demand for higher life standards reflect both
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continuous escalation of water stress and higher ethics of global civil society
towards lifestyle and inequality problem:s.

Before early 2000s, economic experts did not pay enough attention to
water issues besides national water facilities, irrigation, hydro energy and
urbanization problems. Beyond national frontiers water discourse resolved
to draught and desert monitoring. All attention was concentrated on local
measures aimed at preventing floods and droughts or managing sophisticated
problems of allocation of scarce water resource in transboundary basins. As
it seems today, water deficit has become a structural factor influencing world
economic development. Access to clean water is in the focus of the sustainable
development policy. Water deficit has becomes a constraint for economic growth
in both developed and developing countries. At the same time world expenses
for R&D in water management, investments in droughts and flood security are
steadily growing. Energy efficiency in cities and especially megacities arises
more heavily so state programs on modernization of irrigation systems multiply
each year and arid regions in Asia, Europe and North America invest more and
more in new desalination plants.

New voices are beginning to be heard in the debate over water, and
new ideas — good and bad — are considered. Among the most powerful and
controversial of these new ideas is that water should be considered as an
“economic good” — subject to the rules and power of markets, multinational
corporations, and international trading regimes. In the last decade, this idea
has been put into practice in dozens of ways, in hundreds of places, affecting
millions of people.

Water can be both a social and economic good. Access to clean water is
fundamental to survival and critical for reducing the prevalence of many water-
related diseases. Other dimensions of water supply also have a social good
character and therefore require governmental action, oversight, or regulation.
Because water is important to the process of economic development, essential
for life and health, and has cultural or religious significance, it has often been
provided at subsidized prices or for free in many situations. In theory, though
not always in practice, this makes water available to even the poorest segments
of society.

Frustration over the failure to meet basic needs for water for all people
in the last century has led to the rethinking of national and international water
priorities and policies. Among these is the potential value of applying economic
tools and principles. The International Conference on Water and Environment,
held in Dublin, Ireland in January 1992, concluded, among other things,
that: “Water has an economic value in all its competing uses and should be
recognized as an economic good.”

Following the Dublin meeting, the United Nations Conference on
Environment and Development (held in Rio in 1992) clearly recognized that
economics must play a part in efficient water management: “Integrated water
resources management is based on the perception of water as an integral part of
the ecosystem, a natural resource, and a social and economic good.”

What has been far less clear is how, practically, to achieve the right
balance between managing water as an economic and social good. This has
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become evident in the growing debate over globalization and privatization of
water worldwide.

One of the most important — and controversial — trends in the global
water arena is the accelerating transfer of the production, distribution, or
management of water or water services from public entities into private
hands — a process loosely called “privatization.” Treating water as an
economic good and privatizing water systems are not new ideas. Private
entrepreneurs, investor-owned utilities, or other market tools have long
provided water or water services in different parts of the world. What is new
is the extent of privatization efforts underway today, and the growing public
awareness of, and attention to, problems associated with these efforts. The
issue has resurfaced for several reasons: first, public water agencies have
been unable to satisfy the most basic needs for water for all humans; second,
major multinational corporations have greatly expanded their efforts to take
over responsibility for a larger portion of the water service market than ever
before; and third, several recent highly publicized privatization efforts have
failed or generated great controversy.

In conclusion it should be mentioned that water resources are local, but
with this scenario, water shortages can turn into a global issue. Furthermore,
because of the interlinked global economy, accelerating stress on the world’s
water will affect food and energy systems around the world. Within the next 15-
20 years the worsening water security situation risks triggering a global food
crisis, with shortfalls of up to 30% in cereal production.

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GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF FORMS OF INTERNATIONAL
ECONOMIC COOPERATION AND DEVELOPMENT

The problems of international economic relations become more and more
important in our society. The consideration of this issue is inseparable from the
statement of the fact that global political changes took place in the world in the
end of the twentieth century.

The international economic relations are the kind of public relations. On
the one hand, they are the original embodiment of internal national relations, on
the other hand — a qualitatively new system, with its peculiar features.

In Ukraine, there is no clear scientific classification of forms of economic
cooperation. In practice, one or the other form is rarely used in its pure form.
Typically, more combinations occur and their quantity increases depending on
the development level of the international economic cooperation, involvement
in this area of new entities, sectors, industries, regions according to their kinds
of activities, ways of obtaining property, formation of the mutual capital and
profit distribution.
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Such forms of international economic relations as foreign trade, joint
ventures on the territory of Ukraine, joint ventures abroad, foreign companies
on the territory of Ukraine, international associations and organizations,
consortiums; cooperation on a compensation basis; cooperation in terms of
product distribution between the parties involved, etc ., attracting foreign labor,
clustering, scientific and technical cooperation, license and technology trade,
cooperation in free economic zones; other forms of international relations
(associations, trading houses, auctions, etc.) are used the most frequently.

The main forms of international cooperation are:

— International trade;

— Capital flows;

— International labor migration;

— International technology transfer;

— International monetary relations;

— International credit relations.

International trade is a kind of trade between countries, which consists
of import and export of goods and services. It creates a lot of advantages that
facilitate the economic development of individual countries, promoting new
ideas and technologies.

In the current economic conditions the important form of international
economic relations is the international movement of capital (capital exports).
The main reason for the export of capital is its relative abundance and
monopolization of the national market that does not guarantee a profitable use.
Therefore, capital goes abroad in search of higher profits.

International labor migration is shown in emigration (going abroad) and
immigration (arrival from abroad). The main factors causing emigration of
labor are: the inequality of capital accumulation, overpopulation, which causes
unemployment in some countries and the lack of cheap labor force in others.

The international technology exchange (international scientific and
technical relations) is sale of finished goods, integrated production equipment,
as well as patents, licenses, expertise. This form of international cooperation
has a dual purpose: first, technology is sold as a normal product, and secondly,
the sale of technology is used as a competition means in the global market.

International monetary relations are daily relationships between
individuals, firms, banks in the currency and monetary markets with the
purpose of international settlements, credit and foreign exchange transactions.
An important characteristic of a country in the system of these relations is the
state of payment balance.

Formation and development of modern international economic relations
are caused by the emergence of a number of preconditions for both national and
international levels.

The preconditions of the national level should include:

— increasing internationalization development of productive forces of
individual countries;

— increasing of domestic production of goods that exceeds domestic
needs;

— accelerating of implementation of scientific and technological progress
achievements into the economic process.
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The prerequisites of the international level include:

— inequality of distribution of agents of production;

— the nation’s awareness of development and improvement of the
economic benefits and their place in the formation of international economic
relations;

— creation of the developed infrastructure of foreign economic relations.

As a result, international economic relations emerge and develop in
various specific forms, the importance and value of which are unequal at
different stages for different countries and regions, namely: international
monetary relations, international financial relations, international industrial
cooperation, international scientific and technical cooperation, international
labor relations, international commodity trade, international services trade,
international transport relations.
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FORMATION AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE UKRAINIAN-POLISH
INTERGOVERNMENTAL PARTNERSHIP

Poland and Ukraine concern to the important participants of the modern
European relations, and it is one of the key factors determining the path of
geopolitical transformation in Central and Eastern Europe. Ukrainian-Polish
relations have been characterized for a long time by such traits as stability,
progress and dynamism. The development of good-neighborly cooperation and
coordinated mutual support on the international scene made them a model of
relationships among Central and Eastern Europe countries, so the relationship
between Ukraine and Poland is a special case of cooperation between the newly
independent states and their immediate neighbors.

Thus, since the second half of the 1990, Ukrainian-Polish relations have
been developing in the political and economic sector. In 1992, between Ukraine
and Poland a bilateral agreement called «On Good Neighborly Friendship
and Cooperation» was signed, this is the first agreement between the official
authorities of both countries.
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In the middle of 1990es, state leaders of Ukraine and Poland come to
the conclusion that the provision of the national interests of both countries,
maintaining the necessary level of regional and European security is possible,
provided the close relationship between the two countries and of the overall
foreign policy of strategic partnership.

In 1999 Poland joined NATO that facilitates military-political cooperation
between Ukraine and NATO.

Since 2004, Poland has become close to Ukraine. At this stage the role of
Warsaw was finally formed as one of the most important partners of Ukraine in
the international arena, «explorer» of Euro-Atlantic and European integration
aspirations of our state. It was Poland that initiated the program in the eastern
direction of deepening EU policy «Eastern Partnership», which has a positive
effect on the general condition of the Ukrainian-Polish relations.

With the development of the strategic partnership between Ukraine and
Poland bilateral economic cooperation of the two states enhanced greatly.
There is a significant amplification of trade exchange between the two
states. Assessing the current state of the Polish-Ukrainian interstate trade
and economic relations, it should be noted that they are developing at a high
level. Poland is the largest trading partner of Ukraine among the countries of
Central and Eastern Europe: according to 2012 results, it ranks fourth among
the partner countries for export and the fifth for imports. According to the
State Statistics Service of Ukraine, in 2012 the volume of trade in goods
amounted $6.14 bn and increased by 2.8%. The volume of mutual trade in
services in 2012 grew by 17.0% to $317 min.

Economic and political stability of international relations is affected
directly by such factors as the relationship between the two countries concerning
migration, travel, scientific and cultural cooperation.

Exactly cooperation in the field of culture is one of the criteria for
determining the status of relations of both countries. The outstanding factor
of cultural cooperation was the «Year of Poland in Ukraine» (2004) and «The
Year of Ukraine in Poland» (2005).

The key directions of cooperation for both countries are reforming,
expansion of economic contacts, investment cooperation, Poland's support in
the integration of Ukraine into the European Community and the abolition of
the visa regime for the Ukrainians to EU countries, strengthening the protection
of their rights and interests.

Though the Polish-Ukrainian trade and economic cooperation
demonstrates the stable development and plays an important role in the context
of further intensification of the entire spectrum of bilateral relations and
overcoming the global financial and economic crisis, it is need to work together
in order to use existing potential between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland
in the context of implementation to the life joint projects in various sectors of
economy.

Also great importance in bilateral relations plays a Ukrainian-Polish
intergovernmental commission on economic cooperation, which is considering
an extremely wide range of issues covering virtually all areas of the economy.
At a meeting of the Commission, special attention was paid to the state and
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prospects of bilateral cooperation in the fields of trade and investment, transport,
agriculture and veterinary medicine, tourism and energy sector.

Also ways were considered to resolve problems arising from the Polish
and Ukrainian enterprises in the implementation of economic activities in the
territory of the Parties.

It seems that the future prospects of the Ukrainian-Polish relations will
primarily depend on the positions and the political will of the leaders of both
countries, their vision of the future cooperation and willingness to support
Eastern European dialogue.

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UKRAINE'S EUROPEAN INTEGRATION AND THE BENEFITS
OF COOPERATION DEVELOPMENT

European integration is the process of industrial, political, legal, economic,
social and cultural integration of states wholly or partially in Europe. From its
inception in 1957, the European Union has slowly become one of the most
powerful financial-economic and political centers of the world, a key component
of the newly created architecture of European security, the core of the system of
European values and standards.

European integration and EU membership is a strategic goal of Ukraine
because it is the best way to implement national interests, a building of
economic development and democratic state, strengthening the position in the
global system of international relations.

European integration for Ukraine is the way of modernizing the economy,
overcoming the technological backwardness, attracting foreign investment
and advanced technologies, creating new jobs, increasing the competitive
capabilities of domestic producers, accessing global markets, especially the EU
market.

Here are some important arguments in favor of cooperation with the EU,
taking into account the features of the current state of Ukraine’s economy.

First, the economic potential of the EU and the dynamics of its
development allow coming to the conclusion that the European Union is a
large market of products and the source to meet the needs of Ukraine in a wide
variety of consumer and investment goods. In addition, the trade of the EU is
an important source of hard currency whichallows to limit the barter, the scope
of which threatens the economic security of the country now.

Second, cooperation between Ukraine and the European Union is
necessary for technological renovation of Ukrainian production. Production
technology of Ukrainian enterprises lag behind those that are used by the
advanced European countries, Ukraine does not have the capital needed to
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modernize the existing and create of new modern enterprises.Nevertheless,
without modernization inherited from the USSR industrial structures, Ukraine
can hardly hope to enter the path of sustainable economic development and to
overcome the growing backlog of economically developed countries, which
determine the direction and magnitude of the dynamics of the world economy.
In other words, it is about the creation of production and technological structure,
comparable to the European one.

Third, for decades Ukrainian enterprises were effectively cut off from
the world market.Therefore, their access to the European market is of great
importance as a source of experience and practical skills to compete with
producers of other countries, to develop and implement a strategy of industrial
and commercial activities, geared for the world market situation of the relevant
markets. It should be noted separately that the ability to operate successfully in
international markets leads to an increase in the level and quality to meet the
needs of national consumers.

Development of cooperation of the EU will contribute to better tap the
potential of Ukraine as a transit state, which means an increase in revenues
from the export of transport services and the development of relevant industries.

But this is only part of what is essential for effective cooperation with the
EU. Ukraine must develop both in economic and legal spheres, to become a full
member of the EU.
