SUMMARY

investment project ‘Opening a language school in Japan’.

The article studies the current state and trends in the development of the
Japanese economy over the past few years. It is found that the state support of
business in Japan is manifested in a wide range of measures and programs aimed at
the development of small and medium-sized enterprises. The Government of Japan
actively provides financial support to SMEs through various loan programs, grants
and special funds, such as the Matsumae International Foundation. The loan
programs developed by the government constitute an effective mechanism of
financial support, allowing SMEs to obtain the necessary capital with reduced risk.
