Topic" The relationship between the level of critical thinking development and the
media consumption features™

The qualification work of the applicant of the 2nd year, specialty 053 "Psychology™
(Alfred Nobel University, Dnipro, department of innovative technologies in pedagogy,
psychology and social work) is devoted to the problem of determination of the connection
between the level of critical thinking and the peculiarities of the individual's media
consumption.

In the work, a theoretical analysis of scientific works related to the issues of
research of critical thinking and media consumption, as well as their interrelationship, is
carried out. Particular emphasis is placed on the peculiarities of the formation of balanced
media consumption in the individual. Sufficient attention is also paid to media education
and media literacy of the individual.

The categorical apparatus of the research was defined, and the concepts of
"thinking", "mental activity", “critical thinking" were analyzed. The classification of
types of mental activity of an individual is given. It has been established that thinking
activity does not stop even after the completion of the process of information perception,
but is transformed into the next phases of analytical and synthetic activity. It was
determined that with the help of mental activity and the thought process, we learn the
most general and essential signs and phenomena. At the same time, the very process of
thinking also gives an individual the opportunity to know what he did not directly
observe, to predict the course of certain events and the results of his own actions.

The main characteristics of critical thinking are systematized: thinking activity, its
reflexive nature, logic (compliance with criteria, mastery, discipline, balance),
independence (self-regulation, self-control and self-correction), determination to solve
life or educational problems.

It has been established that among the mental operations (procedures, skills,



strategies) used by critical thinkers in the process of "good thinking", scientists call the
human ability to: see problems, analyze facts, compare, draw conclusions, generate and
organize ideas, evaluate, formulate interpretations and reasoned judgments, with the help
of which to defend an opinion, solve problems, make decisions.

It was found that in the context of socio-communicative research, the issue of
personal media safety is actualized, which can be considered in the problematic field of
the genesis and development of social manipulation and knowledge of its nature. The
peculiarities of the formation of personal media safety skills are characterized. It was
emphasized that the main means of "protecting™ an individual, ensuring his media safety,
Is media education.

In order to determine the relationship between the level of critical thinking and the
features of media consumption, evaluation criteria and a methodological toolkit were
formed from the following methods: 1) motivational criterion - evaluates the desire
(motives) of an individual to achieve certain life personal results, for which A. Rean's
questionnaire "Motivation for success and fear of failure"; 2) developmental criterion -
allows you to assess the individual's ability to self-development, which can be assessed
using the Test-questionnaire "Self-assessment of the ability to self-education and self-
development of the individual™ by O. Sergeyenkov; 3) adaptation criterion - determines
the individual's ability to social-psychological adaptation in the conditions of media
consumption, to filter and distinguish useful and harmful information, which was carried
out using the socio-psychological adaptation questionnaire of K. Rogers and R.
Diamond.

According to the results of the study, the conceptual hypothesis of the study was
confirmed, which is that the development of critical thinking is related to the peculiarities
of individual media consumption.

Taking into account the results of the study, a comprehensive program on the use
of media education tools was developed to improve the quality of media consumption by
individuals, containing the following blocks: content (theoretical knowledge in the field
of media education); need-motivational (ensures the formation of motivation for the

development of media literacy); organizational and activity block (development of



creative, communicative, cognitive skills); diagnostic and correctional block (analysis of
the results of formation of media literacy, development of self-education programs, etc.).
