SUMMARY

Motivation is defined as the force that drives action, a stimulus, or an influence; it is what
propels a person or student to act. The widespread adoption of distance education is
crucial for the informational and intellectual development of society, overcoming
inequalities in the education system, and addressing territorial access issues to quality
higher education.

Modern students need a high level of self-organization, responsibility, and
purposefulness, although negative manifestations such as irresponsibility and loss of
interest in learning sometimes occur. It is essential to identify factors that contribute to
constructive student motivation and influence the effectiveness of their educational and
professional activities.

This work identifies the main concepts of motivation and factors influencing
student motivation during distance learning. Based on the selected tools, research has
been conducted, allowing the identification of features of educational motivation of
students during distance education.

The study reveals that students strive for self-development and improvement of
their skills and personal qualities; most students are satisfied with distance learning,
indicating a lack of discomfort and a positive attitude towards this form of education.
Correlation analysis highlights the relationships between value orientations and various
types of student motivation.

Motivation is a crucial factor in the success of the educational process; it is
important to utilize modern information technologies, platforms, programs, and
applications capable of transforming students' attitudes towards learning, turning it from
a monotonous activity into an engaging process.
