ABSTRACT

Storozhuk S.D. Developing Future Teachers’ of English Communicative
Competence in Writing on the Basis of Project Technologies.

The research is devoted to the issues of developing communicative
competence in English writing of students at linguistic higher educational
institutions who study English as their specialty. The goal of research was the
theoretical substantiation, practical elaboration, and experimental testing of the
methodology of using project technology for developing English writing
communicative competence of future teachers of English (on the material of writing
academic essays in English), as well as proving the fact that teaching writing with
the aid of such technologies can make students achieve level C1 and even a higher
one in their gaining command of English written communication skills.

In the course of research, it was proven that the implementation of a learning
project in the English teaching/learning process is a long-term, fully autonomous,
and divided into stages students’ experiential-interactive learning activity; it is a
group one in its character with individual tasks for every participant. The project
work in all its aspects is independently implemented by learners, though the implicit
teacher’s control remains. Such work optimizes and accelerates the achievement of
all the goals in teaching writing at linguistic higher schools, effectively guides
students to achieving the required levels of English communicative competence in
writing. Project technologies are especially effective in teaching students to create
the most sophisticated written papers in English. Those are the genres of writings of
non-standard creative nature, such as essays/compositions, articles, etc.
