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Abstract

Bilyk V.S. Development and ways of implementation of the international
investment project "Opening a photo studio" in Italy.

The work is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the Italian economy;, its
position in the world economy and an assessment of the feasibility of implementing
an investment project to create a photo studio. The first section examines the
dynamics of macroeconomic indicators (GDP, inflation and unemployment), the
structure of GDP by industry, key economic challenges and development prospects.
