" The Influence of Maternal Deprivation on the Child Development *

Qualification work of the 4th year applicant (in bachelor format), specialty
«Psychology» (Alfred Nobel University, Dnipro, Ukraine, Department of Innovative
Technologies in Pedagogy, Psychology and Social Work) is devoted to the devoted to the
problem of theoretical substantiation and empirical research of the influence of maternal
deprivation on emotions.

The life of a child in conditions of limited social and other influences leads to the
emergence of a special mental state - mental deprivation. Considering this problem in
relation to orphans, one should take into account the special social meaning of deprivation
of important mental needs for a long time.

It is substantiated that maternal deprivation in early childhood has a very negative
impact on the development of the child. Specific forms of disorders in the child's mental
development depend on a number of conditions: at what age the separation from the
mother occurred, how the process of attachment formation proceeded, whether the child's
life outside the family was permanent or temporary.

It has been found that the majority of children brought up with a deficit (absence) of
maternal love have significant difficulties in forming a harmoniously developed
personality. The prognosis of compensation for the negative aspects of the personality of
children depends on the time that the child spent in conditions of maternal deprivation.

It is emphasized that children whose maternal deprivation lasted for the first three
or more years show social, emotional and intellectual difficulties even after they have
spent several years in a stable home environment. In addition, they experience significant
difficulties in forming commitment to foster parents.

Considering that the impact of maternal deprivation on the personality of the child
and his relationships, it is noted that both orphans and children of working mothers suffer
from feelings of loneliness and self-doubt.

It is argued that the child must experience the care of a mother or a permanent adult
for his healthy emotional, mental and intellectual development, a sense of self-confidence,
and the realization of his potential.

It is revealed that the impact of severe maternal deprivation, limited to the first years
of life, is associated with profound and persistent changes in brain volume and structure in
young adulthood.

It is noted that maternal deprivation in the first years of life can adversely affect
brain development, which is still observed in adulthood. The results of the study also raise



the possibility that regional compensatory effects may protect some institutionalized
children from developing attention deficit hyperactivity disorder.

It is noted that the feeling of lack of loneliness and self-doubt in the child is an
Important indicator of the development of his personality. They allow a child in adulthood
to successfully resolve situations without relying on others and have a positive self-
esteem.

According to the results of the empirical study, it was established that both orphans
and children of working mothers suffer from a high sense of loneliness, but a comparative
study of these two categories does not yet show any difference related to this indicator.

This suggests that working mothers should also pay more attention to their children,
worry more about them and thereby increase their sense of self-confidence. This can be
achieved by reducing the working hours of working mothers. In this case, if the children of
working mothers are given enough time and attention from their mothers, their lives will
be devoid of loneliness, which will increase their social competence.

The practical significance lies in the fact that the results obtained can be used by
parents in the upbringing of children, they can also be taken into account by during the
educational process and practical school psychologists.
