This paper presents a comprehensive study of Latvia’s socio-economic
development, its foreign economic activities, and investment potential, with a particular
focus on the development of an international investment project. The first chapter
provides an overview of Latvia’s economic structure, analyzes the socio-demographic
situation, and examines the labor market, including the country’s involvement in
migration processes.
