ANNOTATION

This work is devoted to studying the issue of recodification of civil legislation
in Ukraine and its problems, since after the adoption of the Constitution of Ukraine in
1996, and subsequently, based on it, the Civil Code of Ukraine was adopted, which
clearly marked the country's direction towards the creation and functioning of a full-
fledged civil society.

It was the Civil Code that established the principle of equality of all citizens
before the law, private property as the basis of management and respect for the rights
and freedoms of individuals, which is one of the bright examples of civil society.

But society and its relations continue to develop continuously every day in all
spheres of life, both property and personal. In this regard, there is a need to revise legal
regulations.

The events of 2004 and 2013-2014 have greatly changed people's consciousness
and activated them in the processes of state governance. Thus, it is worth noting that
there is a need to rethink the vision of how private law mechanisms affect personal
non-property rights, primarily those that ensure the social existence of people.

Currently, information policy is very influential on people's consciousness, and
therefore, if it is considered as an object of private law relations, it requires great
attention from the legislator and law enforcement agencies.

Given that Ukraine has decided to take a course towards Europeanization,
globalization of Ukrainian legislation, the state should actively direct its efforts to
normative drafting, taking into account a large number of European recommendation
acts and trends in the development of European legislation. An important factor in
updating legislation is the experience of law enforcement embodied in judicial practice.
Legal positions enshrined in decisions of the highest judicial instances are especially
important.

Today, the current Civil Code of Ukraine has been operating for twenty years,

and therefore we can confidently say that it needs changes and additions.



In July 2019, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, by its resolution, created a
Working Group that dealt with the issue of recodification, that is, the updating of the
civil legislation of Ukraine. This group developed the Concept of Updating the Civil
Code of Ukraine, which is the topic for discussion in this paper.

This paper analyzed the problems of recodification at different stages of the
development of civil legislation in Ukraine, considered the factors and prerequisites
for updating the Civil Code of Ukraine, and also analyzed the aspects of harmonization
of civil legislation with the legislation of the European Union in the field of private

law.
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
