""Gender roles and their influence on the behavior strategies of teenagers in
conflict situations™

The qualification work of the 2nd-year student, majoring in "Psychology” (in
Master's format) (Alfred Nobel University, Dnipro, department of innovative
technologies in pedagogy, psychology and social work) is devoted to the problem of
theoretical substantiation and empirical research of gender roles and their influence on
the behavior strategy of teenagers in conflict situations.

It was found out that in adolescence there is a rapid restructuring of the entire
personality, its psychological, social and physiological components. This age period is
characterized by hormonal changes, the formation of moral values, self-awareness, the
desire to communicate with peers, emotional instability, but at the social level, a teenager
occupies an intermediate position between a child and an adult.

It was determined that due to the complexity and contradictions of the
characteristics of a growing organism, situations arise that disrupt the normal course of
personal development, which leads to an increase in aggressiveness and conflict at this
age.

We came to the conclusion that there is still no single definition by the authors of
the concept of "gender roles", therefore they made a general conclusion that a gender role
is perceived as a social manifestation of an individual's gender identity, that is, external
manifestations of behavior patterns and relationships that allow other people to judge
whether an individual belongs to a male or female

Empirical research was conducted on the basis of the educational institution
"KHLM No. 133" in Kharkiv. With the help of the *Masculinity-femininity" method by
S. Bohm, it was found that both girls and boys have the androgynous type of gender role
most often (83% and 61% of teenagers, respectively).

Using the "Behavior Description Test" method by K. Thomas, it was seen that the

strategy of rivalry is expressed in 21% of girls and 39% of boys, the same percentage of



girls and boys use the strategy of cooperation in conflict - 8%, the strategy of compromise
- 21% of girls and 23% boys, such a strategy as avoidance appeared in 8% of girls and
19% of boys, the strategy of adaptation was expressed in 42% of girls and in 11% of boys.

Using the Mann-Whitney U-test and the Kruskel-Wallace H-test, it was determined
that boys and girls differ on indicators of gender role, rivalry and cooperation at the level
of a statistical trend. No statistically significant differences between boys and girls were
found on the indicators of compromise, avoidance, and adaptation. It was also established
that teenagers who have different gender roles differ on the indicator of rivalry at a high
level of statistical significance. According to the indicator of avoidance, the difference
was found at the level of a statistical trend. According to indicators of cooperation,
compromise and adaptation, no statistically significant differences were found.

Having performed a two-factor variance analysis, we were able to come to the
conclusion of partial confirmation of the fact that the strategy of behavior of adolescents
in a conflict situation is influenced by the dominant type of gender role.

Methodological recommendations were offered for teachers on work and conflict
resolution with teenagers who have different types of gender roles.

The practical significance of the work is that the obtained results and developments
can be used by teachers and educators of educational organizations that work with

teenagers in order to optimize educational work.
