Based on theoretical generalizations, a model of
development of communicative dialogue competence of high school students with the
help of interactive methods for English lessons was created. We have also developed
fragments of English lessons using interactive methods and a system of interactive tasks
aimed at developing dialogue competence of students 10 - 11 classes and which can be
used as fragments of lessons in studying certain topics identified by the program and
curriculum.

The work consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusions, a list of
references (57 items) and appendices.

English is a West Germanic language. Nowadays, it is the most widespread one in
the world. Approximately 400 million people speak English as a mother tongue.

The English language has become a world language in politics, science, trade and
cultural relations. It is the language of computer technology. Over 80% of the
information stored on computers worldwide is in English and three quarters of the
world's mail is in English.

It's the universal language of international aviation, shipping and the major
language of diplomacy. Hundreds of books, magazines and newspapers are printed in
English and read all over the world. Half of the world's scientific literature is written in
English.

Besides, English is the language of the great literature. William Shakespeare,
Charles Dickens, Oscar Wilde and George Bernard Show and a great deal of others all
wrote their books in English. A lot of modern literature and many new films in English
come out every year. If you know English, you can understand them without translation.

No wonder that most educated people speak English fluently.
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1/4 of the world’s population speaks at least some English. Geographically, it is
the most widespread language on earth, second after Chinese. It is the official language
of the UK, of Australia and New Zealand, it is used as one of the official languages in
Canada, the South Africa, the Irish Republic. The US doesn’t have an official language.
There are 24 different dialects of English in the US.

Text 2

It is very necessary and important to learn English now, because English is the
language of the planet. 840 million people all over the world use it.

English is the official language of 67 countries. The native speakers of English
live in Great Britain, Australia, New Zealand and the USA. As a second language it is
used in the former British and US colonies. Besides, millions of people study and use
English as foreign language.

About 4,000 words are added to the dictionary each year. The two most common
words in English are «I» and «you». 11% of the entire English language is just the letter
E.

The rise of English is a story of a wonderful success. When Julies Caesar landed
in Britain in the 5th century, English was already spoken by the people, who inhabited
Great Britain, but they were not many and their English was not the language we know
today. Nearly a thousand years later at the end of the 16th century when William
Shakespeare created his works, English was the native language of about 6 million
Englishmen. At that time English wasn't used anywhere else except Great Britain.

The English language owes a great debt to Shakespeare. He invented over 1700
of our common words by changing nouns into verbs, changing verbs into adjectives,
connecting words never before used together, adding prefixes and suffixes, and devising
words wholly original. Shakespeare invented many words, such as birthplace, blushing,

undress, torture and many more.

learn a language that’s really useful.

You can watch their movies, listen to their music, visit
their countries, read their literature and chat with them. If you learn English you could

potentially do this with 1,800,000,000 people!

G) The Internet is a great way to make new friends. You can chat online or
communicate through social networking sites. If you can use English then you have a
pool of over 2 billion people to choose from. Learn English will help you to
communicate with relatives, in-laws or friends who speak a different language. English
is also helpful if you are going to move to a different country because it is a “global

language”.

H) Learning language takes practice patience, and persistence. You have to put in
a lot of time doing routine memorizing and remain focused.

things. It can be a humbling experience to be reduced to illiteracy, or being unable to

National (public or legal) holidays are proclaimed by the central government
and observed throughout a country. On legal holidays banks and schools are closed and
business transactions are restricted. In Ukraine the legal holidays are New Year’s Day
(January 1), Orthodox Christmas (January 7), International Women’s Day (March
8), Orthodox Easter, Holy Trinity Day (Triytsya) — Orthodox Pentecost, Labour
Days (May 1-2), Victory Day (Memorial Day in Lviv Oblast) (May 9), Constitution
Day (June 28), Independence Day (August 24).

In the USA the legal national holidays are New Year’s Day (January 1),
Presidents Day (a combined observance of George Washington’s and Abraham
Lincoln’s birthdays that occurs near the date of Washington’s birthday), the Fourth of
July (Independence Day), Labour Day (the first Monday in September), Veterans
Day (November 11), Thanksgiving Day (the fourth Thursday in November), and
Christmas Day (December 25).

There are fewer public holidays in Great Britain than in other European countries.
They are: Christmas Day (December 25), Boxing Day (December 26), New Year’s
Day (January 1), Good Friday (before Easter), Easter Monday, May Day (May 1),
Spring Bank Holiday (last Monday in May) and Summer Bank Holiday (last Monday
in August). Public holidays in Britain are called bank holidays, because the banks as
well as most of the offices and shops are closed.

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The theme of the Master’s diploma is “The development of communicative
dialogue competence of high school students by means of interactive methods in
English lessons™.

The relevance of the work is that today the development of communicative
dialogue competence of high school students is an important didactic problem, the
solution of which will allow further development of students in everyday life and their
acquisition of communicative competence.

The object of research is the process of development of communicative dialogue
competence of high school students in English lessons, the subject - methodological
features of the use of interactive methods in English lessons in order to develop
communicative dialogue competence of high school students.

The aim of the work is to theoretically investigate and practically test the
methodological features of the use of interactive methods in English lessons in order to
develop communicative dialogue competence of high school students.

The purpose of our study involves solving the following tasks:

1. To analyze the state of research of the problem of development of
communicative dialogue competence of high school students in English lessons.

2. To study the essence and characteristics of interactive methods.

3. To highlight the methodological features of the development of communicative
dialogue competence of high school students in English lessons.

4. To investigate the school practice of developing communicative dialogue
competence of high school students in English lessons.

5. To develop outlines of English lessons using interactive methods aimed at
developing communicative dialogue competence of high school students

The scientific novelty. The work clarifies the methodological features of the
development of communicative dialogic competence of high school students by means
of interactive methods in English lessons. Based on theoretical generalizations, we
created a model of development of communicative dialogue competence of high school
students with the help of interactive methods for English lessons. We have also

developed fragments of English lessons using interactive methods and a system of
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interactive tasks aimed at developing dialogue competence of students 10 - 11 classes
and which can be used as fragments of lessons in studying certain topics identified by
the program and curriculum.

The work consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusions and suggestions,
a list of references (57 items) and appendices.

The first section of our work is devoted to the study of the theoretical foundations
of the development of communicative dialogue competence of high school students by
means of interactive methods.

The essence and structure of foreign language communicative competence were
studied by A. Andrienko, G. Arkhipova, N. Gez, S. Kozak, O. Pavlenko, N. Prudnikova,
Y. Fedorenko, N. Chernova and others. The problem of formation of communicative
competence of schoolchildren in English lessons was studied by: O. Bodalyov, Y.
Emelyanov, N. Kuzmina, S. Makrenko, Y. Paskevska, L. Petrovska, N. Chepeleva, V.
Cherevko and others.

Various aspects of educational interactive interaction in the teacher-student
system were studied by the following scientists: O. Didukh, A. Yermolenko, Z.
Imzharova, O. Zima, M. Lipman, O. Lyubashenko and O. Popova, A. Nikora, A.
Panchenkov, O. Pometun, O. Pometun and L. Pirozhenko, 1. Sushchenko, M. Toftul and
others.

Analysis of the scientific literature on the problem of research has shown that
communicative dialogue competence includes the knowledge, skills, and ability to
effectively solve a communicative task while communicating in dialogic form in
various fields and situations. It is one of the components of speech competence, along
with monologue, and competences in reading, writing, and listening.

The process of formation of communicative dialogue competence occurs
simultaneously with the acquisition of phonetic, lexical, and grammatical knowledge,
mastering language and speech skills, accompanied by the development of
communicative abilities.

Thus, the analysis of the essential features of dialogue speech makes it possible to

identify the following components of communicative dialogue competence: specific
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dialogue skills, speech skills, learning and intellectual skills, organizational and
compensatory skills, such as:

1) the ability to start a dialogue, using the appropriate initiative cue (messages,
promptings, questions);

2) the ability to respond quickly to the interlocutor's remarks, using remarks that
have different communicative functions;

3) the ability to maintain a conversation, adding to the response cue extra
Initiative cue;

4) the ability to stimulate the interlocutor to speak, expressing their interest
through remarks of an evaluative nature;

5) the ability to produce dialogic units of different kinds;

6) the ability to produce dialogues of different functional types on the basis of the
proposed educational communicative situations (within the topics, language and speech
material defined by the curriculum for the form and type of school);

7) the ability to politely interrupt the conversation, if necessary
(misunderstanding of the interlocutor's remarks or difficulty in expressing his opinion)
and seek help from a partner or even a directory (phrasebook, dictionary).

Interactive methods are generally defined as ways and forms of students’
interaction in activities and learning. O. Pometun and L. Pirozhenko emphasize the
interaction in the learning process between all students in a group, team, or class. They
claim that interactive learning takes place only under the conditions of active and
constant cooperation of all students.

There is currently no unified classification of interactive methods. In general, all
scholars agree that interactive methods of teaching English can be divided into paired,
group, collective forms of student interaction, aimed at forming communicative
competencies. They have several advantages over traditional ones.

The second part of our work is devoted to the analysis of the contemporary
practice of the development of English-language communicative dialogue competence
in high school students. To achieve this objective, we outline two stages: the stage of

theoretical generalization and the experimental stage.
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On the stage of theoretical generalization, we have singled out the
methodological features of the development of English-language communicative
dialogue competence in high school students and created a model of its development.
They are the following:

First, interactive methods should be used systematically in English lessons.

Secondly, interactive methods should be aimed at the gradual formation and
development of dialogic skills.

Third, communication and interaction of students should take place in
communicative or semi-communicative situations of a problematic nature, as close as
possible to the real conditions of communication, or situations with a lack of
information.

Fourth, interactive methods become an effective means of developing
communicative dialogue competence only on the condition of correct methodological
planning, organization and realization. The task, performed by students while various
forms of interaction should be communicative and create a communicative situation
during its implementation.

Thus, the application of our model for the development of communicative
dialogue competence of high school students through interactive methods in English
lessons, which covers the defined methodological conditions, can greatly facilitate such
a complex task of the teacher, as it is a systematic and holistic approach to organizing

English learning, and mastering dialogue competence by high school students.

The program of diagnostic experiment solved the following tasks:

- to study the school practice of development of communicative dialogue
competence of high school students in English lessons;

- to study the initial level of formation of English-language communicative
dialogue competence in the participants of the experiment;

- to verify the theoretical generalizations of the first and second sections of our
work.

The diagnostic experiment took place in two stages.

In the first phase of the experiment, we conducted a survey of English school
teachers to find out what approaches and methods they use to develop communicative

dialogue competence of high school students.
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The second stage was aimed at determining the level of formation of components
of English-language communicative dialogue competence in high school students. Thus,
a combination of several methods and research techniques was used. We observed
lessons, studied the educational documentation and English lessons plans for senior
classes.

The results of the diagnostic experiment allowed us to conclude that most
teachers are not informed about the method of organizing interactive methods, do not
have a holistic view of communicative dialogue competence, stages of its formation, do
not know how to encourage students to cooperate in groups and regroup students, while
changing forms of interaction.

The determination of the level English communicative dialogue competence of
students of 10 A and 10 B forms revealed the domination of the average level both in
the control class (54.7%) and in the experimental class (61.1%). Only 12.5% of students
in the control and 10.7% of the experimental classes have a high level of English-
language communicative dialogue competence. While 32.8% of students in the control
classes and 28.2% in the experimental classes have a low level. These results are

presented in table 1.

Thus, we can draw conclusions about the insufficient level of formation of

English communicative dialogue competence in high school students.
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The third section of our work was devoted to the practical development of
communicative dialogue competence of high school students by means of interactive
methods in English lessons.

This section contains the sets of interactive tasks aimed at developing the
dialogue competence of students’ 10 - 11 forms that can be used as fragments of lessons
on certain topics identified by the program and curriculum. This section also presents
lesson plans that contain different types of interactive methods, as well as a group
project.

The interactive tasks that we developed make up sets of interconnected tasks that
are logically consistent and methodically built. Some interactive tasks consist of
exercises with different types of interaction. First, the communicative task is performed
individually, then in pairs, and finally in a group. Some tasks represent so-called
"mingle", or when students work as the whole class, but communicating with classmates
individually, asking questions and writing down answers for further discussion in pairs
or groups.

Depending on the objectives of a particular lesson, the tasks can be used at
different stages of learning: at the beginning of the study, to activate basic knowledge,
to practice the use of lexical or grammatical material, in reading lessons at the stage of
discussion before reading the text.

We have developed five lesson plans on the following topics:

1) Traveling Ukraine. Unusual Touristy Destinations in Ukraine;

2) Learning foreign languages;

3) Spare time hobbies and interests;

4) Holidays and festivals;

5) Environmental issues.

The lesson plans we have developed contain different types of interactive
exercises that form a logical and consistent lesson plan. While their development and
planning, we used the model of development of communicative dialogue competence.
They are built taking into account all the methodological features identified in 2.1. of

this work.
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Thus, the tasks and objectives of the work are completely fulfilled.

The practical significance of the work is that trained students or teachers can use
its results and English lessons plans in preparation for English classes while teaching
high school students dialogue skills. The practical significance of the work also lies in
the fact that we conducted a diagnostic experiment, the empirical results of which can
be used in research on the formation and development of communicative dialogue
competence of high school students through interactive methods in English lessons.
