SUMMARY

During the writing of the work the general theoretical and methodological bases
for research of influence of parent-child relations on the level of self-esteem of children
of primary school age were determined, the complex of methods corresponding to the
purpose of research was selected, the theoretical analysis of the literature concerning the
problem research to determine the impact of parent-child relationships on the level of
self-esteem of primary school children.
