SUMMARY

Slobodian V.O. Appeal against decisions, actions and omissions in criminal

proceedings

The article is devoted to the study of the right to appeal against decisions, actions
and omissions in criminal proceedings. The article analyses the institution of appeal as
a guarantee of protection of rights and legitimate interests of participants to criminal
proceedings in theoretical and practical aspects. The article emphasises that criminal
procedural legislation in terms of appealing against decisions on actions and omissions
during pre-trial investigation and trial is not perfect and needs to be amended to more
effectively protect the rights and legitimate interests of participants to a criminal
offence. The article concludes that the most effective way to fulfil the task of criminal
proceedings is to find and develop provisions which would ensure a balance of rights
and obligations of participants to criminal proceedings. The article makes a
comparative analysis of international experience of appeal in criminal proceedings, on
the basis of which the author proposes concepts for improving national legislation. The
article examines the trends in judicial practice of appealing against decisions, actions
and omissions in criminal proceedings and the provisions of draft laws on the
settlement of urgent issues. This study will contribute to the further development of

this institution, as well as to the elimination of gaps in procedural legislation.
