« Peculiarities of Motivation to Study among Psychology Students in the War
Conditions »

The qualifying work of the 2nd course, specialty 053 "Psychology", educational
qualification level "master" (Alfred Nobel University, Dnipro, department of innovative
technologies in pedagogy, psychology and social work) is devoted to the problem of
motivation to study psychology students in wartime conditions.

It is theoretically substantiated that since the beginning of the full-scale war in
Ukraine, students' motivation to study has decreased, motivational priorities have shifted
towards the provision of basic needs. The students had a depressed mental state due to
constant nervous tension, fear of the unknown about tomorrow, increased anxiety, and a
feeling of apathy.

According to the results of the experimental study, it was established that, despite
the war, most of the respondents have high indicators of motivation to study. This testifies
to the successful completion by psychology students of the process of adaptation to
wartime conditions. They are dominated by professional motivations for learning (80%),
and among the motivations for choosing a profession, internal, individually meaningful
ones dominate (76%). This indicates that most students chose their profession
consciously. And interest in the profession is one of the factors that help to continue
studying during the war.

The second important component of successful training in wartime conditions is
communication with teachers and classmates, because students with a high level of
motivation to study have a high level of communication motives (72%).

Statistically significant differences in the structure of motivation of respondents

with different levels of educational motivation were revealed:



1) psychology students with a high level of academic motivation have more
educational and cognitive, cognitive, achievement, self-development and social motives.
As well as internal individually significant motives for choosing a profession;

2) psychology students with a low level of academic motivation have more external
and amotivation.

It was determined that resilience has a direct and close relationship with
professional, cognitive motivation, as well as motivation for achievement and self-
development. Less dense and feedback in resilience with motivation. And resilience has
a moderate direct relationship with the motives of creative self-realization and internal
individually significant motives for choosing a profession.

A certain interrelationship of resilience with the levels of motivation of psychology
students to study was revealed, however, it is not observed at all levels (according to VV.G.
Katashev's classification), so it requires further research.

The practical significance lies in the possibility of using the obtained results by
institutions of higher education, teachers and psychologists and psychotherapists in
practical activities.
