SUMMARY
Peculiarities of the Social Situation and Motivational Sphere of Juvenile
Convicts

Master’s Degree Project of the 2-th year student, speciality «Psychology» (Alfred
Nobel University, Dnipro, Ukraine, Department of Innovative Technologies in Pedagogy,
Psychology and Social Work) is dedicated to the problem of peculiarities of the social
situation and motivational sphere of juvenile convicts.

The qualification work theoretically summarized and empirically verified the
peculiarities of the social situation and motivational sphere of juvenile convicts

In the theoretical section, it is clarified that the Legislation of Ukraine defines
resocialization as the conscious restoration of the convicted in the social status of a full
member of society; returning him to an independent generally accepted social and
normative life in society.

The socio-psychological factors of resocialization of minors sentenced to
punishments not related to deprivation of liberty, which are based on the parameters of
the empirical research, are determined: the sphere of self-awareness - reflection,
subjectivity, value orientations, the function of forecasting, goal setting; emotional-
volitional sphere - reaction to frustration; motivational sphere - meaningful and dynamic
side; lack of wrong types of upbringing in the family; mutual understanding between a
teenager and his parents; presence of a teenager in the sphere of self-realization; social
orientation of the reference group.

The research was conducted using a number of standardized methods. It was found
out that the peculiarities of the motivational sphere of juvenile convicts consist primarily
in the fact that the main indicators of its content component are reliably different from
the indicators of teenagers of the normative group.

It was established that among convicted teenagers, values of egoistic and material
orientation prevail, in contrast to students of the normative sample, in whom spiritual and
social values are dominant.

Among the main characteristics of motivation, the avoidant type prevails, that is,
they perform work or tasks only under compulsion to avoid punishment, and therefore
choose the easiest ways to solve tasks.

It is highlighted that determining the resocialization potential of an individual will
allow predicting the effectiveness of resocialization measures for minors sentenced to
non-custodial sentences, the conditions that will determine the features, dynamics, and
results of resocialization.

The psychological indicators of the resocialization potential of the personality of
juvenile convicts have been determined: socially oriented value orientations, the presence
of subjectivity, a high level of development of reflection, functions of forecasting and
goal setting; achieving type of motivation; the formation of assertive behavior skills;
social factors include the absence of wrong types of upbringing, the social orientation of
the reference group.

The perspective of further research is the development and approval of the
resocialization program for minors sentenced to alternative punishments, the purpose of
which is to restore or acquire lost or unformed values.



The obtained results can be used in the work of probation service specialists in the
process of resocialization of juvenile convicts released from serving a sentence with
probation. The results of the master's thesis can be used in the teaching of the disciplines
«Social support», «Psychology of deviant behavior», «Legal psychology with forensic
psychological examination» for bachelor's degree students studying psychology and
social work.
