SUMMARY
Tretyak S. Problems of constitutional reform in Ukraine in the context of

European integration.

The paper examines the main problems of constitutional reform in Ukraine
against the background of the European integration process. Ukraine’s European
integration course required bringing national legislation into line with European
standards, which includes reforming key provisions of the Constitution. The paper
emphasizes that the signing of the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the
EU in June 2014 was a landmark moment in the history of Ukraine’s European
integration. This agreement opened a new stage in the development of political and
economic relations between Ukraine and the EU, outlining the foundations for
significant reforms in the country’s legal and administrative system. The draft of
systemic amendments to the Constitution, developed in the context of the Association
Agreement, was an important step in the realization of Ukraine’s ambitions for
European integration. The main areas of reform included decentralization of power,
reform of the judicial system, and expansion of citizens’ rights and freedoms. These
changes were aimed at improving the efficiency of governance, ensuring fairness and
transparency in justice, as well as at implementing European standards in the legal
sphere.

After Ukraine acquires the status of an official candidate for EU accession in
June 2022, the paper states, further alignment of Ukrainian legislation with the
European Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms
and the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union is required, with an
emphasis on the protection of freedom of expression, freedom of assembly, the right
to a fair trial and the protection of private life. Reforms of state institutions, including
strengthening the parliament, government and the judiciary, are necessary to ensure the
proper application of European norms. The role of the Ombudsman should be
strengthened to ensure the independence of anti-corruption institutions and the

protection of citizens’ rights.
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Ukraine seeks to integrate into the European constitutional space, which provides for
constitutional democracy and adherence to a common European approach to
legislation. Adaptation requires a comprehensive approach, including both legal and
institutional reforms, and often requires significant time and resources. This process is
complex, but it is necessary to ensure that Ukraine meets the high standards of human

rights, democracy and the rule of law, which are the basis of the European legal culture.
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
