SUMMARY

Object of research: Hotel rooms and their design.

Subject of research: Emotional state of guests under the influence of various
aspects of hotel room design.

Objective: To analyze how different aspects of hotel room design affect the
emotional state of guests and their level of satisfaction, and to develop
recommendations for improving room design.

The obtained conclusions and their novelty: The study showed that the color
scheme, lighting, spatial planning and decor significantly affect the emotional state
of guests. The novelty lies in the integration of psychological aspects of design to
increase the level of guest satisfaction.

Results: Guests like rooms decorated in warm and neutral colors the most.
Sufficient natural and artificial lighting contributes to the feeling of comfort and
safety. Spacious and functional room layouts have a positive effect on guest
satisfaction. Personalized decor, taking into account local culture, makes guests'

stay more pleasant and unforgettable.
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
