SUMMARY

Bereza O.D. Development and ways of implementation of the international
investment project « Opening a tourist goods rental service in the Republic of Turkey»

This paper examines the current state of the economy and the investment climate
in the Republic of Turkey. It has been identified that despite economic challenges and
political instability, Turkey remains an attractive investment destination with a steadily
growing economy. The authoritarian rule of President Erdogan, marked by interference
in the operations of financial institutions, particularly the Central Bank, and a persistent
current account deficit, has led to accelerated inflation and a reliance on short-term
credit. However, the availability of a large, inexpensive, and skilled labor force, a
strategically advantageous geographic location, and a developed industrial sector
create favorable conditions for attracting foreign investment. The tourism sector also
remains a promising area.

The paper presents the development of an international investment project for
establishing a tourist equipment rental point, financed by private funds from an investor
in Ukraine and through grants from the Turkish government. Investment resource
requirements have been calculated, the legal and organizational form of the enterprise
has been substantiated, and the main financial indicators have been assessed, allowing
for an evaluation of the investment appeal of the proposed project.
